This Is Merely a Suspension of the
Military Excursions That Allies
Have Been Making [uto
the Interior,

(By Assoclated Press.)

TWASHINGTON, Dec. 5L—The Depart-
ment of State has received a dispatch
from Minister Conger, at Pekin, dated
December 20th, announcing that the Chi-
nese plenipotentiaries have notified the
representatives of the Powers that the
Emperor decrees the acceptance of their
demands as a whole, and Prince Ching
requests further conference. China also
desires that military excursions to the
interior should cease.

it is well known that this last request
is in accordance with the views of the
President. v 2
NOT UNCONDITIONATL.

In diplomatic quarters the acceplance
given by the Chinese Envoys is regurded
as a4 most ingenlus stroke of diplomacy.
Among diplomatic efficials it is said that
this is not an unconditional acceptance,
although it is such a concurrence in the
general principle of the note that the
Powers cannot well set it aside. /

It appears to be directed toward recon-
sidering the word “irrevocable,'’ and se-
curing more definite, and, it poesible,
more moderate conditions on some of the
points involved.

1t is not clear whether the Envoys will
sign the first note and then ask for ne-
gotiations, or endeavor to amecliorate the
terms before the final slgnatures are
affixed. In any event, it is felt that the
graver featurcs of the trouble are over-
come by the submissive attitude of the
Emperor, and but little remains now but
to perfect the details'of the peace trealy
on the general lines heretofore lald down.

Armistice Probable.
(Gy Associated Press.)

LONDON, Dec. 31.—A dispatch to the
Pall Mall Gazette from Pekin, dated Sun-
day, December 320th, says an armistice
has been proclaimed.

WASHINGTON, Dee. 51.—The officials
here are puzzled to account for the pub-
lication of this armistice, for the Chinese
answer which asked for it had not been
received by the ministers at Pekin, or It
is assumed that it was not recetved until
last night.

However, it s suggested that rather
vigorous expressions of dissatistaction Dby
some of the Powers at proseculion of
these military raids upon Chinese who are
showing no disposition to attack foreign-
ers, may at last have had some effeet.

The State Department has sent a4
strong instroctlon  to Minister Conger
directly In line with the Chinese request
for suspension of military excursions. It
iz not an armistice, technically speaking,
that Is looked for now, but merely a sus-
pension of military activity.
