Well-Known Local Politician Passed

Quietly Away Su ito un dec! by
Members of His Family,

Mr. Evan I;. Snead, member of the
Board of Aldermen from '"lay Ward, died
at his residence, No. 703 West Alain
Street, ibis morning at 1:30 o'clock. The
members of his family were with him
when lie passed away.
Mr. Snead's death was not unexpected,

lie had been in feeble health for two
years. He was quite ill several months
ago. and fears were entertained for Ids
recovery, but he gradually became better,
though never fully recovered. Some time
aso he was again taken ili, and last Tues¬
day had a severe stroke of apoplexy. He
grew steadily worse until liiere was little'
hop.· of his recovery.
Mr. Snead was born in Hanover county

November .«h. 1S36, and had been a resi¬
dent of Richmond ever since he was five
years old. He had long been in business
in Richmond. He was Ions connected
with the Chesapeake and Ohio Railroad.
and was Identified with the grocery busi¬
ness for many years.
In 1SSG he was elected as a member of

the Board of Aldermen from Clay Ward,
and was a leading member of that body
up tu the time of his death.
Mr. Snead was a prominent member of

the Clay Ward Actives, and was president
of that well known Democratic, club up
t.. a sii..rt time ago, when he declined re¬
election on account of ill health. He was
a leading member and deacon of Pine-
Stree; Baptist Church.
Mr Snead baves a widow, three sons

and four daughters, all of whom were
with him when he died.

NORMAL POSITIONS.
..(.uir position is quite normal compared

with other countries. Our maladies are

not from ourselves, but from without, and

prevail in all the European markets.
They came from the war in the Trans¬
vaal. When once this malady is passed,
out· affairs will be all right again. The
principal evil is the lack of capital, which
is du·- to many causes, equally effective
also in Berlin, Paris, Vienna and Lon¬
don. While many causes are operative.
as state·!, the greatest is the Transvaal.
This is true because, first, England, has
had enormous expenses which absorb
capital otherwise available for the world's
commerce and industry; secondly, the
Transvaal gold is nut coming to Europe.

EXPENSES OYEKESTI MATED.

"English expenses in the Transvaal
have been much greater than those of all
the Powers in ''bina. Our expenses have
been extravagantly oven stimated.
.¦When the Transvaal and Chinese ques¬

tions are settled the Situation will be
ameliorated."
The correspondent inquired as to

whether the minister believed the Ameri¬
can proposal was calculated to hasten a

settlement, and was answered in t#e
affirmative.
Regardless of compensation.
Thé correspondent of the Associated

Press is informed that official circles are

favorably disposed towards the United.
States' idea because the Powers are at
loggerheads regarding compensation and
a treaty of amity and commerce with
the country with which they are actually
at war is inconceivable.

it is said that Russia lias actually in¬
structed her ministers to try and close
up the peace negotiations, regardless of
compensation and commercial treaty.

EMPEROR'S BROTHER.
PEKIN. Jan. 10..Prince Chun, brother

of the Emperor, who is now in Pekin, and
in whose Iunior the Germans will hold a

review, says that, though ho does not
represent the court officially, he knows
his brother's sentiment Is in favor of re¬

turning to Pekin. Indeed, the Emperor
wrote to Prince Ching recently and ask¬
ed if his apartments were in a tit state
for his early return. Prince Chun says
the ('hiñese have a side question.

CA-NNOT CNDERSTAX 1 >.

The foreigners do not seem to realize
that China objects to the maintenance of
the legation guard as more than a purely
temporary measure, because there is no

necessity for it.
The Boxer movement, he asserts, was a

purely patriotic one, meaning « 'bina for
the Chinese. For many years the initions
begged for trading privileges·, having ob¬
tained which and waxed rich, from the
profits thereof, they forced -undesirable
treaties, upon China, with threats of con-

tiseation of the choicest parts of the coun¬

try. The slightest riot has been made the
occasion, to acquire' territory and obtain
valuable concessions. Naturally, even a

peaceable inolile will turn at last.
LOSS OF TERRITORY.

The people of China. Prince Chun fur¬
ther declares, have been gradually work¬
ed up over the recent loss oi territory at
Wei-Hai-Nel, Port Arthur, and elsewhere,
and also over the granting of rights and
honors to Catholic missionaries by offi¬
cials. All Orientai nations are liable pe¬
riodically, the same as individuals to run

amuck.
The Chinese, according to Prince Chung,

misbehaved no worse than did the French
during the celebrated Revolution. The
Chinese, he ¿ays, are the most peaceable
race on earth, and such trouble as recent¬
ly occurred is not likely to happen again
for centuries. He believes the Emperor is
friendly to foreigners who desire to pre¬
serve the integrity of the empire. He says
that it is-a mistake to attribute unlim¬
ited power to the Empress Dowager,
though she naturally lias that influence
Avith the Emperor which the Chinese al¬
ways concede to relations who are their
seniors, and which is beautifully shown,
by their veneration for their ancestors

OBJECT10.VA?LE OLAUSE.
Prince Ching has received a telegram

from the Court objecting to clause 2 in
the joint note, regarding the punishment
of more than those mentioned in the Im¬
perial decree of September. Prince Ching
replied to this message that it was neces¬
sary to sign first and argue afterwards,
the ministers refusing to listen to argu¬
ments until they shall have received a.
definite reply to the demands.

Further developments in the Seaboard
Air Line situation yesterday were the
announcement that Vice-Président and
General Manager St. John's resignation
had been accepted, to take effect at once,
instead of on the Ëh instant, as intend¬
ed by Mr. St. John, the appointment of
General Superintendent V. 13. McBee, to

succeed him as acting general manager,
the dropping of some more men in the
Portsmouth terminus of the system, ru¬

mors of the purchase by the Southern
Railway of the Bay Linn of steamers,
owned by the Seaboard, and hints of the
Baltimore anil Ohio getting into Norfolk.

It is not known yet whether .Mr. McBee
will succeed Mr. St. .lohn, but the im¬
pression seems to prevail in Norfolk that
Third Vice-Presldeht Barr, of the A teli i-
s ni, Topekà and Santa Fe. will become
linciai manager of the Seaboard.

TAKE EIFFECT AT ONCE.
A special telegram to Tin: Times from

Norfolk last night says:
"The lightning struck again at Ports¬

mouth this afternoon. A circular signed
by President John Skelton Williams, of
the Seaboard Air Line, was issued, an¬

nouncing the acceptance of.'the resigna¬
tion of Mr. St. John and the appointment
of Superintendent -V. E. McBee as acting
vice-president and general manager. The
fact that the circular recites that the or¬
der takes effect upon its promulgation.
anticipating the resignation of Mr. St.
.John, which was to become effective Jan¬
uary 15th, excited much comment. It is
considered as confirmatory of various re¬

ports of sharp differences between the
high officials preceding the resignation of
Mr. St. John.

IS THE SOUTHERN IX IT?
"The rumor that the Bay Line has been

nought by the Southern Railway is be¬
lieved by many astute transportation men
here to be well founded, although none

pretend to know that it is true. Those
discussing other rumors affecting the
"Seaboard call attention to the fact that
Mr. Barr, whom many believe is slated
for the place vacated by Mr. St. John, is
a protege of President Hill, who is. it is
alleged, forming a great railway combina¬
tion, and believe that the Baltimore and
Ohio are about to achieve their long cher¬
ished purpose and enter Norfolk.
"The. feeling among the wise is that

some great move impends."

dent, has been with the line for many
years.

"The laws in reference to Sunday on-

seryance are entirely inoperative," said

Major Howard yesterday, .'and in at-

tempting to enforce them my men are

ridiculed to the limit of endurance. The

laws are antiquated and should be laid

upon the shelf, and new ones that can he

enforced put in their places."
This was said In th>· presence of the

committee appointed by the Sunday Ob¬

servance. League to confer with him in

reference to the operation and enforce¬

ment of the laws. ',
The committee embraced Mr. .T. D.

Crump (chairman), Mr. Eugene C. Massle

and Rev. YV. S. Campbell.
"We have made every effort to enforce

the law against selling liquor on Sunday,
but we run up against snags oñ all sides,
and 1 have long since reached the con¬

clusion that the only way to completely
stop the sale of liquor on Sunday is to

have an ordinance providing that all bar¬
rooms keep their curtains up and their
screens aside all day on Sunday, and to

have no connection between the bar¬
room and other parts of the house in

which the bar is located. This plan, 1

think, would be the most effectual way
to stop the Sunday selling.
SPOTTERS REFOR E THE DOORS.
"Several years ago there was a crusade

going on in Ulis city against this very thing.
We made all efforts to stop the sale of

liquor, but our efforts were almost fruit¬
less. The barkeepers would station men

at the front doors and on the corners, and
whenever a policeman came in sight, either
with or without uniform, a signal was

passed inside and business suspended. At

most of the places no one but well known

customers were allowed to enter the por¬
tals of the side-doors. A policeman in

uniform cannot enter a barroom, nor can

he go into any one's house without a

warrant, and unless he can get some one

to swear to a warrant he is powerless in
that respect.
"Frequently cases are worked up and

Witnesses are secured, but when the trial
comes off the cases fall through because
the witnesses cannot be made to swear

to what they were willing to swear to at

the outset. Sometimes the cases go
through all right and the offenders are
fined, but such cases are exceptional.
"In numbers of cases in which the guilt

of the accused is established in the Police
Court, appeals are taken to the Hustings
Court, but juries are hard to rind who will
convict a barkeeper. I am, of course, re¬

flecting upon no one. but it is a notable
fact that many such offenders have es¬

caped punishment through the leniency of
juries.

NEARLY ALL OPEN.
"I am morally aware of the fact that

nearly every barroom in the city is open
on Sunday. There are probably scarcely
a dozen that observe.the law in that re¬

spect, but we must have the co-operation
of the citizens in stopping them."
The Chief related an incident of some

years ago when a certain barkeeper was

asked to sign a petition in reference tu
Sunday closing.

"I'll do no such thing." said the man,
"for Sunday is my best day."
"Several weeks afterwards," said Major

Howard, "the man was arrested for keep¬
ing his bar open on Sunday. The case
was not proven, as our witnesses went
back on us, as usual, and on the stand
this man himself stated, under oath, that
he liad never sold a drop of liquor on

Sunday in his life."
Major Howard related another incident.

"A man on lower Franklin Street was ar¬

rested on complaint that he had sold
liquor on Sunday. A warrant was sworn

to by the complainant, but when the
case came to trial he went back on us,
and the next day he had a new suit of
clothes."
Chairman Crump said the league was

in the tight against Sunday bar-rooms to

stay, and when they had finished with
that they would take up other matters.

???? WITH A PULL·. .

He said he had received an anonymous
letter stating that a certain man "who
had a pull" was keeping his bar open day
and night all the time. He gave the
name of a well known citizen of Jeffer¬
son Ward.
Mr. Massie said that Major Howard's

remarks were most refreshing, and lie
felt that his suggestions were most prac¬
ticable. "The league will do everything
to assist you in upholding this laW," he
said, "and if we find it necessary to do
so we will go to the Legislature."
Rev. Mr. Campbell acquiesced in what

Mr. Massie said.
Major Howard said that he had several

suggestions that he wished to make and
asked the reporters to withdraw, as the
matter related to something that could
not be printed.

It is quite probable that the league" and
the police 'department willact together
in the matter'from now on," and that the
crusade against Sunday bars will be vig¬
orously pushed.
The officials of the League are busily

engaged in perfecting the plans for the
campaign of popular meetings, to be con¬
ducted by Dr. Edward Thompson, of At¬
lanta, the president of the Sunday Ob¬
servance League of America. These meet¬
ings will commence abou; January 27th,
and there will be twenty or more of them
held in different parts of the city, with a
view of arousing interest on this subject
among all classes and in all sections of th*·
city.

SOUTH ATLANTIC
NAVAL STATION

Report Goes Against Opin¬
ion of Naval Officers

IN CHANGING LOCATION

Charleston Selected in Place of Port
Royal.

TWO SITES ONLY CONSIDERED.

Extensive Reasons Given Why the
Station Should bo Movetl.System
of Improvement for Southern

Harbors Greatly Changed.
Existing; Conditions.The
Requisites Discussed.

(By Associated Proas.)
WASHINGTON". Jan. lt..Secretary

Long to-day mad.· public the report of
the Board of Naval Officers; submitted
yesterday, concerning the establishment

of a naval station on the South Atlantic
coast, and more particularly with refer¬
ence to the relative merits of Port Royal
or Charleston, S. C. a* the site for thii
station.
The board recommends in favor ot

Charleston, reinforcing its views with an

elaborate statement oí the advantages of
that place over Fort Royal. A dissenting
view is presented by Uear-Admlral Georg.;
Stimner, who favors a retention of the
naval station at I'ort Royal.

Till·: REQUISITES
The board discusses the Renerai re¬

quisites of a naval station site on th*
South Atlanti«· coast, including accessi¬
bility from the sea, immunity from at¬

tack; railroad and steamship facilities^
labor supply and many other special re¬

quirements of the navy.
After an exhaustive review of the ad¬

vantages offered by different localities,
the board declares that it is expedient
to transfer the naval station now at
Port Royal, S. ·'., to a point near .thi
city of Charleston. S. C, and tinds th»
only available site to be that on the west
bank of Cooper River, about six mile*
above the Charleston Custom-House,
comprising a part of Chicora Park, ami
also, if deemed advisable, a part of th«
marsh land belonging to the State ol
South Carolina, which lies south of Law-
ton's Land.

FACILITIES LACKING.
The only other site 'examined by th<

board in the vicinity of Charleston,
which afforded the necessary water front,
was on the south bank of the Wandt
River, but as this site has neither rail·
road connection nor adequate wate;
facilities, it was not deemed desirabl'
for the purposes intended.
The board states: "We are fully awan

of that fact, that in selecting Charleston
as a site for a naval station in preferene«
to I'ort Royal, we are departing from th«
opinion of two boards of naval officers
which have previously considered the
question of the establishment of a naval
station on the South Atlantic coast, one
of which was presided over by Admiral
Porter.

NO INCONSISTENCY.
'"This fact has been brought to the at¬

tention of the boar·! by the Fort Royal
and Beaufort citizens' committee as an

argument for the retention of the station
at Fort Royal. There is. however, no In¬
consistency in this derision.
"When the previous board selected Fort

Royal as the best site for a naval station
on that coast, the great system for the
improvement of Southern harbors had not
been carried forward to any extent ana
Fort Royal possessed the only harbor on

the coast which large ships could enter
under any circumstances. Moreover, the
ships of that date were smaller and
lighter, and carri·.I much less fixed
weight in the shape of armor, turrets,
etc.'·

in concluding th·· report the board
states that its recommendation of the
Charleston site is based upon its opinion
that it is the better site ..;· th·· two. The
majority report Is signed by ibar-Admi-
ral Frederick Rodgers, president of the
board; Captain George A. Converse-, civil
engineer: C. E. Assertson, naval construc¬
tor; J. If. Linnard. Commander E. A.
r.eutz and Lieutenant-Commandes s. a.
Stanton.
