NEW YORK. March 1..Pressure was

relaxed against tlie steel stocks in to-
.ir.y's market, and they s<-r«r<-<l unequal
recoveries. Probably this bad as much to
<·.(> with tho better tone oí the stock mar-
k< as any thins that could be cited. Na¬
tional Tube was most -liTected, with a
Lilly of 3"¿. and Steel and Wire is about 2
points higher. Oilier members of the
troni, pained between 1 and 2 points.
There wa.s .-,. marked decline in specula¬
tive interest in tills department of tlie
«lock market incident to the completion
oi tb·; process of adjustment of prices to
tlie conditions disclosed early in the week
oi tlie Mod merger.

Until this condition in the steel stocks
liad been fairly disclosed there was more
or less heaviness in the general market.
Tho realizing in St. Paul oil the stock
-privileges carried it down a point, but
it was well supported at that level and
later scored a full recovery. Alter the
"turn in tlie market had set in there were
large buying movements developed in a
number of individual stocks or allied
groups of stocks. This was most notable
amongst the Gould Southwesterns, in-
< :.?·?;??? Missouri Pacific, the St. Louis
Southwestern^, the Missouri. Kansas and
Texas stocks and Ihe Wahashos. The ex¬
treme advance« here ran from 1 io 2:l,'t.

NEW YORK, March L.COTTON.The
long interest in the local cotton market
was cut down considerably to-day, and
the short interest increased proportion¬
ately, the outgrowth of a pronounced
break in prices and a supremacy of bear¬
ish influences. The English cables were

disappointing, reflecting a feeble under¬
tone and a decline of nearly 2 points in
prices. Acting in conjunction with the
foreign news was a rumor that -southern
markets were heavy under offerings of
staple held for weeks for higher prices.
Receipts, too. were in excess or expecta¬
tion?, while mill reports were more pessi¬
mistic than any received in weeks. The
opening was steady, with prices off .'! to
0 points under light foreign and fairly
active local general selling. Soon after
the call the market showed a marked
leaning towards lower prices, and before
midday feverish liquidation, with confi¬
dent bear selling, had increased the loss
to a matter of 0 to 11 points on active
months. The afternoon developments
were bearish, and no pause occurred in
the downward trend of fluctuations.
Liquidation, if anything, seemed to in¬
crease. May sold off to S.S2 before there
was the least symptom of a rally on cov¬
ering by timid shorts and a matter* of
precaution. The market remained excited
and weak much of the time, with senti¬
ment ery much one-sided. There wa.s lit¬
tle business done in the way of buying· for
a turn, and on every hand selling was the
sole object of .view-. The March options
came in for very little attention, but
worked lower in a spasmodic way in sym¬
pathy with the rest of thé list. The close
was steady, with prices net 7 to 17 points
lower.

March contracts. For a time selling was
finite active, cables being quite unsatis¬
factory and furnishing no encouragement
to look for an increased foreign demand.
This led to some increase in selling for
short account, which carried the price
still lower; but the market partially re¬
covered on the failure of the March de¬
liveries to weaken the market, it being
learned that the grain had fallen into
strong hands, as indicated by the reduc¬
tion in the difference between March and
May wheat, which last night was lc. and
to-day was reduced to %c. The market
was îinallv a partial %c. net lower and
easy in toiic.
