The
Philippine Islands are ours and we
are responsible for the government of
them, and have been since they fell
into our hands. Aguinaldo and his
followers refused 1o rubmit them-
selves to the authority of the United
Btates Government and {ook up arms
against it. It has been claimed that
if we had originally declared our in-
dentlon to give 1he TFilipinos their in-
dependence =here would have been
no insurrcction, but be ‘that as it may.
and without discussing the good or
bad poliey of such a declaration, it is
a fact that there was an insurrcetion,
1that Aguinaldo made wa2r upon the
American iroopg, and therc was bhut
one thing for us to do and {hat was
to return his fire and 1o use all the
means at our command to bring the
insurrectionists 1o terms and restore
peace and order. Aguinaido has now
been captured and has {aken the oath
of allegiance. The rebellion is nrac-
ticaliy at an end, 1o all appearances at

- Jeast, and, with peace and order re-
stored. the next thing 1o do is 1o set
up a stable form of govermment in the
Philippines and to aid the T7ilipinos
in working out their own destiny. The
Filipinos do not want us at this time
to retirg and leave themn to them-
selves—a prey. perhaps, 10 some more
powerful government. As an intel-

“ligent representative of the islanders

" said in a recent address in this city,
ahe Filipines ask theirs American
friends 10 give them the protection,
for the time at Jeast. of 1he stars and
stripes and 1o aid them in establishing

" good government and developing their
resources. It is too soon 10 say what
shall be done eveniually with these
islands, They have been committed
10 us and we are responsible for them.
To withdraw at this time and leave
the Tilipinos 1o themselves would he
nothing less than cruel and cowardly
desertion. We have a work ta do in
1he Philippines. We have just bhecun
10 do it. It Is a great step gained that
Aguinaldo has stopped fighting and
sworn allegiance. I.et us go on with
the good work. I.et us meet the re-
sponsihilities ¢f 1he case. If we but
do our duty there will be no oceasion
for embarrassment.

ADVICE OF NEGROES TO NEGROES.

At 2 recent meeting of negroes in
Washington. sensible addresses were
made by two of 1heir number. Henry
P. Cheatham, Recorder of Deeds, and
Judson Lyons, Register of the Treas-

ury. One of them set the seal of his
condemnation upon the negro who
goes around with a <“chip on his

shoulder,” looking for a preiext 1o
make himself offensive to the whites.

The other deprecaied the attitude
of hostility and obtrusiveness which
s0 many negroes think it manly to
assume with reference 1o the whites.
He told them that the world does net
shower favors on these who are for-
ever quarreling. On the contrary, the
world shuns and looks down upon
them. They are objects of aversion
and dislike—wvhatever may be the
‘color of their skins.

We gather these inieresting state-
menis from an editorial in the Wash-
dngton Post, and from the same
source we learn that recently in New
Orleans the deceni negroes of the city

. issued the following proclamation to
" the rowdies:

“Go to work for a living.

“Quit Joafing around the corners.

“Stop losking upon a policeman as
A common enemy. A

“If an officer atiempis to make an
arrest. do not resist or in any way
interfere with him.

*Respect. the law and tho oFicers of .

the law, and quii shielding negroes
who are guilty of criminal offenses.

*‘Help the authorities to sustain and
enforce the laws of the city, and aid
in the detection of crime and the pun-
ishment of criminals, : ;

“Fight the dives and dens: and he-
gin the fight for the negro’s moral ole-

- vatlon around the negro’s own hearth-

stone,” -

There is no doubt about it that the
tlacks themselves are Jargely respon-
sible for the troubies that .have oc-
curred here and there between the
races. There are black men and black
women ia every community who tiy
1o make themselves as offensive as
possible to the whiles in public. They
do not show the whites ordinary po-
fteness. They do not extend io the
whites the cemmon courtesjes of life.
They are not dbalf so polite to fue
avhites as thex are to members of their

fenselese women and children. When
ihexr go on a strect car they are rude
and Dboisterous and crowd and jostle
ihe whites for the sake of belng dis-
agrocable.  We-do not say that this is
frue of all the blacks. We do not say
that it is by any means the rule, for
it is not.  The colored people of Rich-
mond are, generally speaking, men
and women of xocd manners and there
is never any clash between decent col-
cred folks and decent white folks, but
there are negioes, and quite a nwber,
of them in.every community, such as
we have desceribed, and fthey are {he
negrees who  eause  the trouble and
who are responsible for the jim crow
car Iaws and for other laws of that
character of which they complain.

Waorse than all it is usually the well-
gressed. partially  educated negroes
who conduct themselves in this offen-
sive way, and it is these who need to
be disziplined by the decent members
of the race.

The Post, referring to the New Or-
leans proclamation, says that the de-
cent negroes in every community must
make a society for themselves. Our
readers will recall that we have fre-
quently given such advice through the
columuns of The Times. The white
race and the black race will not mix.

‘IFhere -will never. be marriage and
social intercourse Detween the two
races. But the black man may make

a society for himself, and that is his
only hope. Those members of- the
sice, men and women, who cultivate
their minds and their hearts, who
learn to love good books and good
morals and good manners, in short,
who strive after the higher life. must
separate themselves from the coars
and ignorant and unclean. They must
draw au line between themselves and
ihose who do not think and act as
dhey do, and must insist that none
shall cross that line and come into
{heir inner circle, save such as are fit
and qualified. Therein, we believe, is
the liope and the only hope of the ¢ol-
ored race.

White and Colored Schogls in Proportion to
the Taxes Paid by Each Race?

(By BEx-Governor Chas. T. Q'Ferrall.)
Lditor of The Times:

Sir—I have heard it suggested that the
Constitution should provide that the col-
ored schools of ‘the State should only rer
ceive for thejr maintenance and suppert
the school taxes collected from' the col-
ored tax-pavers. If this course should be
pursued |t will virtually abolish -cnjored
schools and leayve about two hundred and
fifty thoysand colored children of school
age at present and ap increased number
frdm year to year without the means of
acquiring even the rudiments of educa-
tion, and it will necessarily ‘follow that
after & lapse of some ye¢ars almaest the
entire negro population will be unable
to read. - 2 A

in thousands of cases were the protectors
of their masters’ families. Freedom was
thrust upon.them; they could not have
declined it if they had desired. Their
emancipation swept away millions of
property, but we did not lose them as
laborers, and in a large measure with
them we have built up our wasted places,
effaced the scars of strife and restored
our stricken scction to more than its
aforetime strength and power. Is it
right, is it just, is it humane to cast
them adrift and compel them to rely
upon themselves to educate their children
and work out their own destiny? We
are the dominant race. We are the su-
perior race in all that goes to mark race
superiority. \We have nothing to fear
from them in the way of competition in
life or encroachment upon our preroga-
tives. As a class they recognize their
inferlority,/ lcan on us and look to us, in
their feebleness, for agsistance in their
struggle for livelihood. Will we ‘give
them a stone when they are begging for
bread?”

I know it is claimed that education has
not improved the morals of the negroes.
It must be admitted that immorality and
lawlessness prevail to a great extent
among them, but if the public schools
had not been open to them would not
the tendencies in these directions have
been greater? Who will venture the as-
sertion that school influences have not
wrought good among them and lessened
the number of the evil disposed? Sup-
pose they had been left as they emerged
from slavery, with the moral influences
of their white masters and mistresses
withdrawn from them znd without State
carge and divection, can it be doubted that
they would have degenerated, as a race,
far below the average plantation slave
and would tave fallen to the deplhs of
hideous depravity?

It is my opinion that Christian duty
and public policy demand that Virginia
shall throw wide open her public school
doors to all classes of her children, ex-
tending equal privileges to all, regardless
of race or blood. .

But can Virginia, if she so desired, dis-
criminate in the distribution of her public
school revenues against negro children?

I have already averted to the Four-

teenth Amendment of the Constitution of [

the United States, which declares that
‘“no State shall make or enforce any law
which shall abrillge the sprivilegas or im-
munities of citizens of the United States.”
I have also referred to the act of Con-
gress under which Virginla was ad-
mitted into the Union and allowed repre-
sentation in Congress, which declared
that the Constitution should never be so
amended as to deprive any class of citi-
zens of ‘‘school rights or privileges” *on
account of race, color or previous condi-
tion of servitude.” T ask if the scnanl
taxes of the State should be so applied
as to confine the support given to colored
schools to the amount of taxes pald Ly
the colored tax-payers, would not this

certain. The mill owners declare they
are overstocked and that the strike fails
to aifect them.

A peace committee has been
appointed by the strikers whose duty it
is to’ preserve crder. Their work is ably
done.
