Two stocks stand @it conspicuous, even
in this list, the:price movement.in vhich
was astonish throughout. These are Del-
aware and Hudson and Rock Island. The
former stock was the conspicuous leader
on the rebound from the slight opéning
depression.  Rumors were circulated that
a lease had been signd by which the New
Yorlk Cntral took control and guaranteed
a dividend of T per’¢ent. for a year'and 3
per cent, annually atterwards. The’stock
was run up an extreme 132 points to
18514, Rock ‘Island  was under rather
severe pressure at the opening and: was
forced 1'% under.last night. It was, not
until late in the day that it assumed the
leadership . of the market when it was
rushed ug by rapid stages  on the_pur-
‘chase of blocks.of thousands of shares to
131, at which point it closed at an ex-
treme rise from the lowest of I3 points.

It is not often in the history of stock
markets that such a movement is wit-
nessed in a stock of a large floating sup-
ply, a large capital-issue and the hold-
ings of which . are widely distributed.
There were kindred movement to these
elsewhere amongst the grangers' and
coalers. The bLuying of the grangers
seemed to be based largely on general
considerations, the large earning of that
group of railroads, even in the face of
Jast spring’s wheat shortage, being cited!
