Search Being Made fox an Historic Docu-
ment.

LONDON, April 12.—Stories and memo-
ries of tho Alabama have been revived by

un advertisement offering a reward for
the recovery of a document conveying the
thanks of the Confederate States to John
Lancaster for rescuing Captain Semmes
and part of the crew of the Alabama,

when the Kearsarge sank her off Cher-
bourg.

The Confederate, steamer Alabama,
Captain Raphael Semmes, was attacked
and sunk by the United States corvette
Kearsarge, Captain Winslow. near Cher-
bourg, France, June 19th, 1564. The Brit-
ish yacht Deer Hound picked up thirty-

uine persons, including Semmes and four-
teen of.his officers, after which she headed
for Southampton.

machine shop of the Richmond Locomo-
tive Works and the superintendent of thai
establishment has been spoken of in such
a manner that it has been made to ap-

pear that there has been, or is. a serioat
difference or misunderstanding between
the employes and the management.

Such is not and has not been in any
sense true. Furthermore, the campaign
document, bearing- the signature "Union-
ist," has had no bearing nn or connection
with the, matter in any way. shape o:
form". The subject was being discussed 'and
considered by the sub-contractors and thi
superintendent of the works long before
this contribution to contemporary litera-
ture was injected into the recent political
canvass in the county of Henrlco.

When seen last night Superintendent
Giliis, of the Richmond Locomotive
Works, made the following statement ii:
connection with the matter:

\u25a0•The work at the Locomotive Works
machine shop is divided into contracts
each contractor being primarily a sub-
foreman and having the power to hire
and discharge his own men subject t<.
the approval of the general foreman.
There has recently developed the fact
that the rules of the Machinists' Union
were such that they conflicted with tin
rules of the Locomotive Works, and as it
was understood that the contractors' alle
glance was lirst to his union, it was con
sldercd wise and best that no contractor:
should belong to the Machinists' Union
as their duties in every sense were thosi
of foreman. Under the constitution of the
union a foreman can apply for and re
ceive a withdrawal card, which leave;
him in good standing with his union. s<
that in case he should give up the con
tract or work simply as a mechanic, he
could again return to the union and be in
good standing.

"Tho contractors were informed of the
decision of the company and it was pug
gested that they get their withdrawal
cards. Several of the men then applied
for withdrawal cards u> the local union.
but were refused. They were then not!
fied that unless they did withdraw within"
a reasonable length of time that they
would have to give up their contracts, but
all who desired would bo retained in the-
employment of the company at their reg-
ular daily wages. This, of course, would
mean a very material reduction in the
pay of the men and a considerable money
loss to them, and at the same time of the
loss to the company of a very efficient lot
Of contractors. This afternoon a com-
mittee Of three of tho union men of the
shop met with the superintendent andgeneral foreman and the whole matter
was decided In a manner satisfactory to
both the company and the men. At no
time lias the management taken any
stand against union labor. Quito a large
number of the best mechanics in nearly
all of the departments are union men and
very satisfactory in every way, and no
discrimination whatever is made against
any man on this account so long as he Issimply working as a mechanic, but the
principle that a foreman or contracting
foreman is a subordinate officer of thecompany is insisted upon. Referring to
the statement in an evening paper, in
which ItIs stated that the men were given
until Monday night to make their final
decision. 1 have to say that this not cor-
rect and altogether without foundation.
At no time was there any idea of dis-
charging any of tho men, and they were
informed to this effect. As to the Union-
ist document, it has not been believed by
the superintendent that this article was
written by a union mechanic, but was
simply a political canard. It was not
considered worthy of notice by Mr. Bryan
at the time, nor has he mentioned the
matter in any way to the superintendent
since. It had absolutely no bearing on
the matter. The relation between the
Richmond Locomotive Works and it,s em-
ployes generally is most pleasant and sat-
isfactory."
