It is said that the appointment of
Captain Capers came ihrough the in-
fluence of Senator McLaarin, who, it
will be recalled, was sn earnesi ad-
vocate of the ship-subsidy bill and bas
been open in his advocacy of 1he ex-
pansion policy of the MeKinley admin-
istration. It is claimed that Senator
McLaurin is backed by the bhusiness
and industrial interests of South Car-
olina, particularly ilie cotton manufac-
turers, and it is significant dhat the of-
fort 10 pass a resolution through ihe

1. auure condemning him for his
recent course in Congress failed., 1t

is allezed that the resolution was kill-
ed 1through the influence of the man-
ufacturing interests of the Stafe.

The Savannah News says that the
clement in Souih Careiina represented
by Senator MeLaurin and Mi, Capers
is largely composed of Youtig men, and
thai the impression outside of the
State is that its strengih is very con-
siderable. “To President MeKinley
and other members of the Republican
party.” the Savannah  paper,
“seck 1o draw this element into 1hat
party—auake it the nucleus of the white
Republicin party in South Ciarolina?
Wiil the same tactics be cmiployed in
other Southern States?” The News
answers that “it certainly looks 1hat
way,” but adds that there will be no
white Republican pariy in the South
£0 long as IPederal oflices are given to
the pegross of 1hat party.

The Charleston News and Courier, in
discussing the same question, says that
it does mot think that the prospect of
building up a white Republican pariy
in the South is very enceuraging. un-
Jess the defection among ihe white
people is far more serious than surface
indication shows. “The fael that {he
white Republican paviy will have to
depend in a large measure upon the
black IRepublican pariy,” the
News and Courier, “does mot promise
well for its success in iis first eam-
paign at least, and if the old Itepubli-
can guard is to be thrown out, the
chances are that the new lights will
not have the solid support of the party
as it is now organized, and without
1hat there will not he much chance of
the new orpanization winning any-
thing more than the fow ofiices which
the adivinistration at Washington has
10 bestow,”

Wherher or not there is any signiii-
cance in the appeintinent of Cantain
Capers we do not know, of courso, but
in the very nature of thines there must
be noradieal change, if not indeed a
veriwible political revelution in 1he
South, and that, {00, in the carly fu-
ture.  The Southern neople are intel-
ligent people and the idea that'all ihe
Southern whites are asreed on areat
questions of national concern is ab-
surd.  The Southern people are as a
whoie in favor of Democrafic princi-
ples. but there is a large element of
Southern whites who belicve in the
policies of the Republican pariy, who
belong 1o the school of Hamilton
rither than to the school of Jeiferson,
and if they were left free to vote their
sentiments  they  would undoubtedly
act with the Republican party in na-
tional elections,

But for many xears after e war
ceonomic questions playved an incon-
spicuous part in Routhern polities. The
Soutliern whites were bound together
by their hatred of the Northern radi-
als, wlio brought the war upon them,
and the still greater curse of carpet-
Dbagism, and again by the fear of ne-
£ro rle.  Given the conditiens tha
prevailed for many years after the war,
and ibe South would continne 10 be
solid dn spite of the views of individ-
uals on questions of national politics

But conditions are changing.  Radi-
calism at the North has largely disan-
peared, and while the Southern p;-np‘]o
do not forget the wrongs of the past,
certainly the present generation of
Republicans are not half so hateful as

those of reconsiruction times, There
is 8till seetional prejudice 10 2 deeree,
but the intense laired 1o which we
have referred is not a thing of the
present. there being no present cause
for it. The only thing, therefore, thag

hoids together those Southern whites
of the Jjefferson school and tie others
of the Hamilton school is the fear of
negro rule, and that fear has lareely
€ubsided because the negro hias lu-o;)
largely eliminated from Southern nol-
Hics, The Republicans have long since
found out ahat 1 is impossble for them
10 speceed in any Southern State so
Jeng as aley rely upon the Negro Vote
and so Jong as their party is known as
the megro party, and it may be that
{liey have at lust defermived 1o cut
loose from the negro and make ovep-
tures 4o the wiites. The appointment
of Captain Capers to 1his fmportant
vosition in South Carollna may be the

first step in the new movement, may
be the beginning of a great political
revolution in the South, may be the
beginning of 1he breaking up of the
Solid South. It is certainly a most in-

tion or rejection, at the general election

Constitution has been laid upon the Gov-
ernor. In any case, the president of the”
convention must certify to him an of- .
ficlal copy of the document. The copy
once in his_hands it is his evident duty
to submit it to the people for ratification
or rejection, whatever the convention

CARTER CASL

Judge Wilson Moves That Solicitor-General’s

Briet Be Stricken from Files.
(Dy Associated [Press.)

WASHINGYON, D, C., April 18.—In the
United States Supreme Court to-day
Judge J. AL Wilson, representing Captain
Carter, filed a motion for the court to
strike from its iiles the brizt of Solicitor-
General Richards in that case as
sscandaious and irrelevant.” This motion
is based on the assertion that the So-
licitor-General goc¢s outside of the record
in his bricf.

In the course of his statement Judge
Wilson said that the only question was
whether the ¢ourt martial that tried Cap-
tain Carter had jurisdiction to impose the
penalty of imprisonment to which he s
now being subjected.

Jc then stated that he had not con-
sidered it necessary to cite authorities en
the question as to whether a proceeding
in habeas corpus can be used as a Writ
of crror or appeal. lience there were no
cftorts to secure a review of the case by
the court. Me then takes the Solicltor-
General's brief saying: The Solicitor has
made some very broad assertions in regard
to the guilt of Captain Carter, not bascd
qpon any matters appearing in the record,
but apparently buased upon matters ap-
pearing in some other procecding in New
York before a commissioner, to which
nroceeding Carter was in no way i party;
and also upon his own allegatious, that
the Government had discovered evidence
which would demounstrate that Carter
and others had defrauded the Govern-
ment of $2,169,150.05, and that Carter had
personally attended to the division of
this money between himself and others.

In view of this broad denunciation of
Captain Carter by the Selicitor-General,
upon assertions of facts not found in any
record to which Captain Carter was a
party, and with reference to matter which
have nothing whatever to do with the
question before the court, Judge Wilson
states that Captain Carter asserts that
he is innocent of the offense, and that
he is ready, willing and anxious to try
the question as to whether he is or not
zuilty before and eivil tribunal any-
where and at any time that the Govern-
ment will afford him an oportunity to
be heard, and challenges the Government
to afford him such an opportunity. The
court took the motion under advisement.

'DESPERATE FIGHT
WITH NEGRO MAN

Caught Trying to Enter the House
of Mrs, W, G. Lumpkin,

APPLY FOR AN INJUNCTION,

Fight to Be Taken to the Law and Equity
Couri—Church Robbed — News, Per-

After being knocked in the head with a
half brick, which inflicted a deep gash
over his left cye and possibly a fracture
of the skull, choked by three men aend
clubbed by a policeman, “Doctor’” Green,
of Leigh Street, Richmond, as the negro
gave his name, was subdued and landed
in the Manchester police station Iast night.
The negro, against such odds, put up the
‘most desperate fight the officers in Man-
chester have ever encountered.

Green was caught trying to foree his
way into the home of DMrs, W, G, Lump-
Kin, at Ninth and Decatur sStreets. About
10 o'clock OMrs. Lumpkin and her two
daughters, who were the only occunants
of the house at the time, heard some one
trying the doors. They were alarmed at
this, and when he knocked at the front
door and declined to give his name when
asked, Miss Lumpkin, who had answered
his knock, became more frightened, and
running up stairs, called out of the win-
dok to dr. Ira Alley, a gentleman possibly
ixty years cld, who chanced to be driving
by in his wagon on his way home, that
some one was trying to enter the house.
Mr. Alley stopped, and, seeing the form
of a man in the shadow near the front
door, he gathered two rocks as he entered
the wyard and it was well he did, for as
he drew near.the negro ran at him with
a flower pot in his hand drawn ready to
throw. Just at this juncture Mr. Alley got
in the lick which no doubt saved his own
life and ultimately brought the negro
down. With the brick bat had, he
struck the negro well over the left evc
and staggered him.

HE RAN, BUT FIELL.

Green showed some fight for the mo-
ment, but, seeing other men approaching,
he ran down Decatur Street, being closely
followed by Messrs. W. O. Goode, Ber-
pard Burton and Robert Lee. e had
only gone about half the block, when,
from the effects of the blow he had re-
ceived, he fell, breaking the stone flower-
pot he still held, but continuing on his
hands and knees down the street. It
was at this time that he was overtaken
by AMr. Goode, and the sn'ugx:lc\smrtud.
Messrs. Lee and Burton quickly came to
Goode's aid, and after a desperate fight,
in which Green’'s clothing was torn nearly
off him and the young man roughiy
handled, he was dragged to the police
station, two Dblocks away, where Officer
Wright had to take a hand.
