Dealings in Union Pacific convertible
bonds were in enormous volume, and the
prices shot up 7% points in response to
the advance in the common stock. Deal-
ings otherwise were large and price
changes irregular.

United Slates iVs advanced \i
and 4's coupon and refunding 2's \'& on the
last call.

The final outburst in Union Pacific and
Northern Pacific to-day seemed to arouse
misgivings. But this is exactly the his-
tory of last week's similar movement in
Union Pacific, which caused widespread
apprehension lest the culmination of the
boom had arrived, and which was, never-
theless, followed by a renewal in full
force of the speculative advance.

There was some doubt as to the destina-
tion of the gold, but that it would go to
the Continent and not to London seemed
evident. The additional engagement of
$1,000,000 for London was unknown until
after the close. The strength of the steel
stocks was accompanied by ruKlors of
coming- statements which will show extra-
ordinary earnings by the United States
Steel Corporation. The belief is wide-
spread In speculative circles that exten-
sive readjustment of tho relations of the
grangers and Pacific systems are neces-
sitated for the compensation of the Bur-
lington deal. This gave rise to varied ru-mors, almost all of which were received
with a certain amount of credulity. The
action of the whole market shows; clearly
that the demand for stocks from all
classes of buyers maintains its voracious
force and needs only the leadership of an
upward movement in price to bring1 in
such buying from all quarters as eclipses
all previous i~tv>erience.s in the history of
the speculative markets in New York.

As the vital point of the speculation is
the money supply, the increase of sur-
plus reserve shown by Saturday's bank
statement was a favorable factor. The
large grain in ca-sh was noted with cp.ne-
clal satisfaction, as reflecting the con-
tinued inflow of funds to New York.
Much store is placed also in the Govern-
l. .it interest disbursements to be made
on May Is!, and l.irge corporation divi-
dend payments are also counted upon for
help to the money situation. The reliance
placed on the factors was made evident
by the small momentary effect of the en-
gagement of $.l,7*>o.<X>o in gold for export
and the opinion of experts that probably
$5,000,000 might go out during- the week.

There were very striking1 gains among
the grangers, Pacifies and trunk lines, bu.t
these seemed to be assoolated in the minds
of the buyers with the movement in
Union Pacific. ,lf these stocks are net
apart St will be found that the dealings
elsewhere and the movement of prices
otherwise were not sensational. But con-
templating these special price movements
and the. volume of dealings in tho stocks
enumerated, one has compassed the
salient facts of the extraordinary market
of the day. There was no specific news
to account for lh« unprecedented dealings
which lifted the day's recorl to 2,700,000
shores.

NEW YORK, April 20.—1f there tverc
any doubts ontortalned -thsit the specula-
tive advance might bo. interrupted after
the holiday interval they wore dispelled
within Jive minutes alter the trading

oj>cn<?d In the new temporary quarters of
the Stock Exchange. The first transac-
tions demonstrated the leading position of
the United States Steel stocks. Union Pa-
cific and Northern Pacific In the specula-
tive situation, and that leadership was
unaffected during the whole of the day.

There was great activity and ,some
striking streng-th shown by a number of
stocks, but they paled Into insignificance
in comparison with the furiouß activity

and extraordinary price changes in thft
leaders. Oft*n during the day there were
strips of several feet of ticker topo which
recorded successive transactions in one or
the other of those stocks, with not a sin-
gle block of less than a thou3and shares
in the series and running up to 8,000
shares. Th'; extreme advance in Union
Pacific extended to 32'iin tho late after-
noon and in Northern Pacific to 30%.
United States Steel stocks diU not show
such wido fluctuations, as it natural from
the much greater volume of the com-
pany's total' capitalization.
