Allianca. of the same Hn«, and trans-

ferred to tho City of Washington
April26th.

On April 23d, at 10:30 P. M., ten miles
from Barnegat Light, the Allianca ran
into the schooner, striking her on the
starboard side and- cutting an ftnmense
hole in her. There was a derrfe fog at
that time. Tho schooner took In water
rapidly and settled considerably, and the
crew abandoned the wreck and went on
board: the steamer.

While fruit has sustained some injury
in certain districts of the northern por-
tion of the Southern States, the general
outlook continues very promising east of
the Rocky Mountains.

Some tobacco has been transplanted in
South Carolina, but none further north-
ward. A plentiful supply of healthy
plants is indicated.

The effects of the frosts appear to have
been more serious to cotton in the central
districts of the cotton belt than wp^ In-
dicated in the preceding bulletin. Much
of the crop that was nn pror to the iMh
inLouisiana. Mississippi and Alabama was
killed, necessitating extensi'/e replanting.
Tho bluk of the Texas crop is now plant-
ed. Widespread scarcity of seed is re-
ported from tha central and eastern dis-
tricts.

The week ending April29th has been by
far the most favorable of the season, al-
though the first part was much too cool
in somo sections. Throughout the cen-
tral and east Gulf and South Atlantic
States the general condition of corn Is
poor and much replanting in this district
has been necessary.
