Doctors Disagrée as Regards Small-
pox in the State.

NEW OFFICERS ELECTED.

fhke Flood Damage at .Durbam and on the

DURHAM, N. C., May 24.—The North
Carolina Medical Society closed its forty-
eighth annual session here yesterday to
meet in Wilmington next year. Yesterday
the society held a conjoint meeting with
the State Board of Health, at which there
was a lengthy discussion of smallpox con-
ditions in the State. Some of the older
members of the society were a little in-
credulous about the epidemic in several
parts of the State being smallpox; that, if
it 'was smallpox, the form was so mild
as to create no unecasiness, and so lack-
ing in certain symptoms as to be unrecog-
nizable. .

OFFICERS ELECTED.

On convening as the North <Carolina
Medical Society, the following officers were
elected: [President, Dr. K, H. Young, Con-
cord; First Vice-President, A. G. Carr, M.
D.; Second Vice-President, Isaac M. Tay-
lor, M. D.; Third Vice-President, Mrs. E.
D. Carroll, M. D.; Fourth Vice-President,
J. M. Parrott, M. D. The election of Mrs.
Carroll to a vice-presidency is the first
time a s’voman has held official position in
the history of the association.

The eighty-first annual convention of the
North Carolina Diocese convened in St.
Philip’s, Church yesterday and was called
to order by Bishop C. iB. Cheshire. Rev.
M. M. Marshal! was eclected president, and
Rev. J. E. Ingle, of Henderson, secretary.
The attendance was good.

FLOOD DAMAGE.

This section has been storm-swept and
the damage is great. Crops have been
washed {rom +their rootings, mill dams
ariven from their foundations and general
havoo done. There is not a county bridge
left in Durham. It will take time and
thousands of dollars to replace them. The
Seaboard Air Line bridge at Bennehan is
gone, and trains between here and Hen-
derson are stopped. Tracks are washed
out on the Norfolk and Western and on
the Oxford and Clarksville Roads—one con-
tinuous cry of calamity.

The dam of the Durham Water Works
Company washed away, together with one
of their engines and other machinery. Su-
perintendent J. ‘O. Michie says thera need
be no apprehension of scarcity of water
in the city: that he can furnish all that
will be needed, but, owing to loss of his
filterer, it will be muddy for a few days.
The damage to the Water Works is esti-
mated at four thousand dollars.

Fire broke out in the store of Mrs. B.
Davis, on 2AMain Street, early last night.
The damage from water was several thou-
sand dollars. Fully insured.
