Ho introduced Rev. Dr. ferry,
who delivered an eloquent invocation.

MEMORIAL SERVICES

The report of the Jefferson Davis Me-
morial Association was then read by Mrs.
N. V. Randolph, of Richmond, Va. Tho
financial report of the association showed
a total of cash in hand of $32,<i72, with
outstanding subscriptions of $10,727. Mrs.
Randolph made an. urgent appeal for
more money.

General A. P. Stewart offered a reso-
lution asking that members of the
United Confederate Veterans each give
one dollar for the purpose of erecting a
suitable memorial to the women c' the
South. The motion met with great ap-

proval and one delegate, who announced
himself as "Jim Crow." from Louisiana,
handed up the lirst dollar.

As his gavel fell announcing the adop-
tion of the resolutions, General Gordon
said: "My comrades, at last Icongratu-
late you that the day has finally come
when foes as well as friends are. ready
to pay tribute to the valor of the men
of the South."

THE RESOLUTIONS
The Committee on Resolutions was not

entirely ready, and a partial report was
presented. The lirst resolution was that
Congress be respectfully requested to

make sufficient appropriation for the care
of Confederate dead in the cemeteries of
the .North. The second moved that
thanks be extended to Congress and the
President for the passage of the act mak-
ingan appropriation for the re-interment
oi the onfederate dead interred In the
National Cemetery at Washington. These
resolutions were passed without debate.

The report of the Committee on Con-
federate Memorials was read by Chair-
man C. A. Evans, of Georgia. The report
showed a total cash in hand of *51,296;
thorp is also J51.307 in good and collectable
subscriptions; there is an additional $60,000
still due from Charles Broadway Rousa,

of New York. Other items bring tho tof
tal to $228,170. Appended to the. report
was a resolution that thr members of
the Memorial Committee be ordered to

meet within 90 days in Richmond. .Va., to
m<ike final arrangements for the laying
of the corner-stone of the Battle Abbey.
Adopted.

The report of the Committee on Creden-
tials was read. The total representation
of 1,359 camps was reported, with an ag-
gregate attendance of 2.309 delegates.
Texas had the largest representation,
with 329 camps and 451 delegates. The re-
port was adopted.

The resolutions prepared by various del-
egates wore, passed up to the commander,
v.ho read them aloud before returning
tliem to the Committee on Resolutions.
Among them was a motion that Congress
be memorialized to erect in the Capitol
of the nation a monument to General Ro-
bert E. L«e. No action was taken., but
there were a number of cries of "No!"'

The
ballots were then given to the editor of
the Norfolk Public Ledger, Joseph Fivo-
ash, who was one of the secretaries of
the meeting, he .to have the custody of
them until the Gubernatorial Convention
meets here. The number o£ . registered
voters in the district is 447.

Some six hundred Montague men pro-
ceeded to Providence Church on a spe-
cial train £o participate in electing dele-
gates to the Gubernatorial Convention.
Soon, while surrounded by about 125 Mar-
shall men. District Chairman Frank Port-
lock, sitting in a buggy, read a pap<?r
which was this evening- explained to be
a resolution authorizing Candidate Mar-
shall to appoint delegates to the conven-
tion, and the resolution was declared by
the Marshall followers to have be»:n
adopted.

BARI^OW, Fl^V., May 29.—Fred. Roch-
elle, a black negro, thirty-five yeara of
age, who, at noon yesterday, criminally

assaulted and then "murdered Mrs. Rena
Taggart, a well known and respected

white woman of this city, was burned at

the stake here early this evening in the
presence of a throng of people.

The burning was on the scene of the
negro's crime, within one hundred y^ards
of the principal thoroughfare of the city.
The assault and murder was one of, th«
boldest and coldest-blooded crimes ever .
committed in Flortda.

OF GOOD FAMILY.
At 10 o;clock yesterday morning Mrs.

Taggart, who was born and reared in th\j
place, and was-a woman of good family
and reputation, went fishing alone 'in a
small rowboat";that she kept at the city
bridge over Piaco Creek. This 13 in full
view of the public thoroughfare. A few
minutes before noon Mrs. Taggart, desir-
ing- to returjj home, rowed her boat to
the bridge and made it fast. A nesrVi
man was fishing from the bridge at the
time. Mrs. Taggart started home, and
had proceeded only a few steps in the
swamp toward the open prairte and thence
to the street, when she was approached
by Rochelle, who had been hidingin the
swamp. He seized her and she broke
loose, and, screaming, ran from the
swamp into the prairie, where he over-
took her, overpowered her and assaulted
her.

BRUTAL MURDER.
After the assault, while she was pros-

trate, he held her. with his hands and
knees and, taking his knife from his*
pocket, cut her throat from ear to ear.
causing instant death. He then walked
to the negro who had been 'fishing ontho
bridge and who was. thoroughly frighten-
ed a>n» asked him what he should do .
with the l.fCy He was told tc leave it

-vrSr^re*It was, .but .unheedful of this re-
•.iuest he^ took the bleeding form in his
arms and carried. .lt.back to the. swamp,
thrfew it dawn and. escaped into the in-
terior of th>; swamp.. ;>;
In a few minutes the crime had been

reported, and in less than an hour prac-
tically the entire city was in arms, and
a well-armed jts?t was moving In every
direction in search of tha criminal. Blood-
hounds were secured and - all night a
fruitless search was continued. This
morning no trace of the negro had been
secured and the people were becoming
more desperate in their determination to
apprehend him as the chances for his
final escape seemed to grow.

NEWS OF CAPTURE.
'

About noon a courier arrived announc-
ing that the negro had been captured by
two other negroes three miles south of
the city. Parties were immediately on the»
trail, but the capturers evaded them and
succeeded in getting their prisoner quick- j
lyinto the city and turned him over t<J
the sheriff of Polk county.

Inspite of the sheriff and a strong
guard of extra deputies, who made every
effort to protect him from mob violence.

\u25a0 they secured the prisoner and took up th«
march . to the scene of the crime. He
was half dragged, half carried to the
bridge, enveloped by a great throng: of
people of all ages, who were resolute and
determined. but quiet and orderly.
Scream after scream broke from the. wretch's quivering lips, followed by
groans and prayers for mercy. At the
bridge the mob turned toward the prairie
.and then into the swamp and to the
scene of the negro's horrible crime.

BURNING THE PENALTY.
By common consent burning was to be

the penalty. were no ropes, no
plans for lynching by hanging*. The stake *
was the only suggestion as to the proper
expiation of the crime and without or-
ganized effort,and yet with apparently
unanimous understanding: a barrel was itt
readiness and was placed by the stake on.
the very spot where Mrs. Taggart was
assaulted ami murdered. On this the
negro was placed and chained to tha
stake. Louder .and louder and more des-
perate grew his pleadings to God and
man for mercy, but in the great crowd
around him silence was .the only response.
There were no jeers, no swearing 1, na dis-
order.

Berore the chains around the negro had
been made fast cans of kerosene oil from
many sources were passed to the front
and one of the- leaders stepped to tha
body and slowly but deliberately poured!
the oil upon him and his clothes until
clothes and barrel were well saturated. •

BUSINESS SUSPENDED.
It was then 6 o'clock. The crowd 'waa

growing, business in the city had prac-
tically been suspended and all eyes wers
turned toward the scene. In an instant
the match was applied. As ifby explo-
sion the. blaze' quickly leaped skyward!
In volume. The burninc body could be
seen only as^ a dark object in the cycle
of a maddened roaring flame. Then the
fire. lessened in speed and the writhtnjf
body came back to fullview, but already
the groans bad ceased and the only evf-
denee'of life;was inthe contortions of the
muscles of the limbs. For fifteen min-
utes the body buraeti and in half an hour .
from the minute oT application of tha.
match only the charred bones were left
as a reminder of the negro's horrible
crime arid his fate.

Her Veterans Given Post of Honor :n Parade

Tons of Dynamite and Powder Ex-
plode, Wrecking River Freighter

and Much Property.
(By Associated Press.)

BOONEVIDL/E. !MO., May 29.—8y the ex-
plosion of 1,000 detonating caps, which set
off 2,10p pounds of dynamite and 1,200 kegs
of powder, the 14-ton freight boat Laurine,
plyingbetween this cityand Rocheport, on
the Missouri River, was blown to pieces
last night. Considerable damage was
done to property for miles around. Two
laborers who were aboard the boat are
missing.

The Laurine was the property of the.
Kocheport Ferry and Packet Company,-
and was about ready to leave her dock
with a cargo Of explosives for use in
building a railroad bejpw town, when the
accident occurred. The boat was pro-
pelled by a gasoline engine. When a
match -was applied to the generator, the
gasoline took fire. Captain -Farris and tfce
crew immediately vacated and warned all
persons near-by. The fire spread rapidly
to the supply tanks of gasoline and a.
second jwcplosion occurred. This evidently
set oflfthe explosives on board, and, with;
a report that was: heard miles away, the
boat was blown to atoms.

The ferry-boat Joseph <L. Stephens, ly-
ing- five hundred yards above, was con-
siderably damaged, the wood work of the'
upper deck and pilot-house' baiug torn
away. Those aboard the ferry-boat es-
caped. Three residences, about six hun-
dred yards from ,U\e disaster, were
wrecked.

They said Dr. Ker-
nan would visit his family, at Rural Re-
treat, in the next thirty days and a legal
summons could then be served on him.

HE MiAY IDROP IT.
It is understood that, in the morning, if

nothing is heard from 'Dr. Kernan and
the board refuses to continue the investi-
gation, Dr. Sherrill willdecline to go into
the "case, but will ask the board at some
future time, or the Legislature, to make
an investigation when Dr. Kernan's at-
tendance can be secured.
Dr. Preston has to spend most of his

time with his counsel or in the room
where the investigation is being conducted.
His first assistant, Dr. A. S. Priddy, is
the acting superintendent. Ifind that he
is exceedingly popular with all the em-
ployes. He is Dr. SherHU's successor. Dr.
J. C. King, who succeeded Dr.Kernan, is
a most excellent gentleman. The two as-
sistants and Dr. (Preston work in harmo-
ny. Dr. Priddy is widely known in Rich-
mond, having represented Charlotte in the
"House of Delegates two terms.

DR. BRESTOX'3 ANSWER FILED.
It was 10 o'clock before the Board of

Directors of the hospital met this morn-
ing to resume the investigation of the
charges preferred against Dr. Preston. Mr.
G. T. irorterfield, of Giles, arrived this
morning, making eight members of the
board now in attendance.
