"Those who were encouraged to believe
that the Constitution had caught up with
the flag- were doomed to disappointment.
In the Downes case a majority of. the
court, composed of Justices Brown. Gray,
White, Shiras and McKenna. h*ld that
Congress could deal with Porto Rico, and
the same logic applies to the Philippines,
without regard to the limitations of the
Constitution. Chief Justice Fuller and
Associate Justices Harlan. Peckham and
Brewer dissented in strong and vigorous
language, but the opinion of the ma-
jority—even a majority of one—stands
until it is reversed. This Is one of the
most important decisions, ifnot the most

important, ever rendered by the court; it
not only declares that Congress is greater

than the Constitution which created it—
the creature greater than the creator—
but it denies the necessity for a written
Constitution.

The. address of the evening was made
by Miss Celcstn Parrish, one of C'yacTH
burg's most cultured daughters and pro-
fessor of psychology at the Randolph-
Macon Woman's College in that city.
Her appropriate theme was "The O'lK-;;'1

Woman." Miss Parrish said:
"Women have been much discussed

within the. last fifty years. Within tlu
last twenty the discussion has amounted
to 'overmuch.' 'Woman' has been wrii-
ten with a capital 'W,1 and in the '.New
Woman' not only the initial loiters have
been capitalized, but sometimes all of
them. We must confess that women
themselves have been inclined to justify
in some degree the recent accusation of
the editor of the Independent a;u.l 'talie
themselves too seriously.' There has been
a good deal of. eft'erescence and sky-
rocketing over the really wonderful
achievements which followed close upon
the rending of. ancient bonds. Women
have not. made all the pyrotechnics, how-
ever. They have been helped by men.
who. at first contemptuously tolerant, :-=::<l
denly awoke to find new and dangerous
rivals in the fields of endeavor.
