All things -wore made fuel for bullish

enthusiasm, ;ni<i any news which secm^ri
to threaten values was ignored. The
market t<")k on all thn characteristics of
the recent "boom" period, and after ab-
Borbing n]\ offerings to tako profits rose
vigorously again in the linal dealings to
ihf> highest of the day. where it closed.
Then.- was no exception to the strength
of the market, but some of those stones
which have he«Mi advanced sharply of
hit"1 were kept steady by the offerings to
realize profits. This was notably true Of
.•\u25a0rme <>! the southwestern and southern
railroads. The oarly spurt was most sen-
sational in LJnion Pacific, the United
States Steel stooks and Atchison. The
first sales of United States St<->"1 were of
JJO.OOO shares.
