France consumes but 50,000,000 tons of
coal a year and produces about 32,000,-
000 tons; the coal product of France
amounts to only 5 per cent. of the net
product of the world. s

Peter Curran, of the British Trades
Union Congress said: *“Wages, while
higher in America, scarcely go further
than they do in England, as the cost of

living in England is considerably cheap-,

er than it is here, and the continuity of
employment is much greater."”

A veritable “quick luncheon,” it is said,
i= to be had at a restaurant in Paris,
where a dinner of several courses com-
posed of concentrated food in the form
of tablets can be consumed in’ a few
minutes. The entire meal, indeed, can be
carried about in the vest pocket or pock-
et hook. .

Of the metals, our piz iron is worth
almost as much as all others together,
the value of the product in 1549 being
given at $245,000,000. Copper comes next,
with §104,000,000, and the $71,000,000 in gold
js third. The market value of the silver
produced in 1809 was about $33,000,000-and
the lead and zinc together were about as
much.

General Organizer Dold, of Chicago,
representing the International Piano and
Organ Workers' Union, in an address to
the New York C. F. U., stated that it
was the intention to organize the 6,000
artisans employved in constructing these
instruments in New York, and that al-
ready about 2,500 of them are in the
union.

The Congress at Lens did not stop with
the referepdum. It gave to the French
Government six months' time to con-
sider and .o fix for the working classes
of France a minimum wage rate, an S-
hour day, and a pension of 2f. a day for
workingmen of sixty-five years of age
and over. If these demands are not ac-
ceded to by the government by October
25th, all the trades of France wiil vote
upon a general strike, and it is feared
that the result will be in the affirma-
tive.

The Pittsburg Telegraph, in discussing
the question of labor-saving machinery,
notes that .abor cost has been reduced
from 5150 for a given quantity to $1. In
ruling paper wne old-time system cost
400 for what ecan be done for 8
cents. In boot and shoe making the cost
is only 835 .for turning out a certain
amount of work with machinery that
cost $4%0 under the old system. In bread
ba.ing one-...ird of the time is required
to do the work, on an average, that was
formerly required by hand labor.

amount of work accomplished by this
organization. Although the amount of
donations given during the past winter
Was not so large as in several yvears past,
the money has been spent as judiciously
as possible, and many worthy cases have
been greatly aided. The JMission has not
had quite so many applicants for help,
owing to the large amount of work n.n
hand for all who were able and willing
to take it. But there are always a great
many old people who are regularly as-
sisted by the Mission, and there has aiso

been a great deal of sickn Thanks
are especially due to the Citizens' Relief
Association for their regular contribu-

tions; to the Nurses' Settlement for their
no.ie work in visiting and nursing the sick
at their homes; to the City Council for
their donation of §1,500 for the purchase of
fuel; to Mr. George W. Stevens, through
whose kind offices four car loads of coal
were sent as gifts to the Mission, and to
all who contributed towards the support
of the work. A long-felt want was sup-
plied by the Nurses' Settlement, under
the charge of the nurses of the Old Ma-
minion Hospital, it being the first time
in the history of this organization that
the sick could be properly attended in
their own homes.

This report would not bhe complete
without alluding to the great loss to this
work in the death of Mrs. Raleigh Col-
ston. for many vears an officer, and al-
ways an untiring and devoted member
