BRITISH WAR OFFICE.
Abolition of Present Irritating System is

Recommended.
(By Associated Tress.)

LONDON". June 6.—Simplification and
decentralization are the keynotes of the
report issued to-day by the committee,
under the chairmanship of Clinton E.
Dawkins, appointed to inquire into the
War Office organization. The abolition
is recommended of the present system of
ruling- me army by minute and irritating
regulations, both military and financial.

The committee considers the War Office
ought to be ruled by the decentraliza-
tion of a mass of routine work now ab-
sorbing the energies of high officials and
preventing attention to important mili-
tary questions. Further decentraliza-
tion should be secured by an enlarge-
ment of the powers and responsibilities
of the officers commanding districts, and.
finally, a permanent "War Office boardought to be established, which, under
the authority of the Secretary of State,
should control the business of the "War
Office as a whole, without detracting
from the individual responsibilities of the
commander-in-chief and heads of depart-
ments.

ROUTED BY KITCHENER'S SCOUTS
Boers Flee, Leaving Wagons. Supplies and

£.000 Head of Cattle.
(By Associated Pres.«.)

PRETORIA. Wednesday. June s.—Col-
onel -Wilson, with 240 of Kitchener's
Scouts, has surprised and routed 4CO
Boers belonging to the Beyer's Com-
mando, thirty-four miles west of Warm
Baths. The Boers resisted stubbornly,
but finally broke and fled. leaving thirty-
seven dead, a hundred prisoners, and,all
their wagons and supplies, including 5,000
cattle. In the hands of the British. The
loss of the latter was three men killed
and fifteen wounded.

Beyer's main commando arrived on the
scene soon after the engagement, but
failed in an attempt to recapture the
supplies.

Beyer was thus left practically without
any transport or supplies.

But we find
no evidence of any radical tendency in
that direction except in the newer sec-
tions: hence \u25a0 the net pereentajce of in-
crease for the whole country is only about
half as great as in 1900. Oklahoma,
which furnished an addition of 25 per
cent, last year, adds 20 per cent, this sea-
son, and in the Indian Territory the per-
centage this year is 14. against 15 in 1900.
Some sections in "Western Texas report
very heavy additions this spring, but in
many other districts of the State the in-
creases have been quite moderate. As
we make it. the net gain for the whole
country is but 5.03 per cent., against 9.7
per cent, last year.'.'
