You will pardon me. 1 pray, the speci-
fic suggestions Ihave just made, and I
trust you will not think Iam presuming
upon your courtesy in inviting me before
you. 1 feal that in speaking or" the wild
and unsubdued natural resources and phy-
sical features of th^ State in which wo
live, that 1am voicing the sentiment that
will create no division nor embitter a sin-
gle controversy in the hearts of our peo-
ple. 1 will not take up your time with the
mass of figures and comparative values
which this subject naturally demands, but
Isay to you w.ith all the influences of my
official position that every waste acre of
land in this Commonwealth, that every

sparkling stream that runs unharnessed
to the sea, that every mountain side that
is veined with coal and ore, that tho very
air of heaven, the pure atmosphere in
which we are bathed and wrapped, r.ll
these call upon you to contribute to their
enfranchisement. This is the free suf-
frage of Nature. Under the benign Bless-
ing of our governmental policies, fields
that have not yet recovered from the
blasting scars of w;iY will teem with a
populous and happy life. The massive
weight of rivers that run in useless course
to the sea will be "lifted and made to do
the work of ten thousand hands. Fac-
tories will spring up. and the world's va-
ried needs can be supplied from Virginia
products. Ibeg of you, gentlemen, not
to let slip your opportunities.

Why cannot the lands that once were
in profitable cultivation, but that are now
growing up in brush ana' broom-sage, be
made to bloom again? Would it not be
wise to offer Inducements to foreign cap-
ital to come and cultivate them? We
could say to the home-seeker from every
section. Come and dwell with us, we will
exempt from taxation the capital that you

bring for a sufficient number of years
to give you a start, and buy slock and
erect buildings on these waste places.
Every barren acre is a blot on the State
and should be erased. Iask that this
Convention, framing a new Constitution,
will permit the State and local authori-
ties to offer such inducements as Ihave
indicated for capital to come within our
borders.

TO REVIVE PROSPERITY,

rivers like the one Ionce beheld on the
I'lyde, at Glasgow, where Icounted over
three hundred large vessels being built
along the banks of that river. Why can-
not we have works of this kind on the
James and on the Appomattox? Why
cannot we develop the magnificent water-
powers that flow from the summits of the
Allegheny and tho Blue Ridge mountains
down to the sea ?

Georgia, in the early days after the war,

adopted a wise policy for encouraging
capital to invest within her borders,
and she has more than doubled her pop-
ulation and taxable values. There are
some who would argue against this pol-
icy: they say it is not just to the indus-
tries and mines that we have to give
new enterprises such an advantage over
the old. But the Commonwealth of Vir-
ginia has a right to offer inducements,

to have created in her borders new tax-
able values, and it is a short-sighted pol-
icy that would stand in the path of such
progress and development. There is no
industry in this State that would not be
benefited by having many more like it
near, nnd certainly when we consider
that when, in so short a time as ten
years in the life of a State, all the others
would be helping to bear the burden of
taxation, we could see how rapid would
be the growth and how much 'lighter the
burden when thus distributed. Let us
make a bid for fifty ship-yards like the
ones at Newport Xews- and Richmond
and create scenes along the banks of our

INTERESTING FIGURES.
The increase in wealth anri internal de-

velopment shows even greater disparage-
ment. The total assessed valuation of
r'-al and personal property taxed in Vir-
ginia in IS7O was three hundred and sixty-
five million, four hundred and thirty-nine
thousand and nine hundred and seven-
teen dollars (5365.'K9.017). while in Massa-
chusetts there was one billion, five hun-
dred and ninety-one, million, nine hun-
dred and eighty-three, thousand one hun-
dred and twelve dollars ($1,59i;953,112)';
while in 1890 (the statistics for 1900 arc not
yet obtainable) Virginia had four hundred
and fifteen millions two hundred and
forty-nine thousand one hundred and
seven dollars ($415,249,107), or an increase
oiabout 20 per cent., while Massachusetts
had two billions one hundred and fifty-
four millions,one hundred and thirty-four
thousand, six hundred and twenty-six dol-
lars (52.154,i:;4,626). or an increase of about
one hundred per cent, nnd nearly one
and a half times the total taxable values
of the State of Virginia. How is it
that this little State, one-fifth the size
and not half so richlyendowed in natural
resources ol" either climate, soil or miner-
al, should have so far outstripped this
old Commonwealth? .Surely there is some
reason for it that ought to be explained
and some difficulty that ought to bo re-
moved.

In 1570 Virginia, with an area of 4".?W
snuare miles, had a population of 1,-225.163i
while Massachusetts, with an area of only

8,046 square miles, had a population of
1,457,351. In 1900 Virginia had increased
her population to $1,554,184, or about 50
per cent., while Massachusetts had 2.-
Stti.34l), or an increase of about 1-5 per
cent.

INVITE CAPITAL.
To induce people and money to come

and dw-Il with us something tangible,
something practicable must be offered.
When Iwas In the. Senate of Virginia in
IRT7-'7S. it was my privilege to offer a
bill in that body to exempt from taxa-

tion for a period of ten years all foreign

capitHl invested in developing new mining

and manufacturing industries. H was
then claimed that the Constitution, which
declared that all taxation should be equal

and uniform, forbade the passage of such
a law, and the bill was defeated.

Virginia is rarely blest in the richness
of variety of her natural gifts and phy-
sical features. At the opening of tho
last century Virginia was in the van In
all things and. while her own generosity
a.nd the ruthless knife of war robbed her
of a large portion of. her territory, still
she has not developed us she should have
done. Everything is here to invite peo-
ple to make it their homo— the trouble ia
it is not sufficiently known. Virginia,
should take steps to advertise her advan-
tages. Think of our great blue moun-
tains that keep watch around our bor-
ders to ward off tho blizzard, the cyclone

or the tornado. Think of our blue-grass

of our grout fields of coal on one side and
rich mountains of ore on the other, feed-
ing great furnaces and loading ocean
steamers. Think of our sea-coast, with
its harboring arms stretched out to re-
ceive the world's commerce. Think of
the luscious oysters that nestle on thou-
sands of acres of natural rock. Think
of our fields of bright leafed tobacco, with
all the divine solace they imply to sadly
perverted souls. Think of our fruits and
vineyards in the Piedmont section. Think
of our .Ti'ieral springs and health resorts,

from Old Point Comfort and Virginia
Beach to the famous Lythia Springs of
the South-western valley: and then say if
it is not a section of the earth that rich-
ly deserves a most prosperous growth.
It is true that this noble stretch of ter-
ritory, because of our Civil War, was
stripped of all semblance of money. We
suffer from the lack of banking facilities,

and for many years were devoid of the
usual means of making exchanges. All
that has passed away now, and we should
take heroic measures to command the
world's capital and the world's kindly
sympathy.
