This road will be built from Independ-
ence westwardly to Bristol and the survey
which has already been made from Inde-
pendence to Damascus, Washington coun-
ty, passes through the finest timber belt
in the State as well as being rich in mar-
ble of the finest finality and of many va-
rieties.
