\ CAPE COLONY.

Crisis Chlls for latervention of Liberal Party
Says a Correspondent. .
(By Associated Preses)

LONDON, July 1.—The Dally News pub-
lishes an article by its parliamentary cor-
respondent on the political situation in
Cape Colony in view of the prorogation
of the Cape Parliament, the writer saying
that an issue of the gravest moment,
namely the suspension of the Constitution
of Cape Colony, is involved. He adds:

“From the night of June 30th for an in-
definite period the King's subjects in
Cape Colony will be deprived of the pro-
tection of law and will be governed con-
tr ry ic its express provisions. Taxes will
be applied under warrant of the Gover-
nor without appropriation by Parliament,
which has beens prorogued until August
27th, and is not likely to sit even then.

*This illegal method has been resorted
to by the Governor and the ministry
doubtless at the irstigation of Lord Mil-
ner and Colonial Secretary Chamberlain.
In a word the imperial Government haz
abrogated every article of the compact
under which a free people owes allegi-
ance to its rulers. Liberty is dead, so far
as oud Dutch subjects are concarned.'
