Mr.Lorillard's recent severe illness d;it-

ed from June 20th. He was in England,
and" went to his lodge at Ascot, hoping
to see his horse, David Garrick, win the
gold cup. He was stricken with a urae-
mic chill and was sick for a week. He
was advised to come to America and
boarded the Deutschland, but his condi-
tion became graver each moment. His
physician, Dr. Kilroe. told him that he
did not think he would live to get to New
York, but the magnate insisted that he
would.. Ithas never been thought since
his arrival that he could recover.

The funeral will be held at 11 o'clock
Wednesday from Grace Church. Inter-
ment will bo in Greenwood Cemetery.

Various estimates have been made of the
value of Mr. Lorillard's estate, and.
while the exact value ;it present it nut
known, it is believed it is more than $25,-

000.000. As long ago as 18S4, it was said
to 'be worth from $15,000,000 to $20,000,000.
