The resutt of the election of officers by
the Central Trades and Labor Council
Tuesday Right created, a good deal o!
interest in bcth labor and political cir-
cles. To an outsider it would seem that
politics entered into the matter to a con-
siderablo extent.

Sir. John Krau«*« -w^s defeated of re-
election to the presidency, while Mr. Wil-
liam H. Mullen was unanimously chosen
in.: own successor as recording and cor-i
responding secretary. Th-> only other
ebaugo in the officers was th« election ot
'Mr. A. J. Carke over Mr. W. Klmore
Senl as finan-clal secretary.

There' has bee>n a long and hitter fii?ht
betwecw Messrs.. Kraussa and Mullen arsd
U:\e outcome of the election ia regarded
at a triumph for the latter. The tight
Sorted In the opening days of th« pre^-

oit gubernatorial contest. The Trade*
irouncil endorsed Mr. Montague for Gov-
f.tnor. The resolutlona endorsing li^rn
were offloialty transmitted to the Aftor-
ney-General oi"^r th« signat\tr<» of W. H.
Mullen, correspondrfas secretary, on an
official letterhead c; tno Council.

M.\ Krausso was an ard°nt support-
er <-t tho candidacy oi Mr. Swanson.
Ho had tho Cigar Makers' Union, -in
which body he is a powerful factor, pass
resolutions denouncing Mr.Million for bis
alleged reproduction and distribution •- 1
these resolutions in fac-simtle. in the in-
terest of Mr. Montague's candidacy.

Tiike resolutions were presented to the
other labor unions o£ the Hty with tn«
view to havtnig a majority of them endorse
the action of tho cigar makers ar.l then
take th<*m to the Trades Council for final
action.

Only one or two of the nth»r uninn.- en-
dorsed them, and when they were pre-
sented to the Typographical Union," where
Mr.Mullen's great strength Ifeu, they were
denounced and the secretary's course vin-
dicated. Resolutions were also adopted
by this union condemning President
Krausse for his alleged course in the cam-
paisn.

TWO JOCKEYS HURT.

Me Is Ordered to Appear Before Supreme
. " Lodge Knights of Pythias.

(Hy JUaovlatcjl rreis.i
CHICAGO. ILL..July 10.—J.-<hn A. Hln-

sey was ordered to-night by the Supreme
Lodge of the Knights of Pythias to ap-
pear before that body and show cause
why he should not be expelled.

This follows as a direct result of the
alleged irregularities which the new
management of the Endowment Rank has
found in the books under his twelve
years' administration as president of the
Board of Control.

Though 5500,000 assets are in bail con-
dition, and though almost $300,000 behind-
hand in the payment of death claims,
the Supreme Lodfite does not propose that
it shall lose standing. By unanimous vote
of the lodge, an order has been ma I"
that in future no investments shail be
made save by the written order of five
out of the seven members of the Board
of Control.

In addition to this a resolution is being
considered to raise the rate? nf pay-
ments on insurance' about fifty per c^nt.
If this s!ia!l not be enough th<* Su-

preme Lodge will also consider a plan to
assess all Knights of Pythias fifty cents
or $1 each for the benefit of the Rank.
This mo:vy would tint be paid directly by
the Pythtans, but would come from the
£1,000,000 of reserve. The Supreme I.o«lg»
has over $10,000,000 of property altogether,
and is responsible for all obligations oi
the Endowment Rank.
