HE HAS A NARROW ESCAPE

Youag Man Comes Near Losing His Life at
3 * Hicks’ Pool.

There came near being a fatal accident
at Hicks' swimming pool Saturday night,
and but for the vigilance of the manage-
ment and prompt action on the part of
rescuers Mr. Walter Peay would have
been drowned.

Coyson could not unclasp the drowning
man’s hands from the rope, so Mr. Hicks,
who was in evening drpss, jumped into
the pool as he was, and with Mr. William
Bryant swam out to the two men. With
their help, Mr. Coyson soon brought Mr.
Peay to' the shore, and there he soon
came to.

There was a dance at the pavilion Sat-
urday night, and another will be given
to-night. Both Saturday and Sunday
large crowds were in attendaace. Mr.
