Following aro the members of this com-
mittee: Messrs. Withers (chairman). Mar-
shall, Keezell, Gordon of Louisa, Cris-
mond, Hubard, "WadcliU, Willis. Stebblns,
Tarry. DVmocrats, and' Feciig-o, Republi-
can.
