NEW YORK, Aug. s.— Will Stinson, or
Cambridge, Mass.. won the 15-mile motor-
paced race on the indoor cycle track at
Madison Square Garden to-night. The
other competitor was Bobby Walthour, of
Atlanta, Ga., but he was only a contender
for a little over two miles, when a bad
accident put him out of the race, after he
had broken the world's indoor record in
the first and. second miles.
