A communication was read from the
Social Safety Committee, of Culpeper, and
one from Prof. Fishbourno, of Waynes-
born, of the Ahtl-Saftsbn League of that
place, endorsing tho. action of the Rich-
mond League with regard to the Quarles
resolution. Dr. Crawford addecV in his
remarks, that the Constitutional Conven-
tion presented wonderful opportunities for
tho league. He paid tho league ought not
to attempt any effort with the convention
without tho support of the general popu-
lation, but, even if their agitation should
be at first unsuccessful, it. would be of in-
estlmabie benefit to the State.

FLOEHLING TO MAKE ANALYSIS

Until some more conclusive evidence
conies here, experts will not accept as
true the story that the Roanoke is even
"probably" burned. It is not denied thnt
some ship was burned and her crew may
be in boats on the wide ocean struggling
to reach port or may be aboard some
vessel, or may be heard of nevermore,
but sca-farers here believe that tho iioa-
noke is not lost. This big siiiu took
l.P2tj tons of coal, the loss of which would
fall upon the government. The ship Is
owned by Arthur Sewall & Co. She is the
largest wooden ship ever built, and "tie
of tho finest. She was a four-master.
Her sister, the Benjamin F. Packard, a
three-master, and much smaller, lay at

Portsmouth some days loaded coal frvr
Honolulu, and sailed in company with
the Roanoke.

NOT BELIEVED.

The New York Sun, which printed a
far more intelligent story under a cap-
tion which questioned its accuracy, said
that tho vessel which rpported a ship
afire was the sailing- -ship Margaretha, A

German ship so named sailed from Ham-
burg for Portland or Tacoma May 2S.
She could hardly have, navigators bay,
crossed tho track of the Roanoke and cf-r-
tainly could not possibly have reached
S:in Francisco by this time to report

her.

Captain Hargraves said he could not
conceive how the Roanoke could have
gotten there, especially as she was bound
south, around Cape Horn for San Fran-
cisco. He said also that no otMtn-.-r afloat
could have by this timo reached San
Francisco to report a vessel sighted July
IS in tho latitude mentioned in ;he dis-
patch. There is. moreover, only on*)

iiteamor Marguerite of record. She is a
French steamer and was at Dunkirk,
Franco, on July IS.

UNACCOL'NTAB LX.

Captain Amsbury also took as pas-
sengers Mr. .Toh W. Fislce, a New York
lawyer, and several others. Captain
Charles J. Hargraves. Marine Superin-
tendent here for the Munson Line, an ex-
perienced navigator who commanded
seamers of the Johnston Line for many
years, tried to-day to reconcile several
varying- statements in the press .'lis-
patches, but failed. He said afterward
that tho records in Gastnor, Curran &
Bullitt's ofUce .show that the Roanoke
parsed out Cape Henry June 17. On
June 22 the Roanoke was spoken in hit-
titure 3S north, longitude 65 west, little
north of this port. The press dispatch
stated that the steamer Marguerite sight-
ed a ship afire on July 5 in latitude -)5.4n,

longitude 47.17 or off the Virgin rocks in
the center of the Newfoundland Banks.

Intense interest was aroused here yes-

terday evening by the publication of The
Associated Press dispatch from San Fran-
cisco announcing that the ship Roanoke
was probably burned at sea. The story
is, seawise men say, one of the most
stupid, unfeeling stories they have ever
seen In print and they characterize it
as highly improbable and probably wholly
inaccurate. They do not believe the. Roa-
noke is lost. They also say that they

cannot understand whya vessel sighting
another afire at sea should not approach
to render assistance or to seek for the
crew. The press dispatch made no men-
tion of these men, of whom there were
30 aboard when the Roanoke sailed from
Lambert's Point.

Mr. Pollock desired to go on re-cord p.?

ordinance. He thought tho pressiu ordi-
nances amply sufficient, and that an ad-
ditional ordinance would only increase
the difficulty of enforcing a thorough-go-
ing transfer arrangement.

CITY ATTORNEY'S OPINION.

The resolution of Mr. Pollock that the-
committee proceed to frame an ordi-

nance was then tiken up.

Mr. Bomiss, in reply, did not recall the
conversation in which ho Ind nicd ihr
word "quibble." lie- would take occa-
sion to use it now, however, in connec-
tion with the actions of the Passenger
and Power Company.

Mr. Guigon referred to the repartee iv-
twi en Mr. Btmiss and himself, obs^ry.
ing that tho use of the word ''quibble"
had originated with its use by the presi-
dent of the Traction Company, in conn-c-
tion with the actions of his company.
Uo stated that his comnany was not ap-
pealing for special privileges.

Upon an examination of a large map,
Mr. Bemiss showed certain transfer
peculiarities. In connection with one,
Mr. Bemiss thought Mr. Guigon',s con-
science must have been "painfully over-
worked." Mr. Bemiss thought the oniy
thing b.fore tho committee was to order
brth companies to proceed to enter upon
a gfne-ral transfer arrangement covering
all points of contact, with tho provision
that a passenger should not be permitted
to return in thfl direction from which he
had come.

Colonel Cutshaw thought a list of
tr.-rsfer points shimld be made.

A LIVELY TILT.
Mr. Bemiss, in reply, thought the larger

part of the declamation just ended as lit-
tle pertained to the matter at issue as the
greater part of the deliverances of the
declaimer. As to an issue over the trans-
f< r correspondence between the com-
panies there was a livelytilt between Mr.
Bemiss and Mr. Guigon, in which the
former characterized certain statements
of tho other as not true. This was fol-
lowed by a short bit of repartee between
ihe two gentlemen which called for
vigorous pounding on the part of Chair-
man Mills. Both gentlemen suggested
that their differences had best receive
consideration and attention elsewhere.

"Mr.Guigon referred to me as the prince
of quibblers," snid Mr. Kemiss. "The ro-
mnrk was made by the prince of
shufflers."

The situation as to westward travel on
Main and the question as to whether the
convenience of the public would be sub-
served by the Traction Company's giv-
ing transfers at First and Main to West
Main was then discussed by Mr. Guigon.
He thought a specific" ordinance .> covering
the whole subject should be framed.

SOME BREEZY TALK.
Mr. Gulgon thought the Traction Com-

pany a "chronic whiner," and that it was
not playing fair with his company. It
was endeavoring to remove a mote ami
was overlooking the beam in its own
eyes. A transfer contract, he stated, had
been tup.']-! between the two companies
and this contract his company was car-
rying out. The Traction Company was
endeavoring to force oilier and different
transfers by methods which Mr. Guigon
characterized as quibbles. The situation
at First and Main, where the Passenger
and Power Company has stationed a
man to tell parties from the Traction
ears that transfers westward on Main
are no good, was discussed. It is said
that a man has been stationed there by
the Traction Company to tell travelers
that such transfers are good, and so it
goes.

Tho privilege of being hoard on the
question at issue was granted to repre-

sentatives of both companies.

Mr. Peters thought no new ordinance
necessary and that an order to the City
Attorney was all that was needed.

In reply Mr. Pollock stated that he
thought no new ordinance necessary. The
present ordinance?, he said, are clear
and specific, and require a general trans-
fer system everywhere. The point at
issue had been fully covered by the opin-
ion of tho Virginia Court of Appeals in
thi* case of Brown vs. Richmond Rail-
way and Electric. Company, where a. man-
damus was issued ordering the- company
to receive and honor the transfers. Mr.
Pollock thought no action necessary fur-
ther than an onK-r that tho City Attor-
ney proceed to take legal stops against
either company failing to accept transfers.

Mr. Peters desired to know of the City
Attorney whether a new ordinance was
necessary.

ORDINANCE OR ORDER.
Mr. Pollock stated that his understand-

ing of the situation was that in the or-
dinances there was a reserved power held
by th? city enabling it to require of the
companies a general transfer system. He
thuught a new ordinance should be
framed naming specific points at which
the companies should be required to give
transfers. He made a motion that the
sub-committee proceed to frame such an
ordinance.

The resolution creating the sub-com-
mittee was read, and also a communi-
cation from the Traction Company to
the effect that the Passenger and Power
Company wns not giving transfers as
n-quired by ordinance.

The sub-committee consisted of Messrs.
Mills (chairman)', Poilock, Glenn, Peters
and Whittet. Mr. Whittet was absent.
The question at issue was as to whether
to frame an ordinance naming specific
points a4which the- companies must give
transfers, or to simply order the compa-
nies to comply with the present ordi-
nances, with instruction to the City At-
torney in the event of their failure. On
this question the sub-committee was un-
able to agree.

While no definite, tangible result was
attained, the meeting of the sub-commit-
tee had the effect of bringing- the whole

contention to a focus and of securing its

consideration by the Street Committee at

so early a tjme as this afternoon.

The meeting was at times exceedingly
breezy and interesting, a-s the repartee of

Messrs. Gulgon and Heinlss served to en-
liven matters no little. Kaon gentleman
acquitted himself with notable success in
the special field and province of the other,
President Bemiss giving evidence of skill
and resourcefulness as a master of deba.te,
and Mr. Uuigwishowing the thoroughgo-
ing acquaintance with detail which marks
the up-to-date railway expert.

The sub-committee of the Council Com-
mittee on Streets, to which had been given
the task of investigating the situation as
to transfers between the two focal street
raiiway companies, failed to come to any

conclusion at Its meeting yesterday after-
noon and turned the whole matter over
to the Street Committee, which willcon-
sider it at a meeting to be held this after-
noon at 4 o"ciock.
