RETURN'S FROM STOCKS.

New York stock brokers seem to he
unanimous in the opinion that prices will
gradually work to a lower level, and that
a full recovery to the prices prevailing on
August Ist will not be seen forsome time,
perhaps even for six or twelve month?.
This opinion is largely based upon the
fact that railroad earnings which have
been phenomenal for the past few months,
and upon the strength of which stocks
generall have received their present
i:igh market values, will be smaller ac-
cording to natural conditions during the
next two or three months. The settle-
ment of the steel strike would, of course,

tend to dear the amosphere of much of
the present bearish sentiment.

The gross earnings of the Atlanta and
Charlotte Air Line Railway during the
last few years present a strong object
lesson as to the advancement made in
Southern enterprise. The gross earnings
for the first three months of the current
dividend year, as compared with the pre-
vious three years are as follows: ISPS-iM1:)

for the current year of nearly twice the
amount of gross earnings three years
ago.

PRICES TO LOWER LEVEL.

The opinion of Henry Clews and some
of the most famous New York authorities
on financial topics that the values of rail-
road and industrial securities have gain-
ed recently in value out of proportion to
the general business advancement of the
country is now taking root In the minds
of a large number ot local financier.-;.
They claim that the present quotations
of all stocks are too high, higher than the
interest earning capacity of the corpora-
tions they represent. They sum up the
situation in a terse manner by proclaim-
ing that business will have to come iP
to stocks,' or stocks go down to business.
They claim that the quotations on stocks
have advanced to a higher figure, than is
justitied by even the tremendous business
prosperity of the country during the past
year, and that stocks will have to reach
a lower scale of prices in order to place
them upon an interest paying basis.

Bri'.tie within a moderate range -was a
very appropriate description given of the
stock market yesterday. Generally speak-
ing, quotations had an upward tendency,

but the market was so listless and fluc-
tuations so small that the day's proceed-
ings presented no interesting features.
Naturally steel stocks attracted most at-
tenion.
