LYNCHBURG'S WATER SUPPLY.

In Precarious Condition Owing to Flooded

Coaditicn of James River.
(Speciai Dispateh to The Times.)

LYNCHBURG, VA. Aug. 16.—Lynch-
burg's water supply for several days past
has been in a very precarious condition.
The flues in one of the steam boilers be-
came so weakened that they had to be
removed, and consequently only one of
the steam power engines could be oper-
ated. Two of the water-power pumps
are crippled by the continued high water
in the James and the third water-power
pump has been taken to pieces for repairs.
To keep a supply in the reservoirs it
has been necessary to cut off the water
every night from a greater portion of the
city, and even with this expedient the
water department is finding itself con-
fronted with a situation that taxes its
every energy and resource.

The case of John Snow, for attempting
on July 5, 1900, to kill W. D. Martin by
shooting him on the porch of the resi-
dence of Elisha Jones, in Campbell
county, came up in the Campbell Court
this week, but was continued until the
September term. Snow, for shooting a
daughter of Elisha Snow at the same
time, was convicted and sent to the peni-
tentis for one vear. For good conduct,
Snow was given the usual allowance, and
on last Saturday was brought from Rich-
mond by Sheriff Perrow and will now
have to stand his second trial. Snow does
not speak in high terms of the condi-
tions that prevail at the penitentiary.
