NEW YORK. August 29.—Bishop Mc-
Faul, of Now Jersey, opened the con-

NORTH CAROLINA POPULATION.
Females Have a .Majority —

One-third Colored
People.

(By Associated Press.)
\u25a0 WASHINGTON; D. C, Aug. 29.—Ac-
cording to a bulletin, issued by the Cen-
sus Bureau to-day, of North Carolina's
total population, 1,893,510, tnere were
935.GT7 males and 955,133 femajes, the per-
centage being -19.6 males to 50.4 females.

In that Slate there were only 4.402
foreign born people, or a percentage of
only one-fifth of one per cent. There
were, however, 6W.207 colored people, of
whom f.24,469 were Of the re-
maining colored people 5,05-7 were Indians
and 51 Chinese. The percentage of the
colored population was 3'J.3.
