THE FLOOD AT SUTHERLIN.

Mill-Dams and Bridges Carried Away—Great
Damage Done.
(Special Dispaich to The Times.)

SUTHERLIN, VA, August 20.—The first
mail the people have had sitce .\xund;;y
came lto-day, owing 1o the washouts on
the raidroad. The oldest citizen cannot
recall such a tfearful downpour of rain
as fell here Monday night. It rained for
live hours as i1 the elements were turned
loose. The dwmage has been fearful to
crops, bridges and oiher proper

The Scuthern  Railroad  crosses the
head of Mr. H. O. hern's mill pond near
this piuce. The {ill is about two hundred
yards long, and the water passes through
a yock culvet which wus not large enough
1o take It off, and it filled up until it Le-
gun to run over the railroad and was
backed up for over a mile, and from
twelve to fifteen feet deep.

The railroad bank gave away for about
sixty-five feet and cight to ten feet deep.
when this“volume of water broke loose
it carried away the mill dams of Mr. 1,
0. Kern’s mill. The 1oss is very heavy,
not only from the washout, but from X;l-l:
ing up the water ways below the mill
with sand. The bridge over Double
Creek, on the road leading from here to
Laurel Grove, is washed away, and the
Jarge covered bridge over Birch Creek
near Elmo s gune. The corn and to-
‘bacco crops are very much damaged.

White, accompanied by brother, came
to Richmond from Drewry's Biufl Wed-
nesday morning, and a4 sum of money was
arawil irom the First National Bank.
Of this sum JMr. Robert White received
I35,

After bidding his brother good-by, he
started out on a trip tu see the sights, in-
tending to lewve yesterday for Win-
siton-Salem to see his mother, en route
1o Montana.

He has a faint recollection of being in
L. S. Roshiell’'s bar-room at Seventeenth
ana Grace Streets later in the evening.
At that place he set up the drinks to
a party of several men who were in the
bar, among them J. J. Harkins, a strang-

er 1n the city, and Eddie Daly, of thi
city, ‘The next thing he recalls is h
awakening among the tombstones in

Brown’'s marble yard, at Main and Madi-
son Streets, yesterday morning about o
o'clock.

He immediately reallzed that something
had happened to him, and he instinctively
felt for his* pocket-xook, which, from his
last recollection contained $125.  The book
was pone, but the sum of §11.25 in change
was in his pockets.

Mr. White then made his way to the
Second Police Station, where he made
compiaint that he had Geen robbed. Offi-

cer Wiltshire took up the casevswand fol-
lowed it to Roshiell’'s bar-rcom, at Seven-
teenth and Grace Streets, where it was
found that Harking had placed 1060 with
the bar-keeper the night before for safe
keeping.

Harkins was taken to the First Peollce
Station, and Mr. White went to the Pen-
Mar Ilotel and went to bed to steep off
the {1l effects of his spree.

In-an interview with the barkeeper at
Roshi=il's a Times reporter learned that
about 10:20 o'clock Wednesday night
\White, Ifarkins and Daly had been
drinking together. White and Tlarkins
went out, the latter returning about an
hour later with the $100.

Harkins was seen in his cell at the
station. THe said that he took the money
from White to keep Tor him, for fear
he would lose it. He said they were
drinking together at Roshiell's and that

White kept showing his  roll. I
tried to keep him {rom doing that.”

a Harkins. “but could do nothing with
1 Tinally we went out and took 2
car at Broad Street and rode out to the
end of the line. \White was asleep on
the ecar, and we came back without get-
ting off. After riding for a while he
came near falling off the ecar and it was
as much as T could do to lkeep him on.
We stopped the car and got off, and, af-
ter staggering along for about half a
block, we came to the marble-yvard, and
just as we reached the place White fell
over and went fast asleep. I remained
with him for about an- hour. tryving to
awake him to his senses, but he slept like
a log.  Then T took the $160 from him and
went back down town and turned it over
to the barkeeper for safe-keeping. I had
no idea of stealing the money, and T
don't believe Mr. White will charge me
with doing so.

Harkins is forty-three vears old. He
told the police he was from New York
and teld the reporter he was from At-
lanta and said he was a union machinist
who went out on a strike in Cincinnati.

Mr. White said he didn't remember
much about the affair and added:

**1 have taken more drinks often than T
‘did yesterday, but never before was 1 so
completely knocked out and the effects
are entirely different from anything 1 ever
felt. I would not be suprised to learn
that T had been drugged, but by whom
and where T cannot say.

“I couldn’t swear that this man took
my- money with the intention of stealing
it, but he was a stanger to me. I naver
saw him before."

The man Eddie Daly. who was in the
bar when the men were drinking. said
that he had., also. been robbed of $67.

“I had just heen paid off.” he said, *“T
get $28 n week. Some of the money T
spent and T got full. * When T left the
bar last night, after Harkins and White-
had goue out: I walked a short distance
and fell and when T awoke about 3 o'clock
all my money was gone. T don't mind that
though and'am glad T wasn't killed.”

Reduce Interest on Literary Fuad.

The Financial Committee had a: well-
attended meeting last night. Chairman
Newton: was present, but requested Sen-
ator FairfaX, who has presided with so
much ability during the chairman’s ab-
sence on.account or sickness, to- conduct
the. meeting. <

The sub-committee appointed to report
on the sections of the Constitution rela-
tive to the public debt and for providing
a sinking fund for its pavment. made @
report. . The chief feature of the report
was to make certain and definite -the
amount of the sinking fund to be set
aslde each year at certain periods, as the
present Constitution is obscure and in-
definite on that point.

Another important recommendation
was the calling in and payment of the
State bonds held by the various educa-
tional Institutions of the State, known
as the literary fund. The Legislature of
1891-'92 provided for the payment of six
per cent. interest on all these bonds held
agalnst the State. and that amount has
been paid since the war. The plan is to
fund these bonds at three per cent. The
estimated saving to the State in. interest
is $72,000 each year.

ment cf the penitentiary. This report
appeared in Wednesday’'s Times.

NMuch of the session was devoted to a
discussion as to whether the sum to be
recommended for the erection of neces-
sary buildings should be $60,0600 or con-
fined to the unnual profits of 350,09 on
the prison. There were conilicting opin-
ions in, rczard to this.

Fina!ly the committee decided to hold
a special meeting this afternoon at 35
o'clock, and have invited the Board of Di-
rectors,: the sunerintendent and assistant
superintendent of the penitentiary to ap-
pear before them and malte suggestions as
to the best means to provide the necessary
bui'dings.

Chairman Ayers, DMessrs.  DMoncure,
Hardy, Yancey and Portlock, of the com-
mitiee, went out to the penitentiary be-
tore sunrise vesterday morning, and gave
the authorities a surprise party of { 2o
t.on. They witnissed the preparations for
Lreakfast and inspected the food and
found it good.

IWERE AT ROLL CALL.

They were present at the roll call, saw
the c¢.nvicts before they came out of their
ceils and saw the overcrowded condition,
from fourteen to sixteen grown men be-
ing found in a cell for want of more
buildings.

The h-spital was found to contain very
few patients, the health rate being found
surprisingly good. The shops and facto-
ries were found running and in tip top
condition, the convicts being expert and
skilful and the machinery medern and in
go=d condition. The business manage-
ment was thoroughly examined into and
found excellent.

IEvery member expressed the greatest
satisfaction with the management of the
penitentiary, with the facilities at the
disposal of the Board of Dlirectors and
the superintendents. Chairman Ayers
gaid it was as good as could possibly be
with the means provided.
