Our princi-
palreasons are that we cannot gel them
quickly enough and thai they <•<»! one-
half as much agaiu as American en-
gines." The company linds. adds the
correspondent, that the American en-
gine costs $10,000 against $15,000 for
tup locomotive imported from Groal
Britain. Orders to English makers

am filled in from nine io twelve
months' time, while. Amercan manu-
facturers supply them in from seven
to nine months after acceptance of
tender. The company's American en-

gines at first consumed more fuel than
the British locomotives. This, \\v\r-
ever, was due to the drivers'1 lac;» el'
experience with locomotives from the
UnUcd Stairs, for the company used no
other than British engines up tv six
years ago. Now the fuel eonsuuiutiori
conies out about the same with the
American and the British engine.

The company's superintendent holds
a son of Impression that the "life"of
tho American engine will probably he
shorter than that of the liriiish.
