How far
can municipalities go in this direction
without undermining the whole fabric of
free competition? Here-, to my mind, we
have one of the vital points of the whole
subject. Ifthe State or city takes away,
as Mr. Donald advocates, one after an-
other (his latest propo?a! being fire in-
siiranre> of th? opportunities for profit-
able employment of private capital and
brains, the logical result is that other
occupations become overcrowded, the
struggle for existence gets harder and an
increasinp number of persons must come
upon *he State or city for support. The
State's function, is to jflve even" man an
opportunity to do business under a st«ble
government.

That State or munlclnal ownership

deadens enterprise there can be no sort of
doubt. That the timid policy of Parlia-
ment, in tyins these great modern enter-
prises to the apron-strinsrs oflocal politi-

cal boards by such legislation as the
tramway act, the various lighting: acts,

and now the telepehone act of ISM. has
had much to do -with the backward con-
dition of th? electrical and other jrreat
Industrie*- is proved by the testimony be-
fore the Select Committee.

COMPETITION" AND ENTERPRISE.

Mr. Donald declares that traveling i3
cheaper in English cities, where we have
municipal tramways, than in any other
cities of the world. Here comparison with
the United States !s difficult, because we
look upon cheap traveling from a differ-
ent point of view. The aim of the Ameri-
can steel railway men Is to take the pop-
ulation out as far its possible from the
congested districts of the city at a phe-
nomenally low fare. Iv Brooklyn, and
New York we carry passengers eighteen
and twenty-two miles for 5 cents. Taking
twenty large American cities at random.
Ifind nothing- less than ten niiles^Jfor 5
cents. The municipality of Glasgow
churges 6 cents for less than six miles;
Liverpool, practically the sajne: Belfast,

6 cents for five mi-es; Edinburgh. 14 cents
for eight miles; Manchester, 6 cents for
eight miles; and so on', not lessi than a
cent, arid in soms cases 2 cents, a mile
for long distances. Itwill be seen that
long-distance riders in America receive
much better value than. Is the case in
English cities. Ina courttrv famous for
its walkers, and In a climate peculiarly
suited for brisk walking.Ih«.rdly see the
advantage of half-penny fares for half a
mite

—
or less than a mile. Economically,

the uniform fare and cheap long-distance
rate seems best.

To show what a large proportion of
their earnings these enterprises do pay
into the public exchequer, and to*demon-
strate the injustice of such an inconsider-
ate remark as the one Quoted above, it is
only necessary to say that tho $1.042,<X")

thus paid by the Brooklyn Hapid Transit
Company was JO per cent, of its gross
earnings. The average profit per cash
passenger, after paying operating ex-
penses and interest on cost, was only six-
tenths of1cent, and it therefore required
the carrying of 453,000 cash passengers
every day in the year in order to yield
profit enough to pay the company's taxes.
What applies to Brooklyn applies with
equal force to all our large tramway sys-
tems and gas-plants and all other largo
undertaking?. In PhiladelDnia the city

and State together absorb about 12 per
cent, of the gross receipts of the Union
Traction Company. InBaltimore the pub-
lic treasury received lafit year about 10
per cent, of the gross tramway receipts.
The Metropolitan System of New York
pays about 5 1-^ per cent, of its gross re-
ceipts, but that does not by any means
represent its total taxes. The railways of
Massachusetts pay about \u25a0* 1-2 per cent,

of gross earnings in the form of taxes.
Under the American system of taxation,

tne capital employed in Jhs.se enterprises
is heavily assessed for taxation, in addi-
tion to the requirements to pay over a
certain "pFrcentage of the gross receipts.
This suggests the query if, in comparing
the work of company and municipal en-
terprises, Mr. Donald and his friends
make allowance for the value of munici-
pal and State taxes relinquished by rea-
soa of municipal ownership.

PAVING CITY AXD STRKfcITS.
Itmust be borne In mind that the pay-

ment for the franchise privilege in Amer-
ica has been exacted under various forms.

InPhiladelphia, for example, and In many

other towns, it was required that the

tramway companies should pave and re-
pair the streets which were, occupied by
their tracks. The old companies had
somewhat neglected this, but, in 1.852.
when electric traction privileges >were
asked for and obtained, the city insisted
on its rights, and. as a result. Philadel-
phia was transformed in a . few years
from one of the worst to one of the best-
paved cities in the United States, at an
expense of nearly $15,0001000, all of which
the traction company paid. Iam not ad-
vocating- this as a good method of busi-
ness, but merely mention It to show that
the statement that companies obtain the
streets in America for nothing is wide of
the truth.

PAYMENTS TO CITIES.

Metropolitan, Manhattan Elevated and
other street railway comoanies of Ntw
York city pay hundreds of thousands of
dollars annually to the city and State In
taxes— direct or indirect. The Brooklyn
Rapid Transit Company, to my own
knowledge, paid last year J73i.^o In direct
taxes, anil as part of tho burdens imposed
upon its franchise, another amount ex-
ceeding $305,000, a totat exceeding- $1,030,003
per annum. Here we have one private
company, in a city of not much over a
million inhabitants, paying a munificent
revenue into the public treasury; Can
Mr. Donald point to a similar case in
which this amount of net revenue of
profits is paid iti relief of taxes by a
British municipality ownins and working
its own tramway system? Yet Brooklyn
has one of tho b»st and che;ip»-s;t street-
railway systems in the world. InBrook-
lyn you may ride for over twenty mKes
in the finest cars ever built for 5 cents.

ENORMOUS RECEIPTS.

Tho testimony before the Select Com-
mittee almost unanimously admits that
what is called the "Twenty-one Years'
Purchase Clause" in the Tramway act of
IS7O. retarded the extension of tramways
in England. It was shown that the first
glimmer of enterprise in electric traction
appeared in Dublin—because Ireland was
expected in this act. "Without such re-
strictions, private companies in the
United States made the best bargains
they could with municipalities, and built
tramways oftentimes- far out into sparse-
ly-populated districts of cities and into
surrounding suburbs. The larg-i? and hand-
some suburbs thus built up with modern
residences have subsequently become
part of the towns, and the municipalities
are deriving immense revenues from the
taxation of communities practically
brought into existence by the enterorise
of the American- street -ail-way. These
companies never aimed to "churn up the
population in the thickest of tho city,"
but to reach forth into the new districts,
and at a uniform ch?ap fare take the la-
borer ten, or even twenty, miles from his
work for a cents— out where his family-
could breath^ pure a!r. and where house-
rent wa«s within his reach.

CITIES BENEFITTED.

Just one recent and: striking instance
on this point: The Metropolitan' Street
Railway of New York decided a year
or so ago to change its motive power on
Broadway from cable to electricity. By
making the change the company found it-
self the possessor of a scrap iron pile
that cost $6,000,000. but now only -worth
its value as old iron. The change was
made, not because the plant was worn
out, but because it had' been, superseded
by the march of- progress.

The rapid growth of the telephone in-
dustry in- the United' States tells the
same story of the marvelous achievement
of individual effort. The triple scheme
proposed for England 1, of governmental',
municipal and private companies, will
never work satisfactorily.

AMERICAN- PROGRESS.

I:isome instances, Acts authorizing
those undertakings or Scotch cities have
even prohibited the application of trading
profits for the relief of the rate-payers.
In the case of the London County Coun-
cil, the price of its securities C5425 and' $430
on the $300) and the increase of the tax

rate does not indicate that the headlong

rush of that tody into tramway, omnibus
and; other trading speculations— while the

and no abundant that the amount per
capita consumed— recklessly consumed' in
many cases— would) astonish European
municipalities. The legislatures of the
several States and competition have so
persistently reduced the price of com-
pany ga.^ in; the populous parts of the
country, that the companies have only

been able to continue a profitable exist-
ancc by the application of science, by en-
couraging invention and by a reduction
in the cost of manufacture by the most
expert and economical management. In
the same way have been brought into
existence comprehensive traction; systems
—aggregating for the country nearly
twenty thousandi miles and representing
an investment of over $I.soo,ooo,ooo—carry-
ing passengers, by transfer, over dis-
tances varying from twenty andi even
twenty-five miles, for five cents.

in England wonderful success had attend-
ed the efforts of rounioinalities to mono-
polise individual endeavor 0I

" e"terP ns.~
The appeal, however, was chiefly made

on the exceedingly fallacious ground that

the "profits" thus, extracted from the
pockets of the capable and enterprising,

the energetic and far-sighted, the inge-

nious and the inventive, were enabling

the rest of the community to live tree

of taxation. Herein lies its chief attrac-

tion to the unenterprising American tax-

payer. Glasgow's initiative, we were

told would soon enable that model tarm

of industrial experiments to carry on Us

business without taxation, while the Lon-

don- County Council, in Its daring specu-
lations with the public money, wouid
make the. people of London happy and

contented and relieve the rate-payers of
onerous burdens.

Has a change come over the spirit of
this dream? or have we been misinform-
ed' by the army of American college pro-
fessors, who ha.ye spent their vocations,

studying the "art" of how to govern the
cities without taxation? These are per-

tinent questions, because the Select Com-
mittee of the BritiFh Parliament brought

out the fact that the profits of the Glas-
gow industries are no longer applied to

the reduction- of general rates, but to the
improvement in. or the reduction of the
price of. the individual enterprise. This,

if true, \u25a0will be a severe blow to the ad-
vocate' of State ownership of public uti-
lities in the United States.
