Of cours", Mrs. Catt comes to urge thc

Suffrage Committee to exterid. the right
ot suffrage to her sex in this State. fehe

has appeared before the Suffrage Com¬

mittees of other Southern States and was

partiallv successful in Louisiaha, women

holding" property being allowed to vote

on certain proposiUons in that State. 1 he

meeting this evening will be one of much
interest. aud will, r.o doubt, be largeiy
altended.

Judge Berryman Green is one of the

most thorough business men, as he ls

The Judiciary Committee. at its morn¬

ing session yesteru-ay, failed to accom-

pllsh anytbing, save n> wake up a fetv

County and Circuit Court clerks.
Several motions were made to recon-

s'.d-r the action Wednesday in regard to

the manner of paying the salaries ol cir¬

cuit judges and city court judges. An e,-

I'ort was mado to have a vote taken on

these motions, but thc- point <>f order

was made that the Question of apportion-
ment of the circuits had precedence, and

Chairman Hunton so ruled. so the mo¬

tions went over. The same fatc jnet Col¬
onol Smith's motion to take up and dis-

pose of lhe resolution prohlbiling judges
to practlce law.
Mr Thom then moved that Princess

<\nne Portsmouth and Norfolk county
be made a circuit and Norfolk city a cir¬

cuit. After considerable discussion it was

found that, owing to the failure of the
Clerk of Norfolk County Court to send

statistlcs of tbe number of cases tried
and disposed of by the courts. lhe com¬

mittee was unable to deflnltely determme
the neccssities of the districts proposed
to be changed by Mr. Thom. There was

some talk of senQing the Sergeant-at-
Arms after the recaleitrant clerk for
contempt.

lt was also stated that there was a

law on the statute-book rcquiring these
statistics to be sent to the Auditor each
vear and that the Clerk in question had
never complied with the requirement. lt

was stated that the Clerk of the conven¬

tion had addressed a letter authorized
by the convention to all clerks to get
these «*tatistics for use of tbe committee.
nnd that this particular Clerk had failed
or refused to take any notice of it. Chair¬
man Hunton was authorized to draft a

resolution for presentatlon to the con-

ventlon. asking that these statistlcs be
forwarded by thc Clerk within five days.
.The. question of apportlonment was then

postponed until the result of the resolu¬
tion could be known.
Thc committee then adjourned to meet

this morning.

Thf Finance Committee held a seeret
session yesterday afternoon and report-
ers were not admitted. The vote by
which 1he Boaz amendment to the re¬

port of the subcommittec. reoulring a

majority or nll members elected to pass
a tax bill in the House of Delegates. was

reconsldered. There was not much dls¬
cusslon on lhe motion to reconsider, as

Chairman Newton was absent Tuesday
nlght when the vote was taken. and in
deferenee to him the vote was reeonsid-
ored.
The subcommittee bad reported. rec-

ommending tnai a majority of all the
members elected to ihe House of Dele¬
gates should be required lo pas* ,a bill
levylng or r.-lating lo taxatlon. This re¬
quired fifty-one affirmatlve votes. which
Messrs. Boaz. Meredith. Keezell and
Falrfax contended made tlie passage of
a tax measure practically imposslble.
The amendment offered by Mr. Boaz

permitf'd 40 members to pass a measure.
It was nppnsod by Messrs. Newton, Ham-
ilton and Hatton.
Tlie vote yesterdav was still m.ire pr..-

nounced ln favor of tho amendment. 'lhe
yeas wero: Meredith, Keezell, Boaz.
Falrfax. Gordon. Stuart. Fleteher. Brcwn
nnd Muncy.9 The nays were: Messrs.
Hatton, Hamilton and Newton.".

business in the Committee of the Whole
of ihe convention. Mr. Moorc's amend-
nant to th© rules, abolishing the Com-
miitec of the Whole, having been re-

pealed almost as quickly as it was adopt¬
ed. the membet's feel keenly the. rteea
of regulating matters so' that the husi-
iieas of tho convention may be transacted
wiih rcasonabie speed at least.
'io this end, Mr. Hunton several days

agj presented an amendment which, un¬

der the rules, is now upon the table, em-

pnworing seven members lo call for the
ayes and noes on any proposition pending
in the Committee of the Whole. The
object is malnly to keep a quorum on

hand, andi to bc able to determine more

accurately the wishes of members on

propesitions under advisement. There is
a great feeling of dissatisfaction- among
certain members with the Committee ot
the Whole. and if they could do so they
would abollsh it now and forever, once
for all.

Several other new suffrage plans are

shortiy to be pi^-entcd. Most.likely
they will be hiid before tlie Democratic
conference instead of the convention and
considered there in connection with tho
threo now pending. It is known that
Senator Glass, of Lynchburg, is prepar-
iug a suffrage clause. and it is not un-

likely that within a. short time one wlll
be prcsentrd by Delegate A. C. Braxton,
ol Staunton. ll is also probable that
the plan of Delegate LIndsay, of Char¬
lottesville, will be offered in the con¬

ference, though, he having slgned one of
the pending reports, it will probably be
introduced into the conference by an¬

other member. When the plans now in
eoniemplation shall have been presented
there will be only a few members in the
entire body who wlll not have offered "a
little suffrage clause of his own."

Ex-Congressman John S. Wise, of Ncw
York, was in the city yesterday. and was

an interested spectator ou tlio lloor or
tlie Cor.stitutional Convention during the
debate on the Treat-Giogory contested
elec.-on case. Captain \\ isa was sur-

roundvd by his old friends, who grectcd
him warmly. Ex-Secretary of the Com-
morirwealth Henry W. Klournoy. of Faim-
ville, was also on the floor, and was the
recipient 01 muoh attentlon from his old
party associates and friends.

The Committee on the Judiciary "went
after" county and circuit clcrks "with
gloves olt at its session yesterday,
and that was followed up by a resolution
offered by Chairman Hunton and adopt¬
ed by the convention, ordering them to
appear at the bar of the convention aud
show cause why they have not complicd
with the law and the mandate of tho
con'ventiori in regard to making certain
'reports unless they shall make them
within five days after this notico is re¬
ceived.
There are certain clerks. it is under-

stood. who have failed to give the infor¬
mation asked by thr convention.
lt is thought that the action of the con¬

vention yesterday will serve the purpese
of the committee in offc-ring lho resolu¬
tion.

lt looks like Judge Roger Gregory. the
sitting member from the district com¬

posed of the counties of Hanover and
King William. will hold the seat in the
convention now occupied by himself and
which is being contested by United States
Marshal Morgan Treat.
Some of tho strongest leaders in the

convention, having sludicd the record.
express the view that Judge Gregory
was fairly i-lected and. so believinp. they
will fight for him on the lloor of the
convention. The position taken by the
minority of tho committee will be ably
defended by Messrs. Flood. Turnbull and
other strong leaders. and a great num¬
ber of tbe mrmbers have said that they
believe the minority report should be
adopted.

since he lias been a bright and shining
light.
Dr. Dunawav has lost none of the early

training aequired at the bar. and hns
started out in the managornoiv, of the
majority report in the Tro.it-Grogory run-
tested election case with as much dcx-
terity and ability as if he were an old-
time lawyer and parliameritariaro. Ho
quotpd statute law and referred to
authoritles in his speech yesterday with
as much e.ise as if he were now in active
practice. He «s ... eareful. studious and
intelligent rcpres*nt«itive. nnd goes to
the bottom of ovry subject he mider-
takr-s to fathom.

Demo¬
cratic memfjers of the Legislature nnd
Bcmceratic rx-members nf Uie L^s's'n-
tiire. A good deal of merriment was crr-
ated when. in ofTcring an amendment
admiftlhg Demoeratiq ex-ofiice hn'dr-rs.
a mcnVbor incidentally said "ex-Dcmo-
craiic oflice holders." Some one sup-
gested, amid greal laughter, that if
adopted in that form the amendment
might. admit .Colonel*J. Hanv.-ton How,
the It'epubliean nqminee for Governor.
who was once- a n>e:r.oc:at:c oftL-e holder.

conclusion that the new organic law will
bo oontrnry to tho Constitution of the
Fnited States. Whilo ] admit tho richt
of anybody to test the- constitutionality
of laws and constitutlons. I think it would
have been good policy to wait and see
what will be the provisions of our Consti¬
tution."

The Committee on Pubiic Institutions
met yesterday afternoon and had an In¬
formal dlscusslon of the system of man-
agement and control of the various hos-
pltals anfl asylums of the State. Owlng
to the absencc of some members who
were engaged on other committees, no
deilnlte action waa taken.

The convention did a graceful thing yes¬
terday ln ordirrimr that 1,200 coniae of th*

memorial proceedings of the convention-
on ;the death ot President McKinley *be

"printed and nicely bound, for distrlbutlon.
It' ls the purpose at tlie members to send

manyJof the copies north of the Poto¬
mac rlver to show in what high esteem
the lato lainented President was held ln

Virginia.

The Committee on Bill of Rights yes¬
terday afternoon considered the report of
the subcommittee on the Homestead or-

dinance, but reached no decision on ac¬

count of absence ot members who were

especially interested ln it. The liquor li-
conse resolution . was discussed. There
are more than three hundred separate
petitions asking for the passage of the
Barbour resolution before the committee.
These come from every seetion of the
State and represent over 15,0.K) signers.
No actlon will be taken until a full com¬
mittee is secured.

It is beginning to become a little cbilly
ln thc hall of the Convention at night.
Many of the members sit in the suffrage
conferences with tholr overcoats on, but
the courtly a.nd venerable member from
Stafford (Mr. Moncure) goes them one

better^ and wears his hat during the ses¬
sions of the body. Mr. Moncure sits near
one of the windows; which is sometimes
slightly lowered from the top.

Capt. R. S. Parks, the able member
frcm Page county, is one of those who is
expected shortly to present a new suf¬
frage clause to-the Democratic confer¬
ence for consideratlon 'by that body.
Capt. Parks listens closely to the de¬
bates each night and has given a great
deal of thought and hard study to the
question.

Judge G. Taylor Garnett. or Mathews.
who has been absent from his seat for
several days. has returned to his con¬
vention dutics and was present at the
suffrage conference last night. Judge
Garnett thinks his seetion will give an
ol.l-fashi-ined majority for the State
ticket this fall.

HEARD AGAIN

Thom conehide to-night. there will be no

opportunity until .Monday. as it is not
likely that the conference will hold any
session to-morrow night. A battle be¬
tween giants is on, and its result will be
looked for with great interest.

MR. POLLARDS RESOLUTION.
Chairman Keezell called the conference

to order at S:20 o'clock and Delegate Pol¬
lard was at his deck as secretary.
On motion of Judge Portlock, it was

agreed that all Democratic State officers
and ex-Slate officers, all Democratic mem¬
bers and ex-members of the General As¬
sembly be admitted to the conference.
Resuming the argument begun Wed¬

nesday night. Mr. Thom said no matter
what it cost. one fact stood out supreme-
ly true that the Anglo-Saxon race now

and forever would be master wherever it
had won a. dominating influence. That
principle is not only rcognized by South¬
ern people. but it is recognized by nll
the intelligent races of the eivilized
World.
"The fundaihental fact before us." he

said, "is not the parrying of elections.
gut the preservation of the integrity of
the Anglo-Saxon race from corrupting in-
t.uences that must be eliminated now and
forever."
MUST BE FREE AND INDEPENDENT.
No people of any race can maintain its

greatness or preserve its integrity. tbe

speaker continued. who cannot exercise
the freedom of independent thought nnd

independent action. Nume.ieil ir.-jj._rl-
ties cannot solve the problem. lt is a

great social question that can only be

answered by a lirm and mCa»:*ring rc-

spohse to the universal de."an«l f.">r free¬
dom a-td inde.pcn'l.nce: N' temporar.y
expedient wil! do. because it loses si&ht
of tbe fact that the problem is sociolog.-
cal rather than political.

lt has to do with the destiny of gene-
ratior.s yet unbbrh, a posterity to spring
from our loins.
Mr. Thom then gave a thrilling account

of the innumerable obstacles that arose

in the way of thc committee iu coming
to a conclusion that would prove etlieient.
permahent and in kecpirg wu" pledges
honestlv made and conscientibusly en-

deavored to be fulfilled to the white

people of the State not only for a day,
but for all time. Not only to those who

were to the manner born. but to the great
numbers of citizens who had populated
three large cities of the State in a few

years. worthy white iaborers who had
come from different States many of them
Northern Stntes.
EDUCATION AND UNDERSTANDING.
He told how. one after another. dif¬

ferent princ'.ples had been abandonod.
and two alone remained.education and
understanding. Education, in its ordinary
acoeptatidn, could not be made the sole
test without disfranchising large num¬

ber!? of the most worthy and letting in
still larger numbers of the least worthy
oi" the race that stand as a menace to

good government and social order. ln
this dilemma there was one remaining
cxpedient. and only one.the understand¬
ing clause.which would not only abso-
lutely carry out pledges made. but had
been' revicwed by thc United States Su¬
preme Ccv.rt and pronounced clearly cch-
stitutional:
Thc understanding clause in the min¬

ority plan protects the illiterate white
man, while the educat.onal test gives
suffrage to many of the most imworthy
of the" negro population. ln the majority
plan the undentanding clause also pro¬
tects the illiterate white man. but it goes
further and exclucc-s those nogroes whi
are not worthy citizens. no matter how
much readlng and writlng they can do.

FOR Pl. RMAMCN I' RELIEF.
The minority plan endorses the under¬

standing prihciple. the majority makes :t
effective for permarieht relief in the see¬

tion most afllicted without working any
possible hai-dship to the seetion of the
State not burdened with the deadlv i:i-
cubus of the African demoralizatton.

In the proposed article of the Constitu¬
tion the absolutc purily and honesty ..f
elections is provided for. lt is only
through lhe gateway of tlie undersland-
i:r*- clause as reebmmended in the ma-"

ioritv plan that the people of this Stafe
Can pass on to elections freed from local;
or racial incentives or necessities for
dubious praclices. The members of tbis
Constitutionai Convention themsclvcs fl.x
the tribunal which administers the law.
until that portion of the electorate which
I? the source r.r excuse for fraud, as been
removed from the political horizen.
The great evil of the present system is

that if a fraud is eommitted it is at the
ballot box. when the voter is ignorant
of tlie fact.
Under tbe plan proposed the applieant

for n gisttiitior. is refused. if at ali. ia

the broad light of day. and has an appr-a]
to a higher court.
At this point Mr. Thom. on motion of

Mr. Meredith. suspended his remarks and
will conclude to-night.

-who are friendly to Mr. Cromwell and
Mr. Owons, I am quite sure they will-not
tinite in the request for a rehearing..This is chlld's play. Mr. Coleman came
iip here with many friends. They agreedin advance to abide the decision of tho
committee. Each side was given ample
opportunity to present Its case. The de¬
cision was in favor of Mr. Cromwell and
Mr. Owons. I have heard of no new
evidence that can be offered. In fact,- I
understand the Coleman people do not
claim that they have any new evidence,
but they simply hope for a favorable de¬
cision, provlded certain members who
were abscnt at the last meeting shall be
present and some who were present shall
be absent."
Congressman- Jones was not present at

the last meeting and the Coleman people
expcct great things of him. The other
absentees were J. II. Spencer, of the
Fifth District. and R. Tate Irvine. of the
Ninth. There is now a vacancy in the
Sixth District, on account of the resig-
natibn of Mr. Glass.

THE SITUATION.
The situation down in Norfolk county

is anything but satisfactory to the Demo¬
cratic leaders. The followers of Mr.
Coleman are. not in a. mood to giye Mr.
Cromwell and Mr. Owens their enlhu-
siastic support. There are many who
think the safest and wisest andi best
way out. of the difficulty is to order a

primary and let the Democrats deci.de for
themselves whom they want to repre¬
sent them in the Legislature. Dr. Thos.
H. Barnes, the member of the Executive
Committee from the Second District, and
who is better ncquaintod with the affairs
in Norfolk county than any member of
the committee, advocated a primary at
the last meeting. but his advice was not
hee'ded. Whether or not he favors re-

opening the case cannot be stated.

Senators Keezell left for Rockingham
last night. The Democratic Committee
of his county will be reorganized on Sat¬
urday. He states that the Democrats
and Republicans eacn liave placed strong
tickets in the tield and the fight will be
a. vory pretty one. Rockingham is one
of the doubtful counties. lt has a Dem¬
ocrat an.. a Republican in tho Constitu-
tioaul Convention.

Both Democratic and Republican stump
speakers complain of small audiences,
and, as a rule, of the lack of enthusiasm.

There is great demand all over the State
for good Democratic stump speaker:. Of
course, Attorney oGneral Montague is a
favorite twerywhere, and he wili be un-
able to go to all of the places where he
is wanted. Major Andersdn's services are
also in great demand. Requests aro pour¬
ing in upri limi il.-uiy, and he is gniiii;
to give all the time to the canvass tha:
he can possibly spare from his convention
duties. Other convention leaders who are
being invited to speak out in the State
are Messrs. Cameron, Moore, of Fairfax;
Hunton, Flood, Withers, Marshall. Wise,
Parks, "Watson. Braxton and others.
The campaign is destined to grow hot-

t< t day by day. and by the middie ol the
month a perfect army of Democratic ora-
tcrs will be on the stump.

Delegate Preston XV. Campbell. of Wash¬
ington county; belicves that Jlr. J. C.
Byers. wbo was recently nominated to
succeed Scnatcr Steele from tbo 1-ust
District, composed of tlie counties of
Washington and Smyth and the city of
Bristol will be elected. although the Ro
publicans wili put up ..- strong light
against him.

.Mr. Campbell did not favor Mr. Byers
for the npminatibn, but he is enthusias-
tically in" lino for him. now that the Dem¬
ocrats of his district havo spoken. Mr.
Byers is a young Bristol lawyer. and is
a bi-other-iri-law of Delegate John XV.
Princej of that city.

Hon. Thomas II. Edwards, member of
the House of Delegates from King Wil¬
liam, was in tho city yesterday, and was

an attendant upon the session of the con¬

vention. Delegates Toney. of Manches¬
ter, and Baker, of Chesterfield, who, like
Mr! Edwards. have just beon renominated
for another term in tho House, wero also
at tho Capitol.

Mr. A. T. Lincoln, of Marion, says tho
RopuCj'iicans of Smyth and Bland will
reiiominato Mr. J. I). Horiaker for tho
House.

Thore is some talk in poiitical circles
to tho effect that somo votes were cast
in the Constitutional Convention for

qiiadrennial sessions of the Legislature
because it would causo both United States
Senators to be elected by tho General
Assenibly Ihat will succeed the one to be
chosen this fall. As far as can be as-

certained no such motive contrOlled tho
voto of any delegate.

lt may be that Colonel Hoge will not

itedly, but soon went out of business.
Mr. Rayner then asked:
"What was Admiral Schley's conduct

and bearing at any time, either during
the bombardments or during tho battle of
July 3d, when his ship was under flre?"
"He struck me as being just about as

well possessed as it was possible for any-
body to be under those circumstances."
Mr. Rayner then asked the witness

whether on July 2, liOS. he had observed
smoke coming from Santiago harbor over
Zocopa Hill.
Captain Lemly objected and Mr. Ray¬

ner said that bis purpose was to prove
that lt was believed at that time that
the Spaniards were preparing to with-
draw from the harbor. and that Commo¬
dore Schley had communlcated the facts
to the squadron.
Captain Lemly contended that the cer¬

tain effect of such qttestions would be to
open the gates for intermlnable inquiry.
and that if one side should enter tipon
such questions the nth«-r must also be
allowed to do so. They did not object,
except for tho return of time involved.
Captain Parker announced his wllling-
ness to "open the door wide." He want¬
ed the entire matter investtgated, and
would have the searchlight turned upon
every Indlvidual from the commandsr-
in-chief to the lowest ofilcers under him.
Mr. Rayner was then permittcd to ask
his question which he did in the follow¬
ing words: "Was the smoke observed
on July 2nd by Commodore Schley, com-
municated to the squadron?"

SAW SMOKE R1SING.
Tho reply was:
"Smoke was observed rising in the har¬

bor on July 2nd, and my impression now
is and always has beon since that night
that tbat information was conveyed to
the commander-in-chief."
The witness was then requested to give

a brief account of the part taken by the
Brooklyn in the battle of July 3d. After
stating tho preliminarios Lieutenant
Doyle related his observations of the
battle in the following languago:

"I tired the left gun first. and Halligan
shortly afterward' fired the right one.
Then we began to load the guns again.
It was necessary then. after Ioading the
guns a second time. to turn the turret
directly ahead. as our ship was apparent¬
ly shutting the enomy out by turnlng
with a starboard holm. Immediately
after tiring that left gun the second time
the order was to man tho starboard bat-
tcry. I got out of the turret through
the roof. that being the most oonvenient
way of getting out. and crosscd over to
the starboard turret. As I was golng intc
the starboard turret I had an opportu¬
nity to see the Spanish ships. They wero
then a little on our starboard how. As
soon as I had charge of the coatroller,
which up to this time had been in charge
of Mr. Woodward. I swung the turret
around on to the starboard bow.

GREAT VOLUME OF SMOKE
"In the meantime some of our forward

guns had fired. The volume of smoke
was so great that it must have come
fiom one of the eight-inch guns nf the
forward turret. so I was entirely shut out
from seeing the enemy. While tho guns
were in this position Mr. Mason. our ex¬
ecutive officer. passed down tho star¬
board" gangway calling. 'sharp on tho
starboard quarter.' The interval of time
fiom tho time the guns were on the star¬
board bow or starboard quarter. I think
must have been two minutes.. X swung
the guns around to the starboard quar¬
ter and then we picked up tho enemy.
The range at which I fired. to tho best of
my memory, was about 1,4<>0 yards, nnd
from then on it was a constant fire.
training the guns until we flnally got
them on the starboard bow. The range
increased up to 2,000 yards. and" during the
run after being parallel with the SpanisI1
ships. the range varied from about 2,300
to 1.S0O yards. I think whon the Viscaya
went in shore the range then was n'bout
1.800 yards. Just immediately before she
turned In she made a sheer wlth her star¬
board' helm. apparently coming toward
us. and then immediately put helm
around the other way and went in short.

CHASE AFTER COLON.
"From then on it was a chasc after

the Colon."
He said at the time the Viscaya went

ashpre. the Colon by working up Inside of
tht other Spanish had secured a very
long lead. I should say she was at Ieast
fivf or six milos on our starboard bow
v.c-]l in shore. The ord"er was givon to
cease firing and to come out of tho turret
and take a "spell" during tho chaso of tho
Colon.
