a neat little speech. in which he paid a

handsome compliment to Kiehmond city,
and t-ald it was due to her enterprisB and

ihe generous manrer in which she had

trcated the eonvcMion for that polv £o

adjourn <ne day for ihe Carnival.
The Treat-Gregory case will be dis-

poted of to-day. Mr. Turnbull wiil close

tho debate for the contestee and then

the vote wil! be taken.
CALLED TO ORDER.

President Goode called the convention
\0 order promptly at the noon hour. Dr.
Mcllwaine. delegate from Prince William,
offered prayer.
Fifty-nlne members nnswercd to the roll-

call. and after the journal of Saiurday's
proceedings had been read and aproved,
leave of absence was granted half a dozen
members.
Under the call for memorials nnd peti¬

tions. several were presented concernlng
the granting of license to sell liquor and
the approprlatlon of State funds to sec-

tarlan Instltulions.
Delegate Thomas H. Barnos in present-

Ing a liquor license petition raised quite
a laugh by announcin. that it was nse-

less for him to say that he most heartily
and cordially endorsed it.
Mr. Eugone Wlthers asked for im-

mefllate conslderation of a re.olution
which he then offered. empowing the ser-

geant-at-nrms to deta.il each morning
three pages to serve the convention dur¬
ing the day. and give leave of absence to
the othor six during Carnival w< . k. The
resolution -was adopted unanimously.
Mr. Wlthers-v.-ns immediately surrounded
hy a crngi-atulating and grateful group
of hapny pages.

MADE A PRETTY SPEECH.
Judge Green moved that the convention

ndjoum until this morning at in-"o o'clock.
He snld thal he offered the resolution on
his own responsibility and without hav¬
ing consulted with any other member.
He briefly gave his reasons.fiirst. as a

matter of respect to Richmond. and. sec¬

ond. as a pricaution against unadvisablc
actlon by so small a number of members.
He said the Carnival, now about to be
opened so auepiciously, was an ovent of
great inteiest to the citizens, not only
of the Capital city, but of the whole
State. He thought an adjournment was
a courtcsy cue the city. which had the
enterprise and public spirit. t^ inaugurate
one of the grandest spectacular events
ever seen in the South. He referred in
a graceful manner to the many courtesies
that had been extended to the members
of the conveiadcn, individualiy and coi-
lectively, by the citizens of Richmond;
by its Chamber of Commerce: its official,
social aud rellgious organizaiions. He,
for one. would talce pride in offieially
recogniz'ng the opening day of the Car¬
nival not only as a tribute tn Richmond's
enterprise, but to the people of the whole
State. who were here iu abundance and
who felt a pride in the weekrs doings.
He then called attention to the fact that
the roll-call showed only fifty-nine mem¬
bers present. nnd noted the fact that
many were troincr out as soon as their
names were recorded as present. and said
within ten minutes there would not be a
corporal's gunrd. He said that the ques¬
tion under conslderation being one in-
volving the title to his seat of one of the
¦most honorable members of the conven¬
tion. it was of the highest importance
that the debattee be heard bv- a. full house.
The motion was then earried. the vote.

twenty-seven to twenty-one.sh^wi"g -hat
eleven members had left in the short
space of time that had elapsed since roll-
call. The convention stands adiourned
until 10:!. to-dny.

llavin? Attempted aa Assnu!t Upon Her.
Henry Dillard, the negro suspect, who

was ordered here by Governor Tyler from
Emporia yesterday to see if he could be
identiiiod by _Ir.-\ Susan Sowers, of Cul¬
peper, ns the man v.-ho aliemnted an
assauit upon her near her home several
weeks ago. was acquitted promptly by
Mrs. Sowers at the Second Police Station
last night. she having looked upon him
and said in a moment, .'He is not the
man,"
The attempt was made upon Mrs. Sow¬

ers, who liyes with her husband, near
Culpeper Courthouse, several weeks ago,
by a strange negro supposed to have been
a tramp. and the lady is sure she can

fix his ideniity by certain marks on his
face, and although several negroes have
been brought befbrc her on suspicion, all
of them have been promptly exonerated
as soon as she looked upon them.
Perhaps two were taken i.efore her at

Culpeper. and yesterday she came to this
cily wiih her husband and Sherlff If. W.
Pullintn, ^f their county, to view another
who was ln custody at Emporia on the
charge of carrylng concealed weapons.
Qovi rnor Tyler ordered that he be brought
htre, and Sergeant -Samuel liobinson, 'of
Emporia, arrlved over the Coast Line
with him last night, and being met by
Detective Sergeant A. M. Tomlinson. they
brought the prlsoner to the Second Sta¬
tion. where Mrs. Sowers said he was not
the man the moment she gazed upon him.
A negro arrested in Manchester on sus¬

picion was brought before her yesterday
with the same result. and one thought to
have been tlie man was discharged at

Newport News because he did not answer

to tlie descri] tlon given by Mrs. Sowers.
No other arrests have been made, and

Mr. and Mrs. Sowcrs will leave iPor Cul¬

peper to-day, as wiil also Sherlff Pul-
liam. Governor Tyler has offered S100
reward for the cr.lprit. and the county
of Culpeper has Taised it to $150.

Baker. The Powhatan people charged)
that they had not been treated squarely
in this convention. and. alleged thut a

combination had been formed between
Baker and Toney to shut Powhatan out
of a represejitative.
The meeting yesterday was attended by

about eighteen Democrats. and was pre-
sided over by Mr. McLaurine, wiio waa

secretary of thu Manchester Convention.
A gentleman from this city who was ut
Powhatan Courthouse said that the dis-

gruuiied faction was a very small per
cent. of the party, and it would not

seriously affect the result as a-victory
for the reguiar nominees.
Judge Gregory was out of town last

night and could; net be.seen in regard
to the nomination. He stated soon- after
th, Manchester Convention that he would)
not become a candidate as an independ¬
ent. Whevher he will consider the nomi-
nation coming in this way cannot be
said. Judge Gregory had faurteen dele¬
gates in tlie reguiar convention, but did-

not allow his name lo go before the body.
