RAGGED BREAKS
IN PRICE LEVEL

Heavy and Concentrated Buying in

Evidence Ali Day.

DECLINE EFFECTUALLY CHECKED

Broad Coverin* Movement Late in lhe Day
LHted Prices Throughout ths

List anil Alsde the Closinj
Firm.

XEW YORK. Oct. 7..Liquidation of the

same character as that which has been
manifest for some time proceeded to-day.
Some ragged breaks ln ihe price level of
the market resulted, but heavy and con-
centrated biiying was ln evidei-ce all day.
As a con:ee<iueiice the decline. was checked
and lhe latter part of ihe day was given
over to a broad and comprehehsive cov-
erinp movement which lifted prices
throughbut the list, losses in the railroad
list being qulte generally recovered', ahd
largely reduced even in the weakest of
the industrials.
When the market opened a fcelinp of

discouragement was general. especially
because last week's liquidation had
proved ineffectual to recuperate the con¬
dltions of the banks by reason of the ex-
terision of new credits. The completion
of ihe season 01* the interior movement of
currency was still to be met, therefore.
and the only clear sonrce from which to
supply this rcquirerrient was by further
liquidation in the stock market. Foreigii
exchange continued to advance. preclud?
intr the hope o£ relief from tliat quarter.
Large seiling of stocks ior London ac¬

count sustained the exchange market.
Rcnewed demoralization in foreign con-

per-securities and forced liquidation iu
Paris were the occa>ibn of this foreigii
seiling, and the prompt declini:: in Amal-
gamated Copper here gave promise of a
i-ontinua.nce of that distnrbins influence.
Pressure from the lenders of money was

undoiibUdly nt the root of the stock
market depreeslon, but vulnerable points
ln the industrial list bore the lirunl of
this pressure rather than the railroad list
in general, and the rates for call loans
were not disturbed*.
There was a growing spirit of skeptism

ns to the prosnect of uividends ou indus-
flal common stocks where lhe organiza¬
tions were dependent for success on con¬
tinued or even increased prosperity. This
sentiracnt toward recent flnancial pro-
jects was extended to the railroad world
by reason of the annual showing of the
Chicago. Burlington and* Qu'incy, which
was published on Saturday and which
showed a balanee of earnings after
charges insufficienl to pay ihe interest
on the newly issued bonds for which the
stock is collateral. St. Paul. which sold
exVdividend of 3 per cent.. was subjected
to sava^e ailack and was forced down
.''-i. Missouri Pacific lost as much.. and
some of tho cotton and corn-carrying
railroads were quite weak. The seiling
of Brooklyn Transit, which carried it
down 4'-K. was apparently based on the
general condition of poor earnings and
an unduly hiyh price. Sugar was weak
at the extreme decline of ?,\(, on dread of
the effeet of the war against beet-sugar.
Atchison led the recovery on very conft-
dent rumors t'nat the semi-annual dlvi-

nd rate is to bc increased to 2 per cent.
Tlier'e were purchases by a sihgle com-

mission house of several thousand shares
each of various stock all around the
room. and this was supposed to represent
covering by a. large western bear coritin-
gept. The rally ran bt tween "_' ahd.3 points
i:i many of tlie principal active stocks. and
ihe demand for Amaigamated Copper
showed some urgency. the stock reaeh-
ing 1'.;. over Saturday. The day's net gain
;¦ a oint. The covering demand maa'o a
lilh ¦.'.-.sing. A renewed advance in some
oi' lhe junior Vanderbilts was a feature of
lhe day.
