The Conslltutlonal Convention ne.fl a

»ost jiitcrestinB eeaalon yesterday, thougn
the body was In session only u littlc over

un hour.
There were rixty-oae members present

und the buBlne^s of the sesslou was

traneactfcd with great speedt The nrst
matter disposed of was the adoption 01

a resolution offered by Mr. Turnbull.

providing for a recess wlthout pay to

members or cmploycs, from October ~oth

until Novcmbcr Jth. The Bill ot Rights
report was taken up and disposed of,
no further smehdmeats belng adopted
thcrcio.
The body adopted two amendmeats to

Ihe rulea both designed to spoed busi-

ness in Committee of the \Vbole, one

llmitlng debate and the other providing
for Ihe keeping of a quorum present.
Anotlier f. alure of the day's session was

the classic and brilllant speech of Col-

onel Francis L. Smith, of Alsxan^ria,
in suppori of the Bill of Rights of 17715.
which has offered as a substitute for the

report of the committee. He was warmly
congratulated by his colleagues upon the

conclusion of b.is remarks. His substi¬
tute was rejected and the convention
at B:4u A. M. adjourned until 10 o'clock
to-day. *

The eonvention met at 10 o'clock. Prayer
was offered by Rev. George Cooper, of

tfce Bai'tipt Church.
The roll-call showed the presence of

Blxty-lwo members. The journal of Mon-
day's proceedings was read and ap-
proved.
Momorials realting to liquor-license or¬

dinance were presented.
Mr. Turnbull offered a resolution that

when the convention adjourn Friday, Oc¬
tober '£.\h. it adjourn to meet Thursday,
November 7th. The resolution proyldes
that no members or offlcers of the con¬

vention Bhail reoeive pay during the re-

ress. The resolution was adopted.yeas,
jii nays, 13.
Leaves of absence were grantcd a few

members. ,

Conslderation of the Bill of Rights was

fi-sumed.
Section twelve. relating to lreedom of

ppeech and of the pross, was adopted as

cimeiided bv the Brr.xton resolution.
Section thirte.n. relating 1o the militla.

and against standlng armies in times of

peace. was adopted.
Section fourteen, against a separate

fnrm of governmenl independent of the

government of Virginia, was agreed to.

Section fiftcen. commending frugality,
viilue and frequent rfecurrence to funda-
ihental principles. was adopted.
Section sixteen. relating to Christion

forbeamnce and the exercise of religious
freedom. was agreed to.
Section seventeen and ejghleen. forbid-

diug slavery and providing that rights
not er.umerated in 1he Bill of Rights
BhoulC be limii.-d. was agreed to.
This completed the consideration of the

last section of articlc one of the Bill of
Rights.
Arlicle two. relating to the supremacy

of the Unltcd States Constitutlbn. and
nrUcle tliree, relating to the division of

prowess between the legislative. executive
nnd judleial departments of the govern-
rneirt. were adopted.

Y'AS YOTED DOYYX.
The convention took up the mo-

tfori made by Mr. O'Flaherty to recOn-
Bider the vote by which section eight, re-

f.-rring to appcals in revenue cases, was

adonted.
Mr. O'Flaherty movefl to amend so that

the Commonwealth would be allowed an

appeal in loeal optlbn cases as well as in
cases relating to the revenue.
The amendment was opposed by Mr.

"U'alker, who said the language already
adopted was bro::J enough. Mr. B. T.
Gordon also argued that the words "all
cases for a vlolation of a law relating
to the State revenue" would cover ihe
points made by Mr. O'Flaherty.
Mr. O Flaherty then made a strong

teniperance speech. He clalmed that
the local option law could be nullified
it Justices of the peace were given cx-
culsive iurisdiction to try violations of
the local op. on law. They could uismiss
every cr.se and there was no appeal from
their decision. He declared that almost
ad poliuoians were opposed to the exe-

cution of local option liquor laws, and
their op.nion in many localities generally
dominateu official opinion in local af-
fairs. He said he had but llttle con-

Jidence in the passage of the Barbour-
Quarles liquor license resolution.
Mr. Barbour said the passage of that

resolution or its defeat wouid have no

bearing on section S. He thought it
was sufflciently broad to cover all cases,
nnd Mr. O'Flaherty's fears in regard to
revenue cases were unfounded and his
strlctures on local officials un-varrant-
ed.
Mr. "\\ al.^er rontonded that the posi-

tion taken by Mr. O'Flaherty. as to the
construction of the words of the sec¬
tion as adopted, was unsound. He thought
it just as important to convict men of
homiclde as of violating a liquor prohi-
bition law.
Mr. O'Flaherty: "Are you in favor or

the Quarles-Barbour resolution?"
Mr. YValkcr: "As at present advised,

1 shall vote for it."
The motion to reconslder the vote by

which section eight was adopted was re-

jcoted.yeas, H; nays, 43.
COL. SMITH'S FIXE SPEECH.

Colonel Francis L. Smith, delegate
Ji.nu Alcxandria, offered as -a sub¬
stitute for the Bill of Rights, as report-
cd -jV the committee and amended by the
¦convention, the Bill of Rights as it was
adopted by the convention of 1773.
In speaking to his substitute Col. Smith

raid:
Mr. President, the substitute I have

proposed for the report otf the Committee
of the Wh de on the Preamble and "Bill
of Rights Is the Declaralion of Rights
ftdopted in 177C

I have been prompted to take this
step by tho changes susgested in this
Instrument and cmbodied in that report
by amandm* nts start':ng to those who
Jlivo cver regarded it as the most strik-
ing dociarction of the riflds of man and
endeared t>> Virginlahe uy reason of its
.fcoclanons and intrinsic worth.by mod-
ifvcationp more pronounced than any
e.-..-v proposed or incorporated in it by
any convention tf.ince its adoption and by
altt-r:U.!ons that will change its ctarac-
tor from that of a chart of liberty Into
a codc o'f penal laws.
The Declaralion of Rights was not ln-

tended to be engrafted ujwn the organic
law and was not a part of the Constitu-
t.ion of ihe S'.ate prior to the Constltbtion
fiumed by th«- convention of 18C7. That
body, compoBod in a mcasure of aliens
nnd strangers, could not feel or, express
the venetntion and affectlon entcrtalned
by Virginlani: for the cvidencos of her
past and brllhant eareer.

1'f tbe changes in the law «uch as are'
propoped are deemed advlsable by this
<->nventlon, let tbem be p1ace<l Jn'jhe
apprtvprate artleles in tho body of the
Couptitution.
Mr. President. I revcre my nati\'<?

Stale.Tjdewater. the Valley. Southwest
Virginia, the South Slde and Piedmont

charges guaranteed.
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Virglnia, the Northern Xeck. tho Penin-
suia and Uie Eastern Shore, cac'n possess-
ing its peculiarities and distinctive at-
tractioiiis all having a placc in my admi-
ration. But, as in al! thliigs pertaining
to the afft-ctions comparisons exist, so in
this respect w-ith mc there is a prcfer-
cncc. and whilst lo\-ing all sections and
parts of the CommonweaUh, my heart
is in the foot-hills of Virginia, wherc
every hreeze that blows over its pine
and cedar cap'ped hills comes laden with
perfume and the spicS of llfe.
But, sir, mere physical beauties, though

pleaslng to tiie senses. do not constitute
a State.that invlsiblc and ever enlarging
web of human nffdirs. in whose structurc
ovcry mcsh is some siriking and promi-
nerrt event in the hastory of the body-
politic, the elimlnation 61 any one of
which wiil not only iriar the symmetry
and bc-auty of the whole, but cnd in its
destruction.
A State, as a political entity. is com-

posed of it.^ present in.habitants; but
"Tho State" is not only what it is to-day
but what it his been, embodying all the
suffcrings, thi trials. the conilicts, the
victories of the past; inheriting the mem-

ory of the great and good men who have
inhabited it and the good and virtuous
deeds by them performed: illuminated
by the splendid valor of its warriors. the
martyrdom of its patriots, the virtue cf
its womeii, the wisdom of its sages and
.philosojihers and the political triumphs
of its Ftatesmen.

THE MOTHER OF STATES.
V'rglnla has been called "The Mother

o'f States and of Statesmen." Justly may
she be given the foremost p^.ce in the
family of the colonies and in the union
of the States.
Her settk-rs were an adventurous and1

hardy band actuated by the free. inde-

pendent and robust xpirit which has de-
scended to and ever eharacterized their
progemy. Dove o£ right. justice and per-
eonal independence coupled with a marked
gentleness of deportment and considcra-
tion for others has always distinguished
them as a peculiar and distinct people.

It was a A'irginian who kndled the fire
of patriotism in the hcarts of the Colo-
nists; it was a AMrginiau who command-
ed and! led the nrmies of the Revolution
to victory and to freedom; it was a Vir-
ginian who framed "the Declaration of
Independence." anhounclng the birth of
what has grown to be the mightiest ot
all clvilized nations; it was a A'irginian
who framed. "1110 DeclaraUon of Rights"
drawing his inspiration from nature; it
was a Virglhiari who enjoyed tho. dis-
tinctioa of being #he greatest jurist or

the ceritury; in fact, nearly every station
and'post of honor in the FederaJ Uov-
emment, civil and military, has been

occupied by A'irginians who adorned the
positions.
In glancing back upon the history of

this country and its early struggles we

will r. momber that our success in the

Frerich and. Indian AA'ar was the fact that'
decidcti the English instead of tiie Ffench
was to be the ruling race 11*1 the new

yrorld. It was tho imperial domain ac-

<mired in this war that A'irginia pre-
sented to ihe General Government.
This great area of !and was kndwn as

"The Northwest Territory." On Tuesday,
2<5 Jauuary, 17S1. in the House of Deie-
gates of Virginia a resolution was passed,
afterwards agreed to by the Senate,
which ojiens as follows:
"Tho General Assembly of AMrginia

being well satlsfied that the happiness,
s?tr< ngth and safety of the United States
dtfpend, under providence, upon the rati-

(ication of the artlcles for a Federal
union between the United States, liere-
tofore proposed by Cohgress bf the
United States, l'or the benelit of the said
United States, all right. title and claim
that the said Commonwealth hath. to the
lands northwest of the river Ohio, upon
the following conditions, to-wit: That
the territory so ceded shall be laid' out
and formed into States containing a suit-
able extent of territory. and shall not
1" less than one hundred nor more than
one hundred and lifty miles square, or

as near tlvereto as circumstances will
admit. Thiat the Btates so formed shall
be distinct, republican States, and1 be
admitted meinbers of the Fefleral Union,
having the same rights of sovereignlty,
freedom and independence as the other
States."
Thus five great States, Ohio, Ulinois,

Indiana. Michigan, AA'isconsin and that
part of Mirihesota lying east of the Mis-

slssippi Rivcr were formed from "The
Northwest Territory".the prineely g:lt
of the State of A'irginia to the Union.
GREATEST CAPTAlN OF THE AGE.
It was a Virginiah who gave birth to

Stonewall Jackson, the mightiest captain
of the ^ge. and as we have sat in session
through the long summer days every
zephyr wafted through this casement
seemed to bear upon its gentle wave a

message from the spirit of that stern

patriot whose image is perpetuated in
bronze within our view, whose memory
survives and will ever live in the hearts
of his countrymen.a message that tells
us i>eace has its duties and victories as

well as war.and enjoining upon us as

worthy sons of heroic sires to treasure
and preserve our civilization and our

A'irginia, too, is the mother of that
great chicftain, who. commanding the
Army of Northern AMrginia. shared the
fortunes of that magnificent array of
Southern chivalry and merited and won

man, he wore the white flower of a

blameless life and cnjoyed alike the con-

lldence, esteem and affection of fnend
and foe.
To Y'irginia bclongs Gettysburg, bctoro

whose embattled helghts stood her war-

rior'sons, where many blcd and many
died. but where all fought for Virginia;
and as far in the vistas of time as hpnor,
courage, devotlon and love of country
shall be the badge of true manhood -will
the names of Virginia and Gettysburg
be linked in imperishable union.
And if to Virginia belongs the. history

of that innumcrable band of her sonSi
who in the Ci¥il War offered their Ilves
a willing sacrifice upon the altar of their
country no less to her belong those who
fought" With them, but who survived the

coriflict and llved to illustrate the great-
ness of our people in a perjod of humiha-
tion and of woe.
When we call the roll of Y7irginia

statesmen, orators, warriors, philoso-
phers, patriots, heroes and martyrs and
recount the fame of their exploits. the
sacrificcg made and sufferlngs endured
for the good of mankind, of the iofty
spirit of valor. of generbsity, of gentle-
ness of progress, of independence, Cree-
dom' and love of country, of virtue and

loyalty which has ahiniated them, I fcr
one am not willing to obliterate from the
State the reobllection of a single one of
their creat and imperishable acts or to
mar, blemish or change the evidences or

mun'iments left by them to mark and sig-
nalize the temper of tho times in wnicn
thev lived.
Instead, we should preservc them as a

priceless heritage to be trarismitted to

posterity with a solemn injunction to so

regard and treat them.
And now, Mr. President, we have our

part to play in forming "The State";
some in a more prominent and others in
a less conspicuous way, but all charged
with the duty of fidelity to the sacred
cause.
What constitutes a State? *.

Not high raised battlement or labored
mound,

Thick wall or moated gate;-
Not tfities proud with spires and tur-

rets crowned.
Not ba.ys and broad-armed ports,

No; men, high ininded men

Men who their duties know,
But know their rights, and knowing

These constitute a State;

CONSECRA.TED BY" MEMORIES.

Mr. President, the Bill of Rights
comes to us hoary with age and conse-
crated by memories of the past.
It waa my purpose when this body as-

sembled on the uth of june, the one hun-
dred and twenty-tifth anniversary of the
adoption of "the Declaration of Rights,"

i to have moved its rebognition and adop¬
tion here as it was cpnceived and ex-

pressed by its framers, but when I gazed
upon the splendid represehtation in rh's
assembly of the Commoriwealth's mo'ral
and intellectual powers and realized
what a miii'or part I was to play in these
deliberatibns, the resolution vanished.
Since then I have sat in the Committee

of the Whole all through the lengthy and
interesting debate which ensued upon the
report of the Committee on the Preamble
and Bill of Rights, cherishing the hopo
that, moved by the appeals, the pathds,
the iogic and argumerit 01" the ycncrahle
delegate from Fluvanna, the committee,
impelled by a coramim i:npulse, would
vote all amendmcnts down and report the
measure as it originally came from the
hands of patriotic draughtsmen.
That hope rose and ebbed with each ses¬

sion o'f the Committee of the YYhole, and
finally perished with its report.
And now, to-day, we stand upon the

brink of a great and grave responsibility
and I cannot permit that report to re-
ceive the sanction and become the act of
this convention wiihout entering my sol¬
emn protest. and having that protest per-
petuated in an enduring and permanent
manner.

Sir, it was never contemplated or ln-
tended that the Bill of Rights should have
the force or form of law; that like munic-
ipal law it should be a. rule or civil con-
duct prcscribing what is r:ght and forbifi-
ding what is wrong.
It Is an enumeration of the inherent

rights of man expressed in abstract prin-
ciples, designed as a chart and guide for
all lovc-rs of liberty, and ever to be kept
in view of framing organic law for States
living under a constitutional form of gov-
c-rnment. It was conceived in a period
of public excitement and agitation, when
revolution begets great meii and great
principles. or is begotten of them; when
the colony having just thrown off the
yoice of a despotic monarch stood ready
to receive the mantle of statehood.

It was at such a moment that the Dec¬
laration of Rights had its origin.

STAR OF LTFE'S OCEAX.
It was placed at the ontrance to the

pathway of liberty by the patriot fathers
as a bc-acon, as a lighthouse which the
poet has so beautifully compared to
Hope:
"That statr of life's tremulous ocean."

Sir, it is the po-c star of the constitu¬
tional firmament. Let us not seek to ob-
scure its radiance, but let us rather be
gu.ded by iis perfect light along the ditli-
cult road of present duty. Let it remain
where the fathers placed it.the fixed star
of const.tutional l.berty.
Sir, the Bill of Rights is an historic

namc. The chief muniments of the Brit-
ish Constitution as a growth of liberal
.representative government are the
"niagna charta" and its successive
extensions, "the habeas corpus act" and
"the Bill of Rights," the principles of
which have been ineorporated in all the
written constitutions of the English-
speaking race.
The original Bill of Rights is an Eng-

lish statute of 16S9, in the reign of Wil-
liam and Mary, declaring the rights and
li~erties of the subject. In its broadcr ac-
ceptation it means those rights which be¬
long to human beings as such and are

usuaily accounted to be three; the right
of a personal security, of personal liber¬
ty and of private property. The right of
freedom of conscience if not involved in
these three, should be added. In a word.
they set forth the personal rigths of indi-
vidual citizens over against the govern¬
ment.

Sir. we live during an era of great and
rapid changes. The literary, scientific,
mechan'.cal and iridustrial worlds are ad-
vancing with giant strides along the
eourse of progress, but the ipherent. iu-
alienable and God-given rights of man are
the same "yesterday, to-day and forever."
The amendment was rejected.Yeas, 15;

nays, 39.
The Bill of Rights, as amended by the

committee of tho Whole. was then. at
11:35 o'clock, adopted as a whole, without
division.

TO LIMIT SPEECHES.
Tbe resolution offered by Judsre Onarles,

limiting speeches in the convention to
twcnty minutes, and to one spcech by the
same member. except by unanimous con-
sent, was tlien, without dcbate, adopted.
yeas, 40; nays, 17.
Before the vote was announced Judgo

Green called attention to the understand-
ing. had between Chairman Moore, of the

Degislatlve Committee, and Mr. Flood.
that the considcration of the quadrennial
session matter should be transferred from
Committee of the AVhole to the conven¬
tion, and that the rules of tbe committee
ought to be relaxed according to that
agreement.
A resOlution providing for the calling

of the names o fabsenteos in Committee
of the AA'holc in absence o a quorum was
then adopted without division.
A motion to adjourn was defeated. nie

chairman announced that the only h»atter
before the convention was the report 01

the Committee on Legislative ^'n;l"~
mcnt, as amended, and that the prmting
had not been completed.
Another motion to adjourn was car?

ried, and the convention, at Pj4-'
journed until ATednesday at 10 p'clocic.

SREET CARS IN MANILA.
Troubies Over Ihcre as \>cll as in Ricli-

monti.
A copy of the Manila Times, of Sep-

tember 16th, receiveu by Air. Carvm

Whueley, jr., the cnief engineer of the

Kicnmond Passc-ngcr tnd Power Com¬

pany, is a very initrestmg pubiication,
The paper ebntams one articie, which

shows that Richmond is not the only placc
that has.street-car troubies. Under the
head "Street-Car Company is Jarred Up,"
it says:
The street-car company has apparenitly

not yet awoke to the fact that Spanish
methods are no longer in vogue in Ma¬

nila, and that a riew order of things has
taken their place. The company has
iiiLherto thought that the authdrltles did
not nitan all they said when they threat-
ened them with d'ire possibilltles, and they
slept on, in uttcr disiegard of the Neme-
sis that was ovtrtaking them, content to

glide on in the same old groove, to maiu-
tain their lines in the most disgraceful
conditiens, and to use animals for trac-

tion of the heavy cars, which are not iit
to draw a wheelbarrow.
But Nerresis approached, in the form of

a stern and deeisive order from the Mu-
nicipal Board, which admits of no further
hesitation or procrastination.
This order requires that the street-car

company do, on or before the 1st of Octo¬
ber next, commence and thenceforward
carry to prompt completion the repairs
to their lines in order to bring them to
the level of the road on each side;*and
main'ain them at such level. Failing this
by the dale mentioned, the muriicipality
will immediately commence suit against
the company praying for the cancelling of
its charter, without further notice.

Stacks of Tax Bills in the City Col-
lector's Office.

THE RICH PAY VERY LATE.

Wait Until tbe Time Has About Expired
Before Settliag Their Accounts.

There are twenty thousand or more

tax-bills in the otlice of tne city collector
awa.ting payment. Most people wait un¬
til the last few days before the end of
the year to settle up. Then there Is a
tremendous crowd from morning until
night in the collector s offiee. A penalty
of hve per cent. is added after the close
of the year. A tax-bill has to be made out
not only for each person who has to pay
tax.es, but for each separate piece of
prbperty, on which he or she pays. The
big tax payers are, as a rule, not the
first, as one might suppose, to walk up
and give Collector Cunningham their
checks. The most of them delay paying
as long as possi'ble. Some of those who
pay only a few dollars are generally the
first to settle.

It is not thought there will be as many
changes as usual in the personnel of the
City Council next spring. There are very
few candidates out, as yet, in addition to
the incumbents, most of whom will stand
for re-election. Mr. E. T. Mankin, the
well known brick contractor, and Mr.
John R. Minor, of the law firm of Thom-
ason and Minor, will run for uie Common
Council in Clay Ward.

It is practically settled that Commis¬
sioner of Revenue O. A. Hawkins will
have no qpposition. When the Council
elected him to succced the late R. B.
Munford, he retained in oflice all of Mr.
Muiiford's assistants. They have worked
together' in harmony. The subordinate
offlcials will give Mr. Hawkins their hear-
ty sapport.
No one has come out to oppose Mayor

Taylor, and it is not likely he will have
bppbsition. Col. John S. Harwood's friends
are urging him to run, but it is not

thought he will do so.

There will certainly be two contests.
Mr. John E. Epps is already hustling
for votes for sheriff. and Mr. H. Claiborne
Epps is in the race for city sergeant
against Mr. Smith.

The conoition of Col. W. P. Smith, of the
treasurer's oflice, and Gas Inspector Jo-

se-ph M. Shelton is reported as very much
improved.
The Committee on Water will give out

the contract for the new fire hydrants on

Thursdav, October 31st. There will be
159 of them, and the total cost will be
about $7,000.

NEW DEPARTMEiNT.
District No. 4 Was Instituted by Police Ccm-

niisioners Y.sterday.
The Board of Police Cofmissioners met

at ij o'clock yesterday afternoon in the
oflice <>f the Chief of Police. The me^iiog
was called-for the purpose 0f ratifying
the action of the City Council in creatlng
auother police district by the elevation of
Sergeant A. M. Tomlinson to a captainey.
and Deteetlves C. A. Gibson, John T.
Hall and Thomas YVren t.. sergeants.

In electing Sergeant Tomlinson as cap¬
tain of the district. which is to be known
as the fourth. a vacancy was made in
the Second District, and Acting Sergeant
Charles H. Talley was elected without
opposition to the place. Sergeant Taliey
is one of the most popiilar ofticers oii

the force. He has served us acling ser¬

geant for over len y-ars, and the Botird
felt that in thus promoting him they
were doing their duty to a faithful and
efficient man.

and in the two cases that were presented
were finedt $25, tlie minimum riine, in

each.

They
specified Eighteenth and Main Streets as

the points at which the transfers were

refused. The ordinance provides that
at that point transfers shall be issued
to passengers of either line upon demand.

appeals. Counsel for the company claims
that the city has no right to impose upon
it such laws that may redound to its
injury.
