Decline to Pay the Assessment for SIdwolks.

Many Robberies.

NEWPORT NEWS. VA-, Nov. 22..An
Interesting phase has been reached in
paving operations in Newport News.
When the present paving was laid there
was left a balance due the contractor ot
about $(50,000. which it was intended to
pay within two years by means of local
assessment on property owners. Assess¬
ment to the extent of 33 1-3 per cent,
was levied and to-day was set for its col¬
lection. When the Street Committee of
the Council met this afternoon, about a
hundred of the most prominent property
owners on the paved streets marcherl
down to the committee-room in a body
and refused to pay, entering a formal
protest and notifying the committee that
they proposed to light the case in court-
There seems to be a sort of epidemic of

robberies on Madison Avenue, and J.
Grossley, a well known grocer, is the
chief victim. Recently his store on

IWrnty-second Street was entered and
robbed. Dater an attempt was made to
rob it and a window torn off. Last
night two negroes assaulted him in the
store with the intention of robbing him.
but were frightened off by the racket.
Half a dozen petty robberies are reported
in the same, neighborhood, believed to be
the work of the same gang.

The Landing at Roanokî Island to Be Cele¬

brated in August Next.Virginia to Be

Asked to Take Part.General
Carr's Eloquent Address.

RALEIGH, ¡N. C, Nov. 22..Fifteen hun¬

dred people assembled in Metropolitan
Hall to-night to witness the ceremonies
attendant upon' the presentation of a Sir
Walter Raleigh statue contribution box by
General Julian S. Carr, of Durham, to the

city of Raleigh. The ceremony is intend¬
ed to be, as it were, an opening wedg* for
a general movement all over the State for
the raising of money with which to erect
a suitable monument in the city of

Raleigh.
The exercises to-night were etirected by

Judge Walter Clark, of the Supreme
Court.

UNIQUE GIFT.
General Carr delivered' an eloquent pre¬

sentation address, and the gift was ac¬

cepted on the part of Raleigh by Mayor
Pro Tern. A. B. Andrews. Jr., and on.the
part of the citizens at large by N· B.

Broughton. The contribution box pre¬
sented by General Carr is unique. It is

made of marble and walnut, with layers
of beach wood throughout. It is sur¬
mounted by a bronze eagle with spread¬
ing· wings. Over the box are the letters
"N. C." in silver, and on either end cross

guns in silver.

MURDER TRIAL IN GOOCHLAND
Verdict of Manslaughter and Sentence of

Eighteen Months in Penitentiary
(Special Dispatch to Tbe Times.)

MAIDENS. VA-, Nov. 22.The County
Court has been engaged since yesterday
in tho trial of James Mickey tor the mur¬

der of Anderson Berkley, at the Byrd
schoolhouse, in the upper end of the

countv, on October 6th, at a negro festi¬
val. The evidence was conilicting. Some
of the witnesses for the Commonweal tn

claim to have seen Mickey shoot Berkley
just after being himself knocked down,
and others claim that no shots were fired,
and that the man Berkley was shot by
some other person than Mickey after thoy
had left the schoolhouse.

The prisoner was defended by two
young lawyers, Mr. James Page, of
Goochland county, and Mr. J. Haskins
Hobson, of Powhatan county. The pros¬
ecution waâ conducted by D. H. Leako,
Commonwealth's attorney for the county.
After able arguments by both sides the
jury brought in a verdict of manslaughter
and gave him IS months in the peniten¬
tiary.
A motion was made by counsel for the

prisoner to set asiele the verdict, which
will be argued before the court to-mor¬
row.

command of Norfolk. Both teams ar¬

rived shortly ater midnlghtshrdlu cmt'w
rlved shortly aiter nightfall to-night, and
the howling began.
The weather is ideal and is expected

to be so to-morrow. In some quarters it
is said that small bets have been made,
with odds of 3 to 1 on A'irginia.
