Immediate result is a stiff price. Thf» ul¬

timate result is that tobacconists líete
when the prl.'es are up so hi?*:h are afraid
to ship to England, fearing a loss if
they do so.
The Consolidated Tobacco may be buy-_

ing all this tobacco for its own use and
may really need it. But. somehow, that
statement does not satisfy thf» tobai»."-
nists here. Many of them belteve that
there is on foot a -i:;r;\ntic movement
which will end in crippling tlie English
market and in putting the English tobac¬
conists In a position in which Mr. Dulìa
could th<» more easily lay his hands ori

\h.ni. Such a movement is on. Wheth·»
er it will be successful is another matter.
Letters from England just received ra¬

dicate that thc markets them ar» fairly-
active. One of these letters, datd No-
