
FIRE IN PRISON
CAUSES TERROR

Slight Damage, But Great Excite¬
ment at Penitentiary.

THE CONVICTS BECOME ALARMED

They Crowd Inio the Court and Their Cries

Are Pitiful.Blaze soon Extinguished.
Quick W«£«rik "»«y Jíolice.Müitary

ar.<íTirenicn.

The city was swept by a whirlwind of

excitement shortly before tí o'clock Sun¬
day afternoon, when, the fire alarm turn¬
ed in from the «State penitentiary, was

followed by the. sounding of fifteen taps,
calling out the militia of the city and, for
*. limn the streets leading to the pris¬
on, were thronged with hundreds of curi¬
ous and exciud people.
Amid this throng, rush***··] engines and

host- wagons <«f the city lire «Scpartment,
double «pilcking cotnpauliüs ol infantry
and sijuads of police dispatched from th«;
eevcral station houses. At the penit«--n-
tiary there was a threatened panic among
the frightened convicts, cause«! by the
discovery of lire in one of the cells open¬
ing in the lower court. The blaze origi¬
nated in cell No. 27 just at
the stair case entrance lo the hospital,
and though it «lid little darnag? and was
«gelten under control readily by tho prison
lire department without the assistance of
the city department, which was on the
spot, the issuing smoke caused the great¬
est alarm among the prisoners.

SCENÏB IN -rilE COURT.
Within Ulis cour', into which open the

jralleries, from -which the men were pour¬
ing Jn three stream** from the stairs.
there were but two guards r,r.d Assistant
ISuptarmtendent "Morgan to uue'«;} any re¬
volt or attempt at viólense ¦which the
rxeited prisoners might in the moment
create. The men cowered and crowded
«gallisi the gates, cursing to themaelves
and apparently working into a frer.ry of
excitement. There were probably six
hundred in the enclosure, some skulking
.near the walls, as if seeking an ouUet.
Mr. [Morgan and Guards Lynn and Chld-
dix kept a close watch on those men who
appeared to be leaders in the discord,
nnd by firm and ooo! action controlled
the situation and finally closed tho court.
The convicts returned to the galleries,
hut it was some time before they entered
the cells and were locked in. Hanging
over the iron railing, they ¦watched tho
incoming of police and firemen, anil jeered
and jabbered to each other for some time.
COOLNESS PREVENTS TROUBLE.
Prompt and cool action on the part of

the officials and guards was necessary,
and but for tho fact that those on the
scene measured up to the emergency,
trouble would have followed. When the
fire was discovered. Mr. W. D. Chester-
man, chair-man of the Penitentiary
Board, who chanced to be in the prison
at the time, communicated wi:". Gov«:nor
Tyler at the "Monsior:. informing him of
the situation, whereupon the Governor
ordered the chief at No. :i engine house to
sound the military alarm His Excellency
hurried at once to Ford's "i-*Otc;. where
he conferrod with Adjutant-Getcra]
Nalle. Leaving the hotel, G--*n>*nor Tyler
"ound standing in front at a restaurant a

.short distance a trap belonging to Mr.
Jim Nunnally. ef Manchester, and in
ihat he was driven by the owner to the
doors of the prison, llpre be found the
crisis had passed, and. after a brief inter¬
view with S*iperi'irenrt?nt Helm, he des¬
patched messengers and us««] the 'phone
in an attempt to hold the militia at the
armories, but before his ·*>. dors could !»
carried Captain Savilie r>f Company A.
Seventieth Regiment, halted bis breath¬
less men 'n ihe penitentiary yard. «Tip-
tain Thompson, of Company F. in com¬

mand of a «.letali oí forty m««n, was halt¬
ed by th·- Governor beneath tho R.. R.
and P. trestle on ".¦'«rst Street, and turn¬
ed back to the armory. The remainder
of the Seventieth, which, reported, was
held at the Armory, but before, receiving
orders not lo report at the prison. Captain
Spencer, of Company B. Blues Battalion,
having in collimami sixty men. app<?ared
on the scene. Captain "Myers of .the
Howitzers, with thirty-e'sht men, reach¬
ed Third and Broad Streets, before being
turned back.

STARTED IN STH???" BED.
It is believed by ihe authorities at the

«prison that, tbe tire originated in a bed of
straw, which was packed in the cell,
covering the steam pipes. The idea of an
incendiary is not advanced. When the
alarm of fire was given in the peniten¬
tiary, the guards hastened to unlock those
oells which had at that time been locked
for the night, and with the excitement
the men rushed from the galleries into
true court below, where there were but
two guards, M«*».syrs. Chiddix and Lynn,
.with Captain Morgan, to cope with the
frightened throng of 500 desperate men.
Tho tension was intense for a few min-
«utcs, hut toy assurance that all was safe
order was again restored.

COMMENDS THE MILITIA.

General Orders, No. 21 :
The Governor and Commander-in-Chief
desires to express his high appreciation
of the prompt and soldierly manner in
which the several commands in the city
of Richmond responded to the call which
was made for their services on the even¬
ing of December 1st. 1901, in consequence
of a fire at the Virginia penitentiary and
the apparent necessity for a military force
at that place to preserve order and up¬
hold the law.
The zeal and alacrity shown by officers

and men in obeying the Oders given them
is worthy of tho highest praise and evi¬
dences a most ceditable condition of dis¬
cipline and efficiency.

OYSTERS FOR THE WEST.
The Steamer Occoquan Burned in Occoqutn

Creek.

FREDERICKSBURO. A'A.. Dec. 2..

Large quantities of oysters are arriving
here from the. Rappahannock by AVeems

Line steamers for points in the far AA'est-
ern States. These oysters are mostly in
the shucked state, and are reshipped from
here by express.
The steamer Occoquan. loaded with

cord-wood, has been destroyed by fire on

Occoquan Creek, near Wondbridge. This
steamer was one of tho pioneer flat-bot¬
tom steamers of tho Potomac. River, and
was engaged in carrying cord-wood and
lumber between river landings and AVash¬
ington. Tbe. steamer was valued at SCO«»,
and was owned by Selectman Bros., of
Occoquan.

principal witness and the case had been
continued several times to givo him an
opportunity to appear.
The magistrates, after consultation, de¬

cided to dismiss the case. This affair
has caused considerable interest in the
community. It seems that Mr. Pryor call¬
ed at Mrs. Dunn's on the afternoon of Oc¬
tober 30th to explain some reports which
Mrs. Dunn claimed he had circulated de¬
rogatory of her. Upon reaching her home,
however, lie became very insolent and
insinuated that the reports were true,
whereupon Mrs. Dunn ordered him from
the house. Pryor began to curse her and
use very abusive langauge. Mrs, Dunn
seized a revolver that was lying on the
mantelpiece, and, after ordering him
from the house several times, fired at
him twice while in the house, both shots
taking effect.
Pryor retreated to the door and when

he reached the yard he began to curse her
again, and she tired the third shot, this
one, however, not taking effect. Mr.
Pryor was confined to the house for near¬
ly a month with his wounds, but is now
able to be out again.

The formation of the new company tn

opposition to the Clyde Line will most

probably result in a freight war, and
Wilmington will enjoy the cheapest
freight rates in her history to and from
New Y'ork.
The new company guarantees Norfolk

rates, which are appreciably less than
any offered heretofore.
