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THE PRESIDENT'S MESSAGE.

It were casy to discover from Presi-
dent Iteosevelt's message that he s a
gracticed writer. It is one of the clear-
cst and holdest and most vigorous State
papers ihat has been written by any
Trresident. e addresses himeelf to all
1he questions whick he discusses in a
straightforward, courageous way, and
1here is no cvasion of any issue. There
is n certain directness about the paper
{from beginning to end which shows that
the President iz a man of postiitve opin
jons and that he has the courage to ox-
press them.

His tribute to President McKinley is
fn pereftc taste, and while he warms up
‘40 the subject, as the saying goes, there
45 no gush, but every evidence of perfect
gincerity in his praise of a man whom
the whole countiry henored.

His arraignment of anarchism and anar-
chists and all who sympathize with that
Torm of lawlessness is very sirong and
1imely, and hie eoncludes by recommend-

i\ ing that anarchists be cxcluded from
this country. They have no place in this
1and of freedom, in this land of law, a2nd
1he President well says that a grim com-
mentary upon the folly of the anarchist's
position was afforded by the altitude of
1he law toward ilie anarchist who shot
it McKinley; the people would have
toran him Iimb from limb if it had not
been thai the law which he defied was
at ones invoked the bechalf, Mr
Iionsevelt recommends  that  Federal
courts be é'l\'cn jurisdiction eover any
man who kills or attempts to kill the
President, or any man who by the Con-
stitution or by the law is in line of sue-
cession for the presidency, while the pun-
fshment for an unsuccessful attempl
ghould be proportioned to the cnormily
of the offense against our institutions.
MWe think tbat the whole people will
agree with him that an attempt to as-
sassinate the President should be punish-
od as though the President had actually
been murdered.

Coming to speak of the prosperity of
- 1he ecountry, Mr. Roozevelt very properly
exilts 1the individual eitizen, emphasizing
the fact 1hat prosperily cannot be creat-
cd by law alone; that the welfare of each
citizen, and therefore the welfare of the
nation, must rest upen individual thrift
amd energy, resolution and intelligence.
Nothimz, he insists, can’ take the place
of 1hls individual eapacity; but wise leg-
islation and henest and intelligent admin-
istration can give it the fullest scope, the
largest opportunity to work to good ef-
feet. That is a most comprehensive sum-
mary of the functions of gevernment.

Referring 1o the spirit of concentration
and organization of this age, Mr. Roosc-
velt sayvs that the ereation of these great
corporate fortunes has not been due to
the tariff nor 1o any other governmehtial
action, hut to natural causes in the hus-
iness world, operating in other countrics
as they operate In our owr.

We Dbelieve that the tariff has unfairly
been used for the benefit of cortain class-
s, but the general proposition which the
President lays down is true Organiza-
tion is imndeed a natural consequence in
an age of steam and electricity—a, fact
which this paper has asserted time with-
out number, Without these corporations,
Mr. Roosevelt goes on, the material de-
velopment of which g0 Justly
proud eould never have taken place, and
he well says that we should recognize
the immense importance to this materinl
development of leaving as unhampered
o5 iz compatible with the public good the
strong and foreceful men upon whom the
succeess of business operations inevitably
rests.  1le says, moreover, that an addi-
tional reason for cauvtion in dealing with
corporations is to be found in the inter-
national commerce conditions of to-day.
The Times hnas also called attention to
1ihis patent fact. It would slmply be
impossible for us to eompete in the for-
clgn marketls if our industrics were car-
ried on in o small way by ndividuoals,
rather than by strong eorporatons which
have the means of advertising and ox-
ploiting their goods abroad.

Mr. Roosevelt vory properly rebukes the
Populistic. element “who have made it
iheir vocation to denounce the great in-
dustrial combinations which are popu-
iarly, although with technical

racy, known as trusts,” and he adds that
much of the legislation directed at trusts
would have been exceedingly mischievous
had it not also been entirely incflective.
“In dealing with business interesis,”’
e, in 1his conection, *far the Govern-
=ent 10 undertake by cruade anud incon-
widerate legislation to do what mighl turn
cut to he bad would ba to incur the risk
cf such far-reaching national disaster
itiat it would be preferable iv undcrt:t!;n
nothing at =1l

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But for all this he thinks that there
should be Governmint supervision over
corporations  which are cngaged in in-
terstate commerce, nnd that they should
be regulated if they are fasnd to exercisa
a. leense working to the public injuiy.
He thinks that the Government should
have the right to Inspect and examine
the workings of the great corporations
engaged in interstate business and savs
that publicity is the only sure remeds
which we can now invoke. “Whai
further remedies are needed in the way
of govemmmental regulation or taxation,™
he proceeds, “can only be determined af-
ter publicity 1s obtained, by process of
Jaw, and in the course of administration,
The first Tequisite is knowledge, full and
complete—knowledge which may be made

~public to the world.

=ubject, he thinka that in.the jnicrc
of- the whole Heople! the nation should,
without Interfering with' the power of
the States In the matter Itself, also as-
sume power of supervizion and rug‘i_]!a..—
tion over ail cerporations doing un inter-
state business. He belleves that a law
can be framed which will enable-the
National Government to exercise control’
along the lines indicated, hut adds that
if In the judgment of Congress that Lody
lacks the Conslitutionul power to enact
such a lnw, then a Constitutional amend-
ment should be submitted to confer the
power. i

1n this conneetion he recommends that
there be created a Cabinet officer to be
known as Secretary of Commerce and
Indusiry. as provided in the bill intro-
duced at the Jast session of Congross

The President pays a high tribute to
the workingman, recommends that he
be protected by the tariff and regards it
a8 necessary io ré-enact immediately the
Jaw excluding Chinese laborers and to
strengthen it wherever necessary in or-
der to make its enforcement entirely el-
feetive  ¥e has a kind word to say for
1abor organizations and thinks that they
ought to be encouraged

He makes short work of the tariff ques-
tion, saving that nothing could be more
unwisge than to disturb the business in-
terests of the country by any general
tariif change at thisz time. He believes
in reciprocity, but says that this must be
treated “as the handmalden of pro-
tection”

The President thinks that the condi-
tion of the American merchant marine is
such as “to call for immediate remedial
aclion by Cemgress.” He speaks of the
necessity of carrying on American trade
in American ships and concludes by say-
ing that the American merchant marine
should he restored to the nation. He docs
not mention the word subsidy, but it is
jmplied

Of course, hie is in favor of maintain-
jnz tho gold standard, but he thinks that
como eh2nges in the currency system
are necessary. “In many respects,’” says
Tie, “the national hanking law furnishes
euirlent Jiherty for the proper exercise
of the banking function; but there seems
to be meed of better safeguards zgainst
thie deranging influences of commercial
crises and financial panies,  Moreover,
the eurrcney of the eouniry should be
responsive 1o ile demands of our

Cominz to speak of ihe rallroads of
the eountry, he calls attention to the
eomplaint that established rates are not
maintained; that rebates and similar de-
habitually resorted to; that
these preferences are usually in favor
of the large shipper; that they drive outl
of business the smaller compelitor; hat
while many rates are too low, many oili-
ers are excessive; and that gross prefer-
ences are made affecting both localities
and commoditics. Upon the other hand, he

Tic thinks that the interstate commerce
law should be amended, that the Gov-
ernment should see to it that all shippers
are treated alike, at the same time not
forgetting that “our railways are the ar-
teries through which the commereial iifc
bleod of the nation flows, and ghat noth-
ing could he more foolish thah the en-
actment of legislation which would un-
necessarily  interfere with the develop-
ment and operation of these commercial
agencies."'

The President thinks that the Govern-
ment should de evervthing in its power
to promote agriculture, and says that
cortain of the forest reserves should be
made preserves Tor the wild forest crea-
tures Tho President is a true huntsman,
e thinks also that the Government
should lend its aid to irrigation in certain
dry regions of the West with a view to
ihe development of agriculture in those
sections

Speaking of Cuba, he says such pro-
gress has Leen made there toward put-
ting the independent government of the
island upon a firm footing that before the
present session of the Congress closes
ihis will be an accomplished fact. *Cuba
will then start as her own migiress; and
io tho beautiful queen of the Antilles,
as she unfolds this new page of her des-
tiny, wo extend our lheartiest greetings
and good wishes IIe believes in recl-
procity with Cuba, and earncsily asks
the attention of Congress to the wis-
dom, indeed to the vital need, of provid-
ing for a substantial reduction in the
{ariff duties on Cuban imports into the
United States. e

As for the Philippines, e =ays that “we
hope to make our administration of the
islands henerable to the nation by mal-
ing it of the highest benefit to the Tili-
pinos themselyes.” Ile thinks ihat in
our anxiety for the welfare and progress
of the Filipinos it may be that here and
thera we have gone too rapidly in giving
them local self-government, but adds
that there need not be the slightest fear
of our not continuing to give them all the
liberty for which they are fit. He in-
sists, however, that our authority must
be tecognized, sand that anything like
insubordination or insuwrrection must be
promptly and vigorously put down.

With refercnce to the South American
Canal, he says'thu:. no singla gredat ma-
terial work which remains to be under-
taken on this continent is of such conse-
quence 1o the American people as the
building of a canal across the Isthmus
connecting North and South America.
The President does not indicate the
route. Speaking of the new .treaty with
Great Britainm, he says that it specifi-
cally provides that the United States
alone shall do the work of bullding and
assuming the responsibility  of @ safo-
guarding the canal, and shall regulate its
neutral use by all nations an,tcrm's ol
equality svithout the guaraniyior Inter-
ference of any outside natios from ‘any
quarter.

The President Is particularly happy in)

non-American power al the expensc of
dny, American power on American soil
But that It is'in no wise intended as
hostilo to :in:; mtion in the old world.
Still less is it intended to give cover to
any aggression by one new world power
at the cxpense of any other. It is simply
a step toward assuring the universal
peace of the world by securing the possi-
bility of permanent peace on this hemis-
phere. The President says, further, that
we do not ask under this doctrine for any
exclusive commercial dealing with any
other American State, nor do we Fuar-
antes any State against punishment if it
misconduets itself, provided that punish-
ment does not take the form of aecquisi-
tion of territory of any
power. In other words, the Presldent
serves notice on the South Americans
that we will not protect them in any
violations of their contracts with for-
cigners,

He thinks that we should have a strong
navy, and that the present army should
be sustained, but does not think it nec-
essary 1o increase our present army be-
vond its present size at this iime.

e paye a glowing tribute to the war
veterans, saylng that “we are now in-
deed one nation united in our devolion to
ithe flag,’ 'and that *'the very complete-
ness of our union enables us all in every
part of the country to glory in the valor
shown alike by the sons of the North and
the sons of the South im times that tried
men's souls."”

It is hardly necessary to say that the
President believes in eclvil serviee referm
and the rigld enforcement of civil service
law.

Referring to the Indian, he tersely re-
marks that in his judgment the Lime has
arrived wlen we should definitely male
up our minds o recognize the Indian as
an individual and not as a member of a
trilie,

He reviews briefly the war in China, ang
savs that conditions there arc siatisfac-
tory, hut advocates the ‘‘open door” with
all ihat it implies: not merely the pro-
curement of enlarged comnmerce opera-
tions on ilie coast, but access to the in-
terior by the waterways with which China
has bheen to extraordinarily favered.

The President congratulntes the coun-
try upon peace with all nations, which
promisce to continue.

And so we have thus given an outline
of thoe message for the benefit of busy
men, but we can assura our readers thal
the message is well worth reading in
full.

At the end of the ierm she was
re-clected for thoe following ierm, and in
tha summer vacation was appointed by
the State Superintendent of Public In-
striuction to teach here in the Peabody
Summer XNormal School for Colored
Teachers. A little later the County
Board of Pasco county met and cancelled
her appointment as principal of the High
School because she was teaching the col-
ored teachers.

Wea do not know of any nobler work
that a woman could cigage in than the
instruetion of mnegro tcachers, whe, on
their part, must instruct negro children,
and having all the instincts of a South-
erner, we catnot understand why there
should be a prejudice against any noble
woman who does such a noble work.
