ALL WENT DOWN
WITH THEIR SHIP

British Ship Nelson Sunk and

Twenty-eight Souls Were
Lost.

(By Associated Press.)
ASTORIA, OREGOX, Dec. 4..The bar

tug Tatoosh, which has just returned to

port, reports that the British ship Nel¬

son, Captain Perriam, turned turtle last

night and went to the bottom with her
entire crew. The Nelson left Astoria
November 2öth. Monday night she was

back at the river's mouth and yester¬
day was reported to have shifted her
cargo. She had a bad list to starboard
and could go on only one tack. Yes¬

terday afternoon the tug Tatoosh went
out and picked up the Nelson, passing;
a hawser to her. The tug started oit

shore with, the ship, owing to the gale.
The gale that raged last night was too
severe for the vessel to withstand, and
she broke from the tug and then turned
turtle, sinking at once.

In the darkness it was impossible for
the tug to render any assistance to the
members of tho crew who were not car¬

ried down, and all perished. The Xel-
son carried a crew of twenty-eight men,
all told. She was am old wooden vessel.
Captain George W. AVoods, the bar

pilot, was to have been placed aboard
the ship last night, but the weather
was too rough to permit it. Captain
Woods states that the Nelson went over

between ten and eleven o'clock last night
durine; the height of the gale. -

The Xelson carried a cargo of lumber
and was consigned to Cape Town, South
Africa, by Taylor, Young and Company,
of this city.

BOY STABBED
BY COMPANION

Child of Eight Years Killed by One
Aged Only Eleven as Result

of Quarrel,
ÍBx AssocIatpU Tress.)

CINCINNATI-, OHIO. Dec. 4..The

shocking scene of a small boy. eight
years old, stabbed to death by a school¬

mate, aged eleven, was witnessed on

the streets of Newport, Ky.. at noon to¬

day. Joseph Creelman, the victim, had
a cfuarrel in the school room with Eddio

Armines, and when on their way home

the quarrel was renewed. A third boy,
taking tiie purt of Creelman, threw a

piece of brick, whkfh struck Armines on

the head. At that moment Creelman
ran up to him, and was stabbed. He
soon fell and in fifteen .minutes was
dead. The Armiños boy walked rapidly
away, carrying the" pocket-knife in his
hand.
He went to the fire-engine house,

where his uncle is captain, and threw
the knife into an outhouse, but said
nothing about tho murder until the news
of the lad's death. His uncle then

I promptly surrendered him to the police.
to whom the boy told his story of the
crime:
"Creelman missed his reading lesson

and was sent to tho foot of the class.
The teacher made him sit at the black¬
board and I laughed at him. When
school was out he cursed me. I started
.for the engine-house and Plummer
threw a brick at me and Creelman ran

up and grabbed me by the arms. I did
not think the brick was thrown at me

until it hit me on the hand. Then I
stuck the knife out easy and heard his
coat rip."

DEADLY AIM OF
HERBERT MARX

New Yorker Shoots Down
Three Vinrinians.

ACQUITTED ON TRIAL.

Party of Young Men Went to Tar
and Feather Marx

FOR ALLEGED INSULT TO GIRL.

Wiiliam P. Taylor, Jr., Killed instantly,
Willie Ilefiin Fatally Shot and J. Q. Stiff

May Not Recover..Viarx Disclaims

the Alleged lusuli to the Young
Lady.Parties Most Promi¬

nent in I bat S.-ction.

AYARSAW, ??., Do.·. 4..The usually

quiet town of Oak Grove, Westmore¬
land county, vas thrown in great excite¬
ment at à lato hour last night by tho

killing of one prominent young mtm and
dangerously wounding of two others,
whose condition is so precarious at this
time their death is momentarily expect¬
ed. Last Thursday night, "Thanksgiv¬
ing night." when most people, was giv¬
ing thanks or otherwise enjoying them¬
selves, the good people of Oak Grove
were drawn, together in the ????? Hall
to witness ¡m entertainment. It was at
this entertainment that Mr. Herbert
Marxs, a. young wealthy lawyer, who
owns a largo farm near Oak Grove, and
who lives there alone during ¡he winter
months, is alleged to have made an im¬
proper proposal to a prominent young
girl of about fourteen years of age ot

the town.
THE ALLEGED INSOL.T.

The remarks, it is alleged, were over¬

heard by some one and were repeated
in the town stores. It was at this junc¬
ture that W. P. Taylor, Jr., an influen¬
tial citizen of the community and a

cousin of the young girl, organized a

party of young men to call on Mr.
Marx for the purpose ot" tarring and
feathering him. and on the following
Monday night Mr. Taylor, accompanied
by J. Q. Stiff, George. AY. Thompson,
Willie Heflin. ¡.nd R. H. Douglass, all
prominent young men of the community,
visited Mr. Marx's lone cottage and found
Mr. Marx absent from horn", but they
were not to be deterred by failure to
find him at home, and again last night,
all armed and carrying v/i·.'- (hem a

can of tar, thoy went again Urbis nome.
This time .Marx was at home and the

visiting party found him at his desk
writing.

THE DANGER REALIZED.
The Iirst intimation Marx had of rip-

proaching clanger was the smashing in
of a window of tho room in whicli he
was sitting, followed immediately by ¡? j
muzzle of a gun in the hands of a

masked man with injunction to throw
up his hands. Marx sprang up from his
desk and secured a Smith and Wesson
3S-calibre revolver from under the head
of his bed and. stepped into an adjoining;
room, whicli was dark. .Ss soon as he

got into this room the window was

smashed and before Marx could escape
by the back door a man was seen crawl¬
ing In the window. Marx turned and
fired and the bullet lodged in the neck
Of J. Q. Stiff, who fell back.
Marx then escaped by the back door

and rushed around to the trout of his
house and fired at young Heflin, who was

standing there, inflicting a mortal wound.
Marx then ran up the fence about two

hundred yards, and as he saw some ono

walking around in his pear orchard; he
laid down in the grass.

HIS DEADLY AIM.
The man in the orchard was young

Taylor, and' he carried a AV'inchester rifle.
Taylor turned his right side. Marx raised
and fired, tho bullet penetrating his heart.
Taylor fell with a groan. The other two

young men became frightened and ran

away.
After waiting for a few minutes and

seeing no one else around and hearing I

nothing more. Marx got up from the
ground and wont to thè residence of B.
?. Griffith, a half-mile distant, and in¬
formed him what had occurred; and in

company with Mr. Griffith, hlarx returned
to his house and assisted in gathering in

the dead and wounded, and they were car¬

ried into his own house.
Marx fired only three shots, each bullet

taking effect.

Richmond Works Secure Contract
for Sixty-Eight Heavy

Freight Engines.

Harbors al-
ready exist at each end of the Panama

IX EIGHT YEARS.

AVith adequate force find plant the
commission «stimate that the Nicaraguas
Canal can lv completed in six years.
exclusivo of two years for preparation;
Ten years is estimated to complete the
Panama Canal.
The total length of the Nicaragua route

is 1S3.66 miles, and the Panama route
.10.0Í) miles. The estimated cost of operat¬
ing and maintaining the Nicaragua Canal
annually is jl.350,000 greater than that of
the Panama Canal. The estimated time
for á deep draught vessel to pass through
the Panama Canal is twelve hours, and
through th- Nicaragua Canal thirty-
three hours. The Nicaragua ro it··, the
report says, is more advantageous for
commerce, save that originating on the
west coast of South America. For the
Gulf ports tho advantage is two days,
and for most of the ports in the Atlantic
and Pacific one day.
Tho Nicaragua route is said to be bet¬

ter for sail'ng vessels on account of fa¬
voring winds. Hygienic conditions also
favor the Nicaragua route.

FAVOR NICARAGUA RO.
Tho commission says the Untted States

should acquire control of a strip of ter¬
ritory, ten miles ·..ide. from sea to sea,
to build the canal. ne consent of Nica¬
ragua and Costa Rica must be olita·.ed
to construct the canal, but the report
says this can easily i>·· secured. The eon-

cessions granted by tho Colombian Gov¬
ernment to tho Panama Canal Company
have.many years to run. ar.d new con¬

cessions cannot he granted the United
States.
