gelves 1o the task of securing the repeal
of all laws adverse to insurance inter-
ests and to the enactment of stringent
Cprotective laws somewhat on the order
of those jn France. But the Herald goes
on to say that the Legislntures of many
‘ States do mot know, or if they kuow, do
mot heed the prevailing effeet of most af
these regulative statutes which do more
T }iarm than goodl This example is given:
