WHISKEY NOT SO POPULAR.
Beer Takinj* ¡is Place fan "d'y in Richmond.

Breweries Doing Finely.
"The decrease in the sale of whiskey

in tlie bar-rooms in the past three years
is remarkable."
These were, tlie words of a saloon-

keeper yesterday. He did not mean that
the« people are patronizing the saloons
less, though by many it is regarded as

true, too, but that people who'drink cal!
for smne other beverage than "old rye.''
It is said by s number ot" the saloon-

keepers of the city that beer is taking
the place of whiskey as a favorite drink,
and that thc sale of it all the year has
been enormous. Three years ago, when
a number of men went into a saloon to

j treat, they almost invariable called, for
whiskey in some form. But now beer is
asked for, and in most cases some par-

| tieular make of beer. These men will
treat around ar.d go out. Not a drink

' of whiskey will be taken, and no one
will be feeling what he has taken. Some
days there are exceptions, but then they
are exceptional days. For instance, ail
the saloon-keepers sold whiskey. "It
was so cold," every one said.
The turn things have taken is to the

liking of most people. Good beer is re-

garded by the temperance people as
much less objectionable tl»-»n whiskey:
the beer is made right here in Rich-
mond. while the whiskey is not. and the

j saloon-keepers make just as large profits
out of the beer. Then they do not have

! to contend with tho drunkenness that
they used to. This is really a great re¬

lief to them.
The breweries of the city are employ¬

ing large forces of hands, and their out¬

put i.s to the full capacities of their

plants.
