Not all of th¿ fanners were in-
eluded in the criticism, but it was stated
that many of them should be given in¬
ri; uctions in grading arid packing. ?

great number of the barrels of apples re¬
ceived here, it was said. wore, whether
accidentally or otherwise, nested, i'his
state' of affairs was operating largely
to hinder the trade with Virginia, fruit
buyers, in many instances, declining: to

purchase until tbey had inspected every
barrel, or not buying at all if they could
pet other stock.
TTic society adjourned at the eoneiu-

Kion of the night session. Tins meeting
has been a highly successful one. The
attendance hflS been large and· a great
deal of business was transacted. The·
next meeting will be held In Lynchburg.

The
decomposition of organic matter and
mineral substances in the soil and thc
«fleet upon the growth of plants was
discusseci. The absorption of water by
the roots with very minute quantities of
mineral substances in solution was also
explained, uthe rmatters of Interest ana
importance to the fruit grower, such as
the sunlight action on the leaves, the
mineral matter in plants, and other
things, were touched upon.
The annual election of officers occurred

next In the unanimous adoption of the
re-port of the Committee on Nominations.

an afternoon session. The report of the

Committee on Entomology was presented
by Professor W. B. Ahvood. of the Poly¬
technic Institute, at Blacksburg. This

document touched upon the work against
tho San Jose scale insect, showing that

the pest has been largely suppressed In

the nurseries oí the State, and tnat at the

present almost no scale Infested stock is

disseminated from the nurseries. Profes¬

sor Aiwood stated, however, that the

scale is still spreading in the State, and

promises to do great injury to the or-

chardlsts who do not take more drastic

measures to suppress it.

The troubles caused by the root louse

of apples was discussed, and the danger
from this source was pointed out. The

seventeen-year locust and his disastrous

work was described, and it was stated
that in the coming spring the northern
valley and northern Piedmont sections

will he visited by "these insects. Consider¬
able harm to newly planted trees will

probably be done by them.
Quito a lively discussion arose over a

resolution which was presented at this

point, calling upon the State entomologist
to publish the names of all nurserymen

and orcha.rdists having infested premises.
The nurserymen anö certain of the or-

chardists opposed the resolution, as in¬

flicting needless harm upon individuals.
The resolution was finally withdrawn b>
«inanimous consent.

SHIPPERS CRITICISED.
Opened by Mr. Joseph Wallerstein, of

this city, then began the most interesting
discussion of the day. Str. Wallerstein
read a paper on "The Siarketing of

Fruit," which was heartily applauded.
In it he took occasion to say th»* some

united effoTt should bo made at once to

give the farmers and shippers instruction
in grading and paekintr fruit. He de¬

clared that many of the barrels of Vir¬

ginia apples that come to Richmond are

"nested".that is. better at the top and

the bottom than thev ¿ré in the middle
They are rated as first-class goods. wh«*n

in reality they are m'xed with second
and third-class stuff. Whether this was

done intentionally or accidentally, he did
not know, but it was serving greatly to

injure the trade with Virginia apples.
He suggested that some action he taken
to prevent a continuance of such meth¬
ods.
Other commission merchants of Rich-

mond present sustained sir. Wallerstein.
Not all. but a g"«od deal of their Virginia
shipped apples, they said, were nested. It
has gotten so that buyers will not pur¬
chase a lot of Virgin'?, apples unless
they inspect every barrel. Commission
merchants are suffering heavily by these
conditions. They receive from the farm¬
er apples mark«?d as first-class, sell them
as such, and then after a little find the
purchaser coming back at them for a re¬

bate, declaring that the apples were not
what they were represented to be. Some
buyers absolutely refuse to buy some of
the Virginia apples unless there are no

others to be had. When asked why they
did decline to receive the inferior apples,
the gentlemen declared that they had to
do business and take what they could
get if th«y couldn't get the best. They
suggested that the fanners be given in-

Tho thanks of the society were ten¬

dered to tho officers of the Chamber of
Commerce for use of the hall and for
their courteous .reatmem. Tr.anks were
also tendered to the management of the
merchants' Cold Storage Company for
their nice treatment of the delegates.

for the Cinstitution of Virginia to carry
the assertion of a doctrine in its organic
law that had been expressly decided
against by the Supreme Court.
He aiso opposed the clause limiting the

power of railroads to maKe contracts
for special service or for limited and
unlimited responsibility to shipper and
carrier, ne talo it would destroy the

shipment of live stock in Virginia,
Judge Baxter spoke foi .wo hours,

and was paid the closest attention by ail.

.Chairman Braxton extend*d the thanks
of the committee to him for his learn-d*
and valuable suggestions.

PEOPLE VS. RAILROADS.
Sir. William A. Glasgow, of Roanoke,

attorney fc-r tho Norfolk and Western
Railroad, next spoke, nc tated thai the
convention should not create a commis¬
sion simply because some men made com¬

plaint of rates to members of the con¬

vention. He declared teat nc court,
elected by the pe«3ple to try a certain
class of cases, in which '«-he peo¬

ple were always the complainants,
could in the nature of things be un-

partial and unprejudiced. The proposed
measure put the court and th* people
on one sido and railroads on the otr.er.

In reply to an inquiry if >.«s objection
to the commission was based· on the

fact that it was. to be elected by the

people. Sir. Glasgow replied that he

thought the regular law courts were the

best tribunals to administer justice. He

was well impressed with the workings
of the Siassachusetts Commission.
Continuing, he declared that ratss in

\*lrginia were lower than in States that

had established railroad commissions.
The iron bound long and short haul

clause embraced- In the ordinance would

work untold damage to Virginia ship¬
pers, and was based upon the theory

that railroad officials were all rascals.

He said· he was not fighting the South¬

ern Railway before the committee, but

such a clause would greatly aid that

corporation at the expense of the Nor¬

folk and Western.
When it was proposed! by law to ham¬

per the free commercial relations between

the people and the transportation com¬

panies the burden of showing abuses

should rest upon the. law makers, be¬

fore any such measures were adopted.
Sir. Glasgow concluded by saying the

experience of the best railroad commis¬
sion in the United States showed that
publicity of management and rates, pro¬
hibition of discriminations, and recourse
for relief of all, in the regular courts,
was the host law that cottld be adopted.
He thought, with a slight enlargement
of the power of the present Railroad
Commissioner of Virginia, that office was
all th.it was ne »ssary. There was no

complaint In Virginia about freight
rates. Business men were not afraid of
that. There was now being Invested In
th» town of-FriesVln Grayson county,
two and1 a half million dollars in a cot-

ton factory· It had no railroad but the
Norfolk and Western, and they were evi¬
dently willing· to risk rates with the road,
although the· head of the Industry came
from North Carolina, where ..ere was
a railroad commission.

AGAINST LIABILTY BILD.
After pointing out many serious de¬

fects in the railroad commission bill,
Mr. Glasgow branched oif into an argu¬
ment against the employers' liability
Mil and made a very strong attack upon
It. saying he tecl no objection to the
legislature passing a law that ."agreed
with his views on the subject. tie

thought the adoption of the law pro¬
posed would greatly injure the employes
of railroads. Tt should not be confined
to railroads, but should be applied to
all corporations. He said that he was

interested in Virginia as a son and a

citizen; all that he had was here, and
he knew that the conditions of his sec¬

tion of the State and the people there
demanded that the Constitutional Con¬
vention treat the railroads as friends and
not enemies of the State. He said the
methods of railroads had greatly changed
in the last ten years. Their every effort
now was to aid tha peuple and develop
the country, and the people had likewise
responded to such fair treatment and
recognized their power for increasing the
prosperity of every community.
Mr. Glasgow concluded his very able

argument at 7 o'clock.
Mr. John T. Harr's. of WHrrteonbtrrg·.

briefly referred to the construction of a
new line of railroad in his section of
the State that was greatly needed. The
people had been so anxious for it they
haa subscribed $125.000 towards its con¬

struction Hf was afrnid t^-ít ·? ?p-3
proposed restrictions on capital and cor¬

porations were adopted they would se¬

riously affect further development. He
viewed with apprehension the tendency
to take sovereignty away from the peo¬
ple.
The argument was concluded at 7:10

o'clock, when the committee adjourned.
This completes the p"bllc argument'' be¬
fore the body. It will meet in regular
session to-day at 3:30 o'clock.
