NOT THE PARTY WILL·.
He said the primary declaration In j

the Norfolk platform did not express the
will of the party, because a few delegates
hnd adopted it in the dving hours of tho
convention. He went after the plan with
gloves off. and Congressman Jones raised
th- point that the speaker was not dis¬

cussing the merits of his resolution, but
<-=:»uti-;r the plan of thi» committee·.

The Chair sustained tho point, and Mr.
Bai ksdale declared, excitedly, that he

would eventually have his say. He said
~ome Congressmen hadi l.-sen very* activo
in pnnnort of the plan, and its adoption
meant the keeping of the inemmibenta In
-> :ice. He did not rm-an to apply his re¬

marks to Messrs. Flood and« Jones.
Mr. Jones spe>ke strongly against the

resolution, and lnci*ìcntally elefineeî his
nositlon. He hael opposed making tho

plan mandatory, as te» Congressmen, be-
r-juse he hid not wanted anything dono
which would lv·* construed as having been
done for selfish interests he said.

maries were now att?mpting to. loaeî the

ing that the voting shoulel be under the
viva voce system, except as to county
officers, when the manner of voting is
left to tho local committees. Mr. W. A.
Jones opposeel the motion to amene!, and
said the general viva voce system was, in
his judgment, one or' the strongest
features of the plan. The amendment was
lo?*. Mr. Eggleston's amendment as to
change of time within which notice
of senatorial candidates shall be given
was taken up and rejected.

AMENDMENT REJECTED.
The suggestion of Mr. Keezell as to a

rrajority vote for nominations and entail¬
ing a second primary when no candidate
received a majority was renewed by
Judge Newman, but was rejected.
The first section, wmc-i is the preamble

to the whole plan, was adoptee! without
amendment, save the insertion of the
worel "white" before "Democrat."
Juelire Watkins moved to strike out the

provision in the Uniteel States Senatorial
plan allowing^ ae State Committee to levy
assessments upon the candidates. He
spoke ably for its adoption, and was sup¬
ported by Mr. Gordon, of Louisa. Mr.
W. A. Jones opposed the amendment,
"--hue Mr. Glass spoke for the amend¬
ment.
Mr. Ellyson 'Mr. W. A. Jones In the

chair) spoke for the committee report
and Judge Newman spoke for the amend¬
ment. Dr. Harper (proxy for Mr. Jan-
nov of Loudoun) wanted it expressly
provided that the local committee«-
shoulel raise the funds necessary to con¬
duct th» election.
