Little Buying From the Commission

FLUCTUATIONS WERE NARROW

Prices la Most Cases Left OH Where

for American
Tobacco.

Ihe slock market yesterday was a very
dull affair, and was almost entirely in
the hands of the professionals.

Copper was also
lusher for the day and Steel stocks were
very tirm. although there was little
change in the quotations.
Wh'jn tho accident occured the other day

in tho New York Central tunnel Manhat¬
tan, took a spurt upward on the theory that
the relationship between that eompanv
and the X'ew York Central would bo
closer, but on tho publication of tho New
Ycrk Central's plans Manhattan went
elewn in yesterday's traeling. the extreme
decline boin~ about 2 per cent.

AMERICAN TOBACCO.
A. biel of 205 was made on American

Tobáceo, and none offered. Several
theories have been advanced to account
for this jump in American Tobacco, but
nobody hero seems to know just what it
means. The Consolidated Tobacco bonels
have been absorbed recently in immense
quantities, and it is said that, insiders.aro
taking ihem. These bonds will soöri pay
2 per cent, interest, and it Is believed in
Richmond that they will soon be very
much higher.

by a bond of $500 as a guarantee of good
faith. Tho biel of tho Passenger and
Power Company came as a great surprise
to the members of the committee, and it
occasioned much talk at first. Captain
Gulgon, for the company, made a lengthy
spcech, anet to.d the committee that tho
contract might be drawn by the city
attorney, and they would comply with
it to the letter. This b.d brought Mr.
Bradley to his feet, and after telling the
committee that the biel might bring out
more than was now seen, ho saiel his
company could not afford to make such
a contract, and ho eliti not see how the
city coulel refuse to accept such -'a sub-
btimc offer."
