BUSINESS BLOCK
BURNED OUT OF
NORFOLK'S HEART
(Continued From First Page.)

herore he shall rebuild.
Miss Mamie Bixey, a sister of Presi¬

dent McKInloy's physician, ivas a guest
of the Atlantic Hotel when it burned.
Wm. Thorogood, a colored politician,
found her lying on the floor in a hallway
when ho was assisting guesta to get out
of the burning hotel. Miss Bixey had
been struck upon the head by a trunk
some one threw down stairs. She waá
stunned, but her hurt was slight. Thoro¬
good carried her out, and afterward re¬
turned and saved her trunk and her
mother's picture, which wcro in her
room.
Tre fire started at 1:10 ?. M. in tho

cafe of Mr. C. H. Brown on the first
¡loor of the Columbia office building, on
Granby street. Neddo's restaurant is
next door and in the same building.
On the south of the Columbia building
was the Atlantic Hotel, fronting 102 feet
on Granby and 150 on Main Street; on
the north was the Virginia Club, corner-
Ine: on Granby and Plume Streets. Po¬
lice Officer William Ruddick sent in the
alarm from the private box of the At¬
lantic Hotel, and tho department re¬
sponded promptly.
Yet by the time they reached the

scene the whole Columbia building was
a mass of seething flame. Chief Shaw
immediately turned in a second and third
alarm Calling all tho apparatus In Nor¬
folk and Portsmouth to the scene. He
also notified Mr. Davidson, the manager
of tv- Atlantic, to awaken his guests
and e them ready to leave at a mo-
men o notice.
The flames·, running up an elevator

shaft, spread with groat rapidity, and the
Atlantic Hotel and Virginia Club were
seen to bo doomed. Meantime guests
had been told of their danger and began
to make their exit in various stages of
dress, some In their haste neglecting to
put on all their elotnes.

AL-Li ESCAPED.
All, however, escaped, though Miss

Rixcy, a sister of the new Surgeon-Gen¬
eral of the navy, had to bo brought
down, and Mr. J. O. Ready had to de¬
scend by the fire escape, having re¬
mained In the building parking his ef¬
fects until other avenues of escapo wfre
closed by fire and smoke.
Shortly after all rad gotten out. Chief

Ryan estimated 51 at fifteen minutes af¬
ter his arrival, a terrlfflc explosion oc¬
curred In Brown's cafe, throwing burn¬
ing brands skyward and entirely de¬
molishing the north wall of the Atlantic
Hotel. Opinion differs as to the cause
of this explosion.whether it "were bar¬
rels of whiskey or the steam boiler.but
the effect was instantaneous.
Flames scared skyward, and, leaping

tho narrow confines of Granby Street,
attacked the china store of Johnston <&
Co.. over which were the Albemarle.
fiats. The (lames now ate their way
south through a row of buildings on the
east side of Granby Street, and not one
is left standing, save that of 'Watt. Ret-
tew & Clay, at the corner of Granby
and Main. T.i.s caught and was for a

time given o'er for lost, but was miracu¬
lously saved.
Those present say the wind shifted,

but the Weather Bureau officials say the
breeze was steady from tne northeast
and of a good velocity. That alone saved
Norfolk. Had the big department store
burned nothing short of dynamite could
have prevented the lire sweeping up Main
Street and cleaning out all in its path.

It was now that panic seised upon the
business men of Norfolk, ana they gave
up all for loss.
Firms squares away from the fire got

their books together, and some even hired
wagons and actually moved out. Human
effort spome«1 usoioss in the struggle
against the fiery e'ement. The window
sins In the great store were cracking and
smoking in the heat, but the brave ñre
laddies were standing gamely to their
nozzles, and their efforts began to tell.
Aided by the stiff breeze that was blowing
seaward, they slowly gained the mastery,
and the fiery demon slowly withdrew his
legions from the attack. The victory was

with, the firemen, and Norfolk was safe.
TNDER CONTROL·.

But the battle was not yet over. On the
Main-Street side the fight had been rag¬
ing, and the operators in the Western
Union office had been driven reluctantly
from thoir instruments. All buildings had
been scorched badly and the glasses bro¬
ken. In the rear of the. hotel and the
Virginia Club the flames had wrought
their work. On the square bounded' by
Main, GranbyPlume and Randolpn Streets
or*;""- two small buildings remain.the
wholesale liquor store of McHugh and
Coir^wny «¿id the warchoixBB oí R. ?.

This ended the havoc ft-nd th--» fire was

controlled. All day. through rain, slush
ami told, crowds visited' the scene of des¬
olation. They were of all sorts, from the
small, ragged urchin to milady in raglan
and silks.
Volumes ot steam, commingled with

smoke, arose above a conglomerate ma^s
of bricks, mortar, smouldering brands,
tangled ends of wires and unshapely rolls
of tin roof. And tho crowd looked, was

interested, and went its way. twisting
and turning amili a myriad of umbrel¬
las. At tho Moritlcèllo, where, a great
number or the burned-out guests of the
Atlantic had gone, everything possible
for their comfort was done. Mr. Stokes,
the manager, was kindness itself, and
gave all who had been burned out tem¬

porary oflico headquarters in the Mon¬
ticene lobby.
Thor·"· the management of tho Atlan¬

tic settled themselves and chock off
each guest as he came up and gave an

account of himself.
OWNERS OF THE PROPERTT.

The Columbia building, in which the fire
started^ was owned by Mr. P. I.owonberg.
The Atlanti«* Hotel and most, of Uie
burned buildings on Randolph Street be¬
longed to Mr. C. M. Randolph. One of
the burned buildings on this street he-

longed to the Podson estate. The doubls
building on Plumo Street belonged to Mr.
Arthur Morris. The Virginia Club build¬
ing was owned by the club. The build¬
ing at the southeast corner of Granby
and Plume Streets, occupied by the
Johnston China Company, was owned by
Mr. G«"*orge "U Arpa. The other buildings
burned on that side of the street were

owned by Mrs. Green, Mrs. Allmond. Mr.
J. S. Ames. Mr. Joseph Salomonsky (-),
and Di*. Wm. A. Thorn's children. They
were, occupied on the first floor by Messrs.
Stephenson & Taylor, real estate dealers;
Messrs. Mottu, DeYVitt & Co., stock brok¬
ers and capitalists: Carey & Co.. tailors:
Hatch & Dean, gents' furnishers, and

Co., merchant tailors; Norfolk and West¬
ern Railway's ticket office, hotel barber¬
shop, and the beautiful Parisian Cafe,
which was run by Colonel J. Hull David¬
son, proprietor of the. Atlantic Hotel".
The stores in the Atlta.ntic. Hotel, on

Main Street, were occupied by the Balti¬
more and Ohio Railway's ticket office. Mr.
M. I. Dodson's drug-store. Walker & Son's
insurance agency; A. Myers' insurance

agency; Nottingham & Wrenn. coal and

wood dealers; tho Definite Contract Buiid-
(ng and Loan Association, the Harbor

Commissioners, and W. L·. BtUsoly ¿t

Bro., book sellers and stationers.
The residences burned on Randolph

Street were occupied by Mr. Steinhilber,
Mr. Welch. Mr. Collins and Mr. Wilkin¬

son. All of these families lost consider¬
able of their household effects, especially
Mr. Sleinhilber.
The hice curtains in Mr. James P. Fur¬

long's residence on the west side of Ran¬

dolph Street, took fire, but were extin¬

guished before the fire could spread. Tne

carpets and other household goods were

damaged by- water.
The double building l.-.trned on Plume

Street, owned by Mr. Arthur Morris, was
unoccupied.
The two stores in the Columbia build¬

ing were occupied by G H. Brown's Office

i-LCOND TIME BURNED.
The Atlantic Hotel was recently

bought by Mr. C. M. Randolph, repräsen¬
tative of the Williams Syndicate, for

Í3¡VW<.'C. The ground site is a very val¬
li ìble. one, and there wa3 insurance of

ìlio,·«00 on the I10UÍV2 and furnishings.
The burning of tlie Atlantic recalls the

fire of January S. 1SST. in which the old
Atlantic Hotel was burned. The old At¬
lantic was located on the north side of
Mail» Street between Atlantic and Bank
Sreets. After its destruction a new com¬

pany was formed, which erected the
building destroyed this morning. The
corn.?r-stono was laid with Masonic cere¬

monies on October 15. 1SÜ7. It was opened
to the public October S, 1S6S, by Mr.

Newton, its h\=-se<\ Mr. Newton managed
the hdtòl until ISTI, when he failed. The
owners later sold it to Mr. R. S. Dodson.

in whose family it remained until pur¬
chased by Mr. Randolph.
In regard to the rebuilding of the hotel

I learned from a reliable authority that

the. purpose. that was entertained
hi purchasing the Atlantic was the erec¬

tion on Rs site of a high building, prob¬
ably from twelve to fourteen stories.

Thè site, probably the most valuable in
the city, is considered too valuable for
«such a building as the Atlantic Was. It
is thought that tho fire will probably
hasten the erection of the proposed
building, part of which will likely be
used for a. hotel and the rest for an ófrico
building, '

Mr. Randolph says ho hopes to consum¬
mate an arrangement under which three
of the strongest financial houses South
will join him in erecting a magnificent
hotel on the site of the Atlantic. It is
understood that Messrs. John L. Wil¬
liams & Sons, of Richmond, is ono of
these). Mr. Randolph says he individ¬
ually owns the site. It is a magnificent
property, which he bought far below the
market price. INCIDENTS.
A striking incident in connection with

the lire is the fact that last night at a

meeting of the Virginia Club it was

practically decided to erect a now build¬
ing very shortly, either on the present
site or else further up town. The Vir¬
ginia Club is the oldest social organiza¬
tion in Norfolk, and it Is highly probable
that a handsome new structure will
shortly rise from the ashes of the old.
Among the valuable papers destroyed

in the fire are probably tho pl.-uis for
Mr. Zimmermann's new hotel. Mr. Peeble?.
who was the architect for the hotel, had
his office in tho Columbia building
which was destroyed completely.
Many Norfolk people wore hoard to re¬

mark to-day that they could now

sympathize with Richmond.
