NO FORCE BILL.
Representative Crumpackcr Rises to Explain

His Caucus Resolution.
(Hy Associated Press.)

WASHINGTON, Fob. 5..Representative
Crunipneker, of Indiana, .author of the
resolution presented to tho Itepubi tea?
caucus last night, and to be further eon-
sidered at a caucus nest "Monday night,
authorises the followihg statement an to
thc general purposes or "io movement, to
correct any impression that it is in the
nature of a "force bilL"
"Tho resolution subniited to the caucus

Was designed to sceme a full and thor¬
ough investigation of the suffrage ques¬
tion, not only in the South, but in all the
States that havo imposed material restrie-
tiohè upon manhood sut'fra«*«»«. There is a
general belief that a number of States
have disfranchised a large portion of their
citizens; that tho colored population by
the operation of Ktutelaws is entirely elirn-
inat«;»d as a political quantity and yet
it counts in apportioning representation
among the States. It is the general belief
that tho Southern States have at least
thirty-five representatives in tho House
and tho electoral college resting upon a

fictitious basis. Can this bo found to be
true in fact and representation bo re¬
duced, a condition Which the Constitution
imperatively requir.c.*s,_JLt would go a long
way toward settling tho race question.
Such a measure.would nave none of the
features of-a force, bill.· it would require
río force for its execution. Disfranchis¬
ing Sttiles would suffer a réduction of po¬
litical power which* they could regain by
educating their citizens nnd restoring
them to the privilege or the ballot. The
whole question would rest with those
States.
"But the caucus is asked simply to au¬

thorize a thorough investigation through
a Congressional committee especially ap¬
pointed and equipped for that purpose and
when the facts as they, really exist are

laid before Congress and tho country stich
'action may then bo taken as the situation
requires."
