Few men now living can recall the two

yourg klnsmen, Armistead Mason and
John iMoCarthy, both starting out ln llte,
now over a century ago, witb every prom-
Irt ot success and every advantago th_t

.wealtb, position and brilliant intellects
could give. Fewer still aro those who

can now relate ths circumstanccs oi that
ramous duel. the second to be fought
on the bloody field of Biadonsburg, which
(buried ono young man in an untimely
jrrave. and scarce so kind to the other.
left him to witness the direful conse-

Quences of the vongeful deed. and to drag
through long weary years the prey of
remorse.
Thursday, February 6th, of the past

!week commemoratcs Uie eighty-third an-

nlversary of that unfortunate and deadly
oombat, which marked the beginning ot

tlie end of two of Loudoun'3 most
prominent and influential famuies. View-
ed in the light of subsequcnt events, it

seems tha.t avenging justice was not to

be appeased until the blood there shed
had been atoned for even to tbe last
drop.

A POLITICAL Qt.ART.EL.
ArmisteacT Mason and John McCarthy

w*ro both natives of Loudoun coun'.v,
yoimg. handsc-me. gifted. wealthy. with
all tho prestige of family about them.
Closely allied by marriage, they were

widely separated by political differences.
from which e.prang a succession of bitte:
quarrels. In LSJfi. following the exampU
of his father ancT of his illustrious unch
George Ma6on. Armistead. Mason entered
the Senate of tlie United States.tlu
youngest member of that august bod..
He had served in that body for four years
.when there arose between him and Johi

McCarthy. some difficulty of a politica
nature, which became more and mon

bitter through the influence of injudiciou.
friends, foremost of whom is said to h
no less a peirsonagc that Androw Jack¬
son.
At length the bitter hatred rcsulted a:

days. John McCarthy, then serving ii
the Virginia Legislature, resigned to mee

his opponent "on tho field of honor."
The old Mason estate in Loudoun coun

ty was Raspberry Plain, now owned b.
Mrs George Hoffman of Leesburg. Upo
his marriage a few years previous to th

duel Armistoad Mason had taken up hi=>

resieionce at Selma. the beautiful planta-
tion ad'ioining that of his mother at Rasp-
berrv Plain. Here with a young and de-

voted wife and a bright baby boy a few

months old. the "Chief of Selma,' lived
in a world of happiness and beauty.
John McCarthy .though several years

his junior. was already a rising young
lawver in Loudoun and a member of his

State's Legislature. He. too. had found
a woman known for her loveliness of per¬
son and character, and their wedding-
day was fast approachlng, when the fatal

tragedv loomed big on the horizon.

At the fatal
signal both fired, and though MeCarthy
escapeo' without a scratch. Mason fell
with his antagonist's .ball piercing his
heart-
He was carried to his mother*s at Rasp-

bcrrv plain, and the news broken to his
stricken wife, So ovei wheiualng was her

grief that month.s passed before she re-

gained control of her reason. The grlef
of the dead senator's fond old mother
was scarcelv less heart-rendlng.
Meanwhilc. Johr. McCarthy had frankly

written to his sweetheart, Miss Luclnda
Lee, making a cloan breast of the.affair
and leaving her & week in which to de-

clde whether, in the face of the tragedy.
she would keep her engagement unbroken.
The conflicting emotions of that one

short week would complete the experi-
ences of a lifetirae. We havo lt from
the young girls own lips the agony she
suffered. how she knclt in despair at her
mother's feet, and how the old lady could
give no better advice than the dictates of
her daughter's own heart. At the end
of the week her lover received a letter
telling him to come.

FAITLTFUL TO HER LOVER.
Their meeting on that occasion remains

a pleasant task for tho imagination. but

the piano. and as her lover entered", she
softly sang these words:

"Come rest in this bosom, my own
stricken dear;

Upon her recovory the young widow of
Mason decided to go back to Selma, tho
cene of her short but blissful wedded llfe.
=he was carried Into the wide hall. when

ais'ng her eyes they fell upon the coat
inrl hat of her dead husbrrnd hanging just
as he had left:tti.em. With awldshriek
,he fell Into the arms of her attendants,
v-no bore her to the rear of the mansion.
There she remained for twenty long
.ears, until tire lisping boy had become
t man.
The front room:1 were kept in order and

guests occupiea' them as usual, but not
once ln that time did their mistress cross
the tlire^hold. On the occasion of her
son's twenty-first blrthday a dinner party
was given to tho blood relations of tlie
family.
