Mr. Boutcll then procceded with deli-

REIALIATION IS
ONLY NATURAL

Cruel Measures Never Sanc-
tioned in Philippines, Says

Secretary Root.
(By AESociated Press.)

WASHINGTON, Feb. 1?..Responding
to an inquiry from Senator Lodge, the
Secretary of War to-day sent him a

large number of papers hearing upon
the charge that cruelty is practiced by
the American tropps on the Filipinos.
Senator Lodge presented lhe documents
in the Senate. Among tbe documents
forwarded are the r'ecords of thirteen
investigations into such cliarges, and
the Secretary says that every report or
charge of this descriptlori which has at
any time been brought to the notice
of the War Department has been made
the subject of prompt investigation.
Ile adds that in substantially every

case inquired into the report has proved
to be either unfounded or grossly exag-
gerated. Ile also says tho department
is now cngaged in conducting an

mvestigation into the charge made
tho Senate last week that "The water
cure" is the favorite.torturc of the Amer-
icans, especially of tho Maeabebee scouts
to forcc the natives to give information.
and that a soldier who with Generai Fun-
ston has stated that he had helped to ad-
minister the "Water Cure" to 100 natives,
all but 26 of whom died. Ile encloses
a copy of a letter reeeived from Generai
Fuhstoh datcd February 2, 1302, in which
he d'eclares tho statement to be an
"atrocious lie, without the slightest
foundatien of fact," and also a letter
from Lleutenant Batson, the commandei
of tho Macabebec scouts, to the same
eifcct.
Representing the otiier side of the pic-

tsire, Secretary Root says: "The war on
the part of the Filipinos has been con-
cucled with the barbarous cduelty com¬
mon among uncivilized races, and with
goncral disregard to the rules of civilizcd
varfare. They deliberately adopted the
pclicy of killing all natives, however
Et aceful, who were frendly to our gov-
ti nment, and in thousands of inslances
these poor creatures, de'pendent upon our
soldiers for protection, have been assas-
sir.ated. The Filipino troops have fre-
quontly fired upon our men from under
prctectibn of tlags of truce. tortured to
d^ath American prisoners who have
fsllen into their hands. buried alive both
Americans and friendly natives. and hor-
ribly mutilated the bouies of the Ameri¬
can dead.
"That the soldiers fighting against such

an enemyaud with their own eyes wit-
ressing such deeds should occasionally
hr- regardless of their orders and retal-
iate by unjustitiable severities. is not
ifcredible. That such occurrences have
been sanctioned or pormitted is not true.
A constant and effective pr?ssure of pro-
hibition. precept and discipline has been
maintained against them."

He was actualiy
under fire from the forts and himseit
-flrcd a couplo of shots at tho close of
action with the torpedo boats, in addi¬
tion to signaiing tlie lndiana just at ihe
close of the action. But during the ac¬

tion not a single order from him was re¬
eeived by any of the ships that wero

aetively engaged.
HOISTED SIGNALS.

Admfral acmey, at the outset of the
action, hoisted the two signafs of "Clear
ship" and "Close ln," r/hich was simpiy
carrylng out tho standing ord'ers of Ad-
mlral Sampson as to what should be done
if the enemys ships attempted to break
out of the harbor. Dntil afler tho close
of the first portion o£ the fight at the
mouth of the harbor, and until after he
had made his loop and the Sp.mish ships
were fleeing to the westward, not anoth¬
er American shlp noticed a slgnal from
him. When the western pursuit had be-
gun the Orea:on, and the Oregon only.
noticed and repeated one of his signals
of command. The captain of the Oregon
then regarded 1dm as in command, but
did not in any shape or way execute
any movement or any action of any kind
whatsoever in accordance with any order
from him.
In short, the question as to which of

the two men, Admiral Sampson or Ad-
miral Schley, was at the time ln com¬
mand, is of merely nominal character.
Technically, Sampson commanded the
fleet, and Schley, as usual, the western
division. The actual fact, the iraportant
fact, is that after the battle was joined
not a helm was shifted. not a gun was

fired, not a pound of steam was put on
in the engine-room aboard any ship ae¬

tively engaged, in obedfence to the order
of either Sampson or Schley, save on

their own two vessels. It was a captain's
fight
Therefore, the credit to which each of

the two is entitled rests on mitters apart
from the claim of nominal command over
the squadron; for, so far as the actual
fight was concerned, neither one nor the
other, in fact, exercised any command.
Sampson was hardly moro than techni¬
cally in the fight (His real claim for
credit rests upon his work as command-
er-in-chief; upon the exeellence of the
blockade; upon tho preparedness of the
squadron; upon the arrangement of the
ships head-on in a semi-circle around the
harbor, and the standing ord'ers, in ac¬

cordance with which they instantly
moved to the attack of the Spaniards
--..--, tvic latter appeared. For all these
things the credit is his. »

THE LOOP.
Admiral Schley is rightly entitled.as

is Captain Cook.to the credit of what
the Brooklyn did in tho fight. On ihe
wholo she did well; but I agree with the
unanimous linding of the three admirals
who composed the court of luquiry as to
tlie "looop." It scriously marred the
Bropklyn's otherwise exeellent record, be¬
ing, in fact, the one grave mistake made
by any American ship that day. Ilad the
Brooklyn turned to the westward.that
is, in the same direction that the Spanish
ships Wj?re going, instead of in the con-

trary direction, she would undoubtedly
have been in more "dangerous proximity"
to them. But It would have been more

dangerous for them, as well as for her!
This kind of danger must not be too
nicely weighed by those whose trade it
is to dare greatly for the honor of the
flag. Moreover, the danger was certainlv
pot as great as that which, in the self-
same moment, menaced Wainwright's
fragile craft, as he drove forward against
the foe. It was not, in my judgment, as

great as the danger to which the Texas
was exposed by the turn as actualiy
made. lt certainly caused both the
Brooklyn and the Texas materially to
'ose posltion, comnared to tho fleeing
Spanish vessels. But after the loop had'
once been taken, Admiral S"hle- hanJlcfl
ihe Brooklyn manfully and well. She
Tid the Oregon were thenceforth the
headrriost of the American vessels.
'houch the Iowa certainly. and scemingly
the Texas also. did as much in hammer-
>ng to a standsHii the Viscaya, Oquendo
and Teresa. wniTe the lndiana did all
her eastward position and ciippIeS mn-

"hinery permitted. In the chase of the
C<don the Brooklyn and Oregon share the
credit between them.

ENTIRELY PROPER.
Under such circumstances' it seems to

me that" the recommendations of Presi¬
dent McKinley were eminently propor.
