City Sergeant S. H. Johnson is perfect-
iug his arrangements for bringing Joo

Higginbotham to Lynchburg In time for
the execution, whicb will take place on

next Monday at some time between sun-

rise and sun'sei. While the Sergeant will
not divulge his plans, it is certain that
Higginbotham will rcach Lynchburg late
Sunday night or early Monday morning,
and he will be hanged in all probability
between s and 0 o'clock.
Sergeant Johnson will have no military

to assist him ln handling the negro, and
he Intlmales that not even the Lynchburg
Home Guard will be asked to assist at
tho execution. The Sergeant will leave
here Sunday afternoon for Roanoke and
will take with him a member of tho

Lynchburg poiice forcc anu the two will
endeavor to bring the prlsoner here with¬
out any additional assistancc.
The authorlties scem to be convinccd

that there is no dlsposltion on the part
of the public to resoit to violence.
Tho condiUon of Mrs. Ralph Webher,

who was assaulted by Higginbotham. is
said (" be very pitlful. Every effort is
made by her frlends aud rclatives to dis-
tract her mind from .*i morbid conlcm-
plation of her liorriblo experience, but
her thoughts by day and night seern to

stanlly repeating to herself and to those
near her the details of the agonlzing
terror which she sufferctl.

State Conference of the Y. W. C. T. U.

ASK FOR (REFORMS.
"At the 1901 convention of the Virginia

State W. C. T. U. a T secretary was
elected by the W's present in opposltion
to the outspoken protect of the Y dele-
gates present, and the State president
refused to recognize delegates.
"No explanation was given, except that

it was the will of the executive. It was

charged that Mrs. Jobson had execeded
her allowanco from the State Convention
for annual cxpenses, although she iias
always paid the excess over her allow-
ancc. Although Mrs. Jobson has ueen
too expensive a secretary. Miss Smith re¬

Judge Portlock Doei Not Like tho Atmosphere

¦NORFOLK, VA, Feb. 20.The death

at 11 o'clock this morning of Waltcr J.
Gray was announced. (Mr. Gray died at
his home in tho suburbs of Bramblcton,
where he was conveyed after ho was shot
last Tuesday by Levi Walker. 1'oung
Walker, after ho shot William O. Shipp,
whom his sister, Miss Bessie Walker,
charged with foetraying her, and also
shot young Gray, who testified in Shipp's
favor at tho poiice court trial, said that
he shot Gray accidentally.
Walker now has counsel and will not

cTlscuss the case. He maintains the air
of -conscious innocencc he has worn ever
since ho avenged his sister's wrong.
Attorney N. T. Green, of counsel for

certain citizens of Norfolk county, ap¬
peared in the Norfolk County Court to-
day and asked Judge William Portlock,
who sat upon the bench, whether he
inight propcrly make a motion that Judge
Portlock do not sit- at the trial of the
case of the members of the Board of Su-
pervisors charged with malfcasance, in
that they drew compensation for their
services in excess of tho legal amount,
which is $30 a year.
Judge Portlock replied that such motion

would be useless, as although he consid-
ered himself unbiased, he had delcrmined
not to sit in the case, as he did not like
tho atmosphere surrounding it.
Mr. Green then expressed his desire

that a jury be summoncd from some sec¬
tion where tho ipolitical feeling does not
run so high as at Portsmouth and Berk¬
ley. This iiuestion could!, Mr. Hopper, for
the defense, said, only be settled properly
by the trial judge. Judge B. D. White,
of Princess Anne county, will sit.
Mr. Groen's action has caused much

talk. It is characterized by the fusionists
?.s impcrtincnt. but it is defended by tho
straightouts.
