REPORT CORPORATIONS PLAN

The Consldtralioti of it Wa« Completed by
the Committee of tbe Wbole

Yesterday . Day ln
Convention.

Tho convention completed the consid-
eratlon in Committee of the Whole of tho
corporation article ot the Constituttbn at
noon yesterday.;
The discussion on this measuro began

on Tuesday, the 4th of "February, and-had'
contlnucd withoiit Interruptlon for tho
thirteen working- days following-.- No
wonder the convention broke out In ap-
plause and gave Chairman Braxton
two days' leave of absenca immediately
after.
Th« employers' liabiiity bill and section

one, defining- tha meaning of the words
con>oration and company, were adopted
without debate. Every amendment of¬
fered to tho report, except those suggest-
ed or approved by the chairman and the
majority o£ the committee, was defeated
frofn the beginnlng to the end of the now
historic combat.
The report is now Sn tho hands of the

printer, and will be taken up ln the con¬
vention for final adoption after the report
of the Financo Committee has been con-
sidered.
BAFTBOUR'-QUARLES RESOLUTION.
Owing to discomfort of the hall, the

morning session was curtafled two hours.
The Barbour-Quarles resolutlon occupied
tho attention of the body all the after¬
noon, long speeches being made by
iMessrs. Barbour and Quarles, a short
orte by Mr. Hubard and a long one just
begun when lhe session adjourned at 6
o'clock until 10 this morning.
A vote willbe reached to-day, thus

completing 'consideratlon of the report
a/nd leaving only the report on financo
and taxation on the calendar.

DAT'S PROCEEDINGS.
The convention rhet at 10 o'clock; pray¬

er by Rev. Mr. Beauchamp, of the Metho¬
dist Church; sixty-five members being
present

Jlr. Brown moved that tho convention
take a recess and' members proceed to
draw for seats .

Several objections were made to this.
A motion was mado to dispose with
drawing seats, every member to sit where
ho plcased and when he pleased.
TWs motion was lost by tho close vote

of ayes, SO; noes, 31.
Tho motion to draw seats was adopted

by a vote of 34 to SO.
After an intermission of fifteen min¬

utes the session was resumed; and Chair¬
man Cameron, fcr the Committee on
the Executive Department, submitted
supplementary report from tliat com¬
mittee.
11 provides for the election of tlie State

Trcasurer by the people and the election
of tho Aucb'tor of Public Accounts by
joint vote of the. liouses of the Generai
Assembly. All mention efthc Board of
Public Worta is omitted, that body being
dropped, having been abplished in tho
axtiele on corporations, when the Cor¬
poration. Commission was established.

EMPLOYERS' LIABILITY.
ln Committee of. the. Whole, section 31,

the employers' liabiiity bill, was adopt¬
ed without debate or division, Chairman
Braxton submitting two minor amend¬
ments, which were.not objected to.
Section 1, deiining the meaning of the

words "corporation," "company," etc.,
the subsequent seetions of tho article
on corporations, was next consldered, the
Chairman again suggesting some slight
amendments, which were not objected to.
Mr. C. B. Joiies moved to amend by

striking out "any sleeping or' parlor car

company." He said tho only way this
company had to exclude objectiouable
persons from.usiug them was by charging
high prices.--
Chairman Braxton said hc had heard

no complaint about the palace cars, and
did not object to the words being omitted,
as section four gave the Generai Assem¬
bly the right to include them if the nec¬

essity arose.
Ex-Goveraor Cameron strongly opposed

tho amendment.. lie said because tho
chairman had heard no complaint was no

reason why abuses did not exist. He said
the sleeping car .company was an extor-
tionato monopoly, which dominated the
railroads as well as the traveling public.

AMENDMENT LOST.
lt charged ?5 for a ticket from Rich¬

mond south,. $2 .for the same service
north, and §1.50 for service west of New
York. In spite of this high chargo in
the Soutli, the objectiouable class of pas¬
sengers referred to were permitted to oc-
cupy berths, and the charging of these
exorbitant prices was simpl»y an outragc.
The pretext of excluding negroes was
simply rot. The amendment was defeat¬
ed. yeas, SO; nays, 31. Section 1 was then
adopted.
This compleledi consideratlon of the

article on corporation in Committee of
tho Whole, and at 11:39 o'clock, 1902,
amid loud and vociferous applause, Chair¬
man Braxton moved that the committee
ariso and report its completion of the
report to the convention.
Tho order to print was mad« by the

convention. j
The convention next went into Com¬

mittee of tlie Whole to firther conslder
the report of lhe Committee on Bill of
Rights.
The Quarlcs-Barbour resolution was ta¬

ken up, an amendment being ponding bv
Wr. Llndsay to require a majority ot vot-
ers to petition against gian'.hig a Si-
censo to sell liquor.

MEMBERS COLD.
Mr. Barbour proceeded to speak ln sup

port of tlie committee report, when a

motion was made that the committee
arise, in view of the fact that members
wers suffering from cold. .

Mr. Barbour suspended his speech and
the committee arose.
After considerable discusslon as to

whether the hall should bo permanently
abandoned or not, information was

brought by Delegate Fairfax that the
furnace was out of order. owing to the
inexperience of tho janitor, but that
cverything would be all right by 4 o'clock.
It was also announced that the House
of Delegates would make another propo-
sltlon for the use of their hall. After
many objections to meeting again at 1
o'clock, the president, at 12:15 o'clock,
announced a'recess until that hour.

Afternoon Session.
The hall was comfortably heated when

the convention reassembled at 4 o'clock,
and in Committee of the Whole Mr. Bar¬
bour resumed his speech in favor of tlie
adoption of the Quarlcs-Barbour ltquor
license resolution, as recommended by
the committee. Ho made an argument of
uearly an hour and strongly urged the
necessity for embodying the prlnciple in
the Constitution, claiming that backed as
lt was by thousands 'of the best and pur-
es't citizens of Virginia, no measure to
be adopted would more redound to the
advancement.and benefit of the, interests
of the Conimonwealth.
Judge Quarles followed Mr. Barbour,

and spoke for nearly an hour. He said
he introduced, by rea.uest, & very different

resfolutlon from the one reported bj' *1'c
committee. They were as unllko as darK-

ncsa from light. Ho pointed out.in#.^*:
tail.the great difference between the two,

and earnestly. plead for tho defeat o£ tne

recommendation of the committee*.
Mr. Hubard made a short and elomient

address on temperance aJid in lator^or
the recommendation, and was greeten
with very great and generous applause
when he concluded. : ¦>

Colonel Summers bad lauuched out into
a rousing speech In favor of the resolu-
tion when the committee arosc.

Tn the convention a rcsolution was mi-

mediately adopted limiting further
speeches to ten minutes.
The Sergeant-at-Arms was authortzed

to purcbase carpet strips to place in the
aisles and between the rows of scats.
The convention adjourned at ij o'clock

until 10 o'clock to-day.

Gurney tban
a UsticufE affair.
Both Mr. Taylor and Mr. Girrncy are

¦very young. Their original disagreement,
as "told in The Times of yesterday, was
due to tho fact that Mr. Gurney called
Mr. Taylor, who is president of thoLee
I.icerary Society, a "humbug" in the
e'eurse of a debate before the society. Mr.
Taylor left the chair, and the challengo
followed. After the warrant had been
issued for Mr. Taylor yesterday and be
had surrendercd, being hnmedlati ly r

leased in bail of 51,000 by 'Sauire Tyler,
Mr. Gurney was seen by a report. r, and
gave out tho following copy of a letter
which lie had mailed to Mr. Taylor:
"My Dear Sir and Friend:
"Your letter of rccent dato, in the na-

turo of a challenge to an encounter with
yourselt", has been reeeived, and its con-
tents carefully notcd. it surprises nm
much to think that your conscience wo'uld
lead you to such an end, considering our

relations tf> and between our fellow mem¬

bers of the Lee Literary Society ot itich-
mond.

"Iji rcply to the challenge which you
have cvidently so gallantly flung before
me, I must, in the exoreise of my obliga-
tion to obey the laws of this Common-
wcalth, rcspectfiilly dccline to accepl.

Meanwhii'\ Mr. Gurney says if there is
any doubt in tho mind of .Mr. Taylor as

to who is the coward, tho matter may be
ersily settled.
Efforts are now being made by the

friends of both parties to reach some
pmie-ablo arrangement of the trouble be¬
tween them. When the matter comes up
in tho Poiice Court this morning- it is
probable that Justiee Crutchfield will ask
for a nominal bond to keep the peace.
